The King observed during his stay at Calcutta,
some incidents in the employment and condition
of Hindoo women, which presented a striking
contrast to the condition and occupation of the
women of his Kingdum. While staying at the
Great Eastern Hotel and looking out from & win-
dow, His Majesty obeerved the work of brickiay-
erm in the crection of & building: women were
the bod carriers, who supplied the men laying the
walls, with brick and mortar. These female toil-
ers were partly nude, being only protected by a
strip wound arcund their loins like the Hawaiian
pa-u. Each woman had s pad on ber head, and
on this she poised the box or basket filled with
material, and then ascended a lofty ladder
amall bare feet. And thus these women of
overcrowded population perform drudgeries not
to be thought of where women are fewer, and in
greater demand. Yet this exposure and toil does

pot defest the great object of a woman's life, to
be a mother, and to rear a family; because it was
saoertained that many of these were the moth-
ers of large families of childr-n, whom they sup-
with food from their earoings of from 8 to
anpas, or 24 to 36 cents per day.
