ception at Windsor on Monday last, when King
Kalakaua was charmed by the cordiality or the
English Royal family. As a matter of course he
wears, when he receives visitors, the ordinary
costume of a private gentleman, with the usual
complement of rings, and the gold bracelet, orig-
inally brought into fashion by Prince Achille
Murat. A very few minute) conversation con-
vinces the visitor that King Kalakaua is an exten-
sive reader. It is, in fact, his wide reading
which impelled him to see the world of which he
had read so many descriptions. The cricket at
Lord's astonished him not at all, for as he will
quietly say, in his musical tones, " We have sev-
eral clubs in Honolulu, and I know of others in
India." He is very fully informed as to the 6cope
and bearing oi our volunteer organization, and
and greatly impressed by the display at Windsor.
His Majesty is also charmed by the man-
ner in which he has been received in this
country, at the Review and again at Windsor
Castle by the Queen, by the visits of the Prince
of Wales and by the kindly attention shown to
him by Mr. Gladstone, Lord Granville and other
Ministers of State, Members of Parliament and
distinguished Englishmen of all kinds.

King Kalakaua and the Chinese.

From Japan the King went to Shanghai, when
the Mandarins met him with every demonstration
of cordiality, and thence to Tientsin, where his
arrival was awaited by the gen-
eralissimo of the Chinese armies, and at this mo-

ment the most important living member of the
Celestial Empire. At a dinner at
the host caused a toast to be read proposing King
Knhkima's health, and thanking him in the name
of the Kmperor of China for the kind and just
treatment that his subjects had received from the
Hawaiian Government.

Considerable importance is attached to this
toast of by the Hawaiian King,
for it is to the fair treatment they, have received
in his .dominions that the great immigration of
Chinamen is due.

King Kalakaua, who converses freely on this
and other matters affecting his Kingdom, is not
inclined to take a gloomy view of the situation.
The reciprocity treaty which enables Hawaii to
find an American market for her large make of
sugar has greatly enriched his country, the reve-

nue of which has enormously increased during
his reign. Hence he is hopeful that the great re-

wards held out to the emigrant will secure in
time a population other than Chinese. Help in
this way is espected from a long unlooked-fo- r

source. Times are not good in the Azores, and
it is not improbable that a large emigration will
take place to the archipelago on the other side of
the globe. Doubtless is perfect-
ly aware that coolies from his own country are
as little liked in Hawaii as elsewhere; but he
nevertheless could not refrain Irom testifying to
the lair treatment they had received from the
authorities. Accordingly King Kalakaua parted
from him on very friendly terms. London Daily
AVl"5.
