| THE AMERICAN MEMORIAL MEET-
ING, AT THE BETHEL.

As this meeting took place last Friday
afternoon, at a time when this journal is
usually, as was the case in this instance,
made up, there was no opportunity for a

'report in  last  Saturday’s but
