Importing Chinese Women.

There Una been a p xjd deal of discussion here
as to the possibility of importing Chinese women.
The teamer Anjer Head, when recently arriving
on her second trip at San Francisco, had a few

oa board ; and what thej were, and how they
fared, may be gathered from the following extract
from the San Francisco Chronicle of 21st ult. :

After hearing further testimony, yesterday,
on the habeas corpus sworn out in behalf of the
Chinese women who desire to land from the Anjer
Head, Jude Hunt dismissed the writ, remanding
the women to the ship to be to the
Flowery Kingdom. In deciding the case, the
Court said that the Customs authorities, in stop-
ping the women from coming on shore, had acted
properly particularly so when they found a
variance in the American Consul's description ol
the women. The husbands of the women, if they
were married women and good immigrants, could
give bonds to the Government authorities, and
their wives would be allowed to land. In regard
to their coming here on the Anjer Head, the
Court stated that the master of the vessel was in
no wine to blame. The women went on board
the vessel at 11 mkong with permits from the
United States Consul to emigrate to this country,
and the same 1 iw which authorized the Coosul to
grant permits to emigrants authorized the Col-

lectors of American ports to prevent the landing
of such imiuigrtnts as they ha 1 cause to euspect
of immoral character. Judge Hunt commented
very severely upon the conduct ol the petitioner,
who swore that all seven of the females were
mamed women ; and then came into Court, and,
by his own testimony, admitted that at least
three of them were unmarried, and that two of
them wcro children, one 5 yenrs of age, and the
other 10.

After the decision ol Judge Hunt, remanding
the Chi..ee women to the custody of the officials
on board of ths Anjer Head, they were driven
rapidly to the vessel and left to their sorrowful
reflections. They seemed to understand their
aitu.nion, and cave loud voice to their sorrow.

than they joined in a Chinese chorus of soul-stirri- n;

anguish that commanded attention for
some distance along the sea-wall- ." i

Vanderbilt Snubbed.

estate, there wis n excuse for bis coming into
Court to air the soiled family linen, lie might
have said what he liked about Corneil " (who
w is alwajs a coisciencelcs lellow), and nobody
would have cared. But when he stood up to
blacken the character ol a sifter under the sanc-

tity of an oath, he placed between refined society
and himself a barrier that all his wealth can never
annihilate.

This wholesome Ie!son goes to prove that while
the attainment of wealth may be the ju.t roan's
chief object, it is far from being his only aim in
life. 'Ilicre is an aristocracy that contemplates
neither land nor gold in its posecseion an aristo-
cracy whose votaries cannot be outranked in the
presence of Emperors and Princes. It is the
aristocmcy of intellect, and its ranks are open to
all who will study to perfect themselves in mental
and moral worth.
