Mr. Gibson at Manoa.

In accordance with previous iovitation
and appointment, Hon, Walter M. Gibson
met the residents of Manoa in their new
church, on Wednesday last, at 3 o'cloek p.
m., to deliver an address on public ques-
tions. Manosa is a charming valley about
three miles distant from the town. It
surrounded by wooded and grassy mountain

ridges, now radiant with the silver-leaved
candlenut and the erimson - blossomed

mountain apple, and beautifully fringed
with the dainty fronds of ferns.

The workers of the valley were engaged
at their toils as the Honorable member ar-
rived, there having been some mistake
about the hour appointed, but soon as a
clear-toned bell pealed forth its resounding
tones throughout the echoing wvalley, the
mud toilers left their taro patches; the grass
cutters and the potato cultivators dropped
their implements and trooped towards their
little ehurch to listen to a discourse on pub-
lie affuirs. The tlawaiian has deecided po-
litical aptitudes, and among the recrentions
he has acquired as a civilized wian, there is
none dearer than a politieal discussion; u

tulk pili Awpuni; about Government af-
fairs.

Mr. Gibson had prepared some notes for |
the oceasion and the following is a full

translation of the discourse in the Hawai-

ian language :—
Frierds, and jellow citizens of Munoa :

It is customary amd proper for represent-
atives elect of the Hawalinn peoaple to sub-
mit to electors, prior to the sitting of the
Legislature, their views upon guestious of
publiec interest. [ cheerfully comply with
this practice in coming before you electors
of Manna, not so much as a duty, as in
grateful recognition of vour hearty support
of my candidaecy during the late election

I represent no elass, patronage or interest,
but the whole people, rich and poor alike,
and I take pleasure in standing up before
you now, and hope erelong to s{;uni up as n
Representative for you, the peaceful dweil-
wrs and hbumble workers in this sweet val-
ley. There are no emoluments or honors
in your hands; nothing to prompt an in-
terested motive, but the suffrages and rights
to which your manhood entities you, und
I can unhesitatingly come to meet you and
join with you in an expression of mutual
citizenship and fellowship.

We have & common country—we, who
have been adopted, and you, native-born :
and we mutually desire its permanence and
prosperity. You natives of the have
the traditions of a vigorous race of chiefs
and warriors whose manly Hawaiian ¢har-
acter culminated in the eminent achieve-
ments of Kamehameha the Congqueror; and
we foreiguers, now adopted sous of the isles,
having found prosperity and peace here,
owing to the featernal and assimilative
spirit of you and your futhers, are bound in
honor, as well as interest, to stand fuithfaily
and patriotieally with you in the mainte-
nance of Hawaiinn independence and pros-
perity.

Our State so small, so helpless and insig-
nificant in contrast with any of the recog-
nized stutes of the world, even of the lowest
rate, is yvet most deseryine of our patriotie
atlachment. Its position is adpliruble, and
it has reason to entertgin great hopeSl 1t
is thus far qualified and favored to war-
rant its claiming and maintaining a pre-
eminent position in this great ocean, but
all the promise of our future depends upon
our publie virtue ; our national rectitude.

Hawaii 1 he [ittle, enjoys a political status
and privilege which Imperial China and
Japan both covet ; our eomplele autonomy
and control of jurisdiction on every foot ef

waste of means, awd that Jrunkenuness is a
sud misfortune and a woful degradation
And you surely can apprecinte and be wil-
ling to sustain laws that would vl
from misfortune and degradation
But your race pride is hurt by o diserimi-
nation of law, which, however, brought
about by an influentinl few, was never ac-
quiesed ia by the mass of the people ! That
i= the difficalty, is it not? The cause why
a forbidden indulgence becomes such acov-
etedd temptation?  Then let it be that we of
all raess shall be all taboo alike, or all priv-
il!‘;_f't'\l alike,
Alus, for the privilege of reeling like a
| senseless beast along the King's highway !
For the privitege of swallowing a draught
that causes you to spemd the heft of your
| dearly earned wages, and to go home un-
reasonably angry and quarrelsome ; to beat
yvour wife; to Kick hersoft, shrinking body ;
to tear out locks of hair from her sealp; to
bruise her fuce and make piteous and hide-
ous blood flow from cheeks and lips, where

ed as loving offerings for your Kindness and
nourishing care. 1 know and have seen
with my eyes these things bere a little
while ago.,

Alus! for the privilege of doing so much
evil and destroying so mmuch good. [ want
| no such privilege, and wish all foreigners
| to join with Hawaiians in imposing upon
| ourselves a common restriction in regard to
| spirituous drinks. But we Legislators must
not undertake to do violence to publie sen-
tinment. If people will persistently and un-
wisely continue to driuf{ to their hurt, we
must not attempt to stop their mouths with
law, which they wnu}ql endeavor by a
thousand ways to evade, There must be a
majority of sentiment in the community
for good in order to support the action for
public welfare of o majority of your Legisla-
tors, Our action must be based upon what
you appreciate and what you properly re-
quire, or our action is in vain, And inany
way it is vain if there be imperfeet or cor-
rupt administration of law.
|  Here again I will quote from u missionary
| father, the venerable Coan, from a letler
written thirty-four vears ago :

** I have but little hopes in the ¢fficacy of high-
lv stringeunt laws, while there is so much laxness
| in the public sentiment. A healthy standard of
| public moral feeling is necessary to the due exe-
| ention of the laws relating to moral conluct, as
well as a good example on the part of the rnlers
of a nation, I should therefore, while approving
of a more strict execntion of the existing laws,
question the expediency of such rigid enactments
which the public opinion would not sustain.”’

I will not undertake to discuss now, any
{ short-comings of individuals in any execu-
| tive branch of the Government; but will
| say, that in exercising the duty of u repre-
sentative of the people, T shall deem it my
duty to serutinize the oflicial action ot every
public servant alike; whether a policeman
on his beat; or a Minister in the Cabinet of
the King.

This is a constitutional monarehy, one of
the best forms of government ; and we, cit-
izens and subjects of this Hawaiian King-
dom shall best subserve our common wel-
fare, by a fuithfu! adherence to constitu-
tional princlples in all our public actions,
The several co-ordinatle broches of govern-
meut must not trench npoi each other's
privilege and duty. We mus=t not favor any
elass privilege, or mousopo ¥, or have any
class legislation. ‘T'here are great inter-
ests in the country, to be vons dered :—the
planting interest, the commercia! interest,
| the grazing interest, the raiasuul interest,
[ the telegruph sud telephone interest, the
[ liquor interest, and even the newspaper in-
terest ; but I hold no interest, nor all eom-
bined, greater than_ the human interest,
which you poor dwellers and workers in
this valley represent. 1 am for you, who
have no interest but your rights of man-
hood, and your wives and littie ones, equal-
Iv with those who represent millions of
treasure and enterprise, [ chictly appreei-
ate enterprise that shall bring health and
| gladuess to the poorest homes, I want
| heaith more than money. I konow and ap-
[ preciate also that health is to be obtained by
| the help of money. ‘Tis money will bring
|

skill, and provide food afid comfortable ap-
plinnees. We need money for health ;—a
| generous share of publiec money for the pro-
motion of health.  And when it is provided
| again, as it has been provided from time to
time, out of the public treasury, Itrustthat
it will be insisted upon that national trea-
sure shall be judiciously and faithfally
expended in promoting national sanitary
welfare.
[ believe the Hawalian race can be so far
{ healed that increase rather than decrease
shall become the law of its existence.  Aud
I am happy again to quote from the mis-
sionary father Hitcheock, the following
words uttered in 1545, ns most pertinent and
deserving of consideration at this time

** It is hardly worth the trouble to seek for the
best wenus of preserving a people, when it 1s a
given point that all means for the purpose will
Laes llli'n\:llllt:-_f.

[  In regard to the loan, Mr. Gibson spoke

loan question by you good people of Moana-
lua, is no doubt prompted by the hope,
that a good share of it would be devoted to
Moanalua enterprise.  * Yes," said a wor-
thy elector, ** we would like to have placed
here at least about fifty thousand dollars of
| the loan,”  **Just s0," eSntinued the speak-
[ er; “and I would like to have fifty, or a
hundred thousand dollars plnced on  Lanai,
at 3 or 4 per eent, interest, as you have been
[ assured it can be obtained at that low rate,
But let me say that the money of capital-
ists is always associated with a great deal
of hardness and narrowness of view, and an
ungen: rous demand for security, without
trust in the honor and spirit of enterprise
of eager borrowers, My fricnds of Moana-
lua, if your fields and patches are well
worth one hundred thousand dollars, 1
would not doubt your ability to borrow half
that amount, but not at such low rales of
interest, as have been mentioned. Every
lmx.liy wants money; and so bids are now
high for its use. Some people are paying
from 12 to 18 per cent. per annum for the
use of money, whieh is too heavy a toll on
any Kind of enterprise, and we are not quite
prosperous enough, when persons having a
good security to offer have to pay such rates.
We must rednee this rate of interest; but
we can do it far better by producing than
Ly borrowing. Our govenment can, no
doubt well expend more money than the
revenue produces, on a great enderprise like
that of repopulation of the deserted lands of
Hawali nei, and there are other great and
| beneficent enterprises to be especially ad-
vanced ; but we must not borrow money as
a nation, uniess for objeets that promise a
very cure return of the capilal invested.
Aud then we must fee! sure of the men who
will have the opportunity to handle and in-
vest the money,
Now in regard to your desire for a new
bridge and improved highway, I am cordi-
ally with you. 1 felt somewhat indignant,
when antoyed by the joltings caused by
your lumpy road, as [ drove to your pleas-
ant little hamlet, as I thought of the very
liberal sums of money voted by the Legis-
lature of 1880, for this island, as well as for
the other islands, A sum amounting to
over a quarter of a million of dollars, has
been largely jobbed away, without any
great and notable road work being done in
| any part of the Kingdom. There should be
| & thorough inspeection of roadways required
| to be made or improved. by a eompetent
| civil engineer, and work shown to be need-

ed, should be let out by contraet, and not
| paid for, till approved. The trouble is, we
| have had Ministers of the King who
| have wanted to be not ouly the influen-

tial Minister of the Interior, but Cilnef

Health administrator, jobber, and pur-

veyor; also immigration econtractor and
| manager ; government lawyer ; and

besides road maker, bridge buoilder, and
| privy ¢leaner; all of which work has been
tore or less neglected, because n responsible
minister who should have cared only for
the higher interests of the country, has
been occupied with jobs (o subserve some
supposed little polltical interest or emolu-
ment.
