That other Chinese, or Chinese-speakin- g

officials besides an interpreter for our Courts are
wanted here, was strikingly illustrated by a cir-

cumstance which occurred a few weeks ago. One
Saturday night a Chinese youth named Wong Ah
Sung, servant to Mr. Ehrlich, was arrested by
Mr. A. M. Ilewett as a deserter from Kilauea
Plantation. Mr. Ilewett had been acting as an
overseer on the plantation, and was very positive
as to his man. The lad could only repeat his
denials, which were not believed. Even Mr. Ehr-lich- 's

testimony appears to have been questioned,
and Wong Ah Suug seemed likely to be kept in
confinement at least till the Monday morniug,
much to the discomfort of the household he ser-
ved, had not Mr. Erlich been fortunately able to
produce the contract of service dated some time
previously, entered into between the lad and a
former employer, who had turned him over to
his present master. This affair is but one in-

stance out of many of various sorts (and greater
importance), that could be adduced to show the
need of a body of Chinese detectives who should
be familiar with the appearance of their fellow
countrymen here, and able to identify them. It
may also be quoted in support of a suggestion
lately made, viz., that all Chinese coolies taking
engagements here should be photographed and
their portraits kept for reference by the Police.

Br" Lum Cum Sing was brought up before
the Police Magistrate, ou Monday, charged with
escaping from the Oahu prison-gan- g on Cth of
December last, while in the lawful custody of an
officer. He pleaded guilty, aud was, at the re-

quest of the prosecution, remanded for sentence
until Thursday, it being expected that another
charge would have to be made against him in
the mean time. On Wednesday night he per-
suaded Ai Akau, the constable in charge, that he
had need to make a prompt visit to the closet.
The constable thought he was keeping watch
over him, but was also talking to the captain of
the watch, who was standing at the back door of
the Station-hous- e. There is only a partition
that may be climbed over between the closet and
one at the back of it, and Lum Cum Sing pro-
bably escaped that way. By the aid of a box
that was in the south-wes- t corner of the yard,
and a water-pip- e conveniently placed above it,
he climbed on to the sill of a window in the ad-

joining building, thence on to the roof of the
cells at the lower side of the yard. Against these
stands, the two-sto- ry building of the Ironworks,
with its windows looking out over the roof.
None of these windows are fastened, and the
escaped prisoner had no difficulty in entering by
one, and leaving the building again by another
which overlooked the roof of the engine-she- d ou
the other side, and so getting away into Nuuanu-stree- t.

He had not been caught again up to the
time of our going to press, although Ai Akau,
who has been dismissed for negligence, has
offered a reward of $40 for him. The question
arises whether dismissal is the proper punish-
ment

fi

for such an offence as this. Our law-

makers evidently did not think it was since the
Penal Code says: "Any gaoler or other officer
who, through negligence, suffers a prisoner to
escape shall be punished by imprisonment at
hard labor not exceeding two years, or by fine
not exceeding $300." This constitutes the
offence one that must be dealt with by the
Courts, and not by the man's superior officer.

Maui Notes

Spkeckelsville.
The management of the Hawaiian Com-

mercial Co., at Spreckelsville is making
things hum. The fourth and last of the new
five Roller mills is in operation and tliesu
admirable machines manage to easily crush
iu a day over 1000 toii9 of cane that yields
over 100 tons of sugar. The working hours
are from 6 a.m. to 5 p.m. and the number
of men all told employed on the whole
estate is 1400, of which 240 are white men.
The majority of the remainder are China
men, most of whom are engaged at $22.00
per month; the men boarding themselves.
Some of these laborers are Contract men at
$10.00 per month, board and lodging pro
vided by the Company. Experience on this
plantation, has however proved that it is
cheaper to employ men at $22.00 and they
find theniselve, than to have men on long
Contracts at $10.00 per month and furnish
same with board.

The $22 men do not shirk their work, or
get sick and loaf as often, as the $10.00 Con-
tract men; ami if they prove unequal to
their work, they can be discharged at once;
while with the contract men, you must feed
them; whether they work or not; sick or
well. All the machinery on this estate is
of American manufacture. The vacuum
pans, triple effects and centrifugals, weie
made in New York. AH the other machi-nar- y

in San Francisco at the Ilisdon Iron
Works. The machinery consists of four
fire roller mills, the following description
of which we obtain from the report of
Machinery Committee of the Planters Labor
and Supply Company.

C. Co.'s Mill was "found to contain irrcent, of moisture, or iu other word, from
100 lb of cane, 71 lbs of Juice v ere obtained,
and of tho residue, 11 lbs were moisture,
ami IS lbs dry trash. Although the largest
mills crush nearly if not quite a t fllciently
as this, it seems that with the five roller
arrangement, a much larger amount of
cane can be put through iu a given time
than with the triple rolls of the same size.
Immediately in front of the three last aetaol

five roller niillsarothree tiipleefXect houses
where the juice is evaporated at low tem-
perature, from there it goes through pipes
and is pumped into the two new vacuum
pans which are in the top story of buildings
immediately in front of the triple effect
houses. One of these pans is twelve feet in
diameter and will holdover thirty tons of
sugar at a strike, it is used entirely for
No. 1 sugar. The next one a ten foot pan
is used for No. 2 and :i After being
boiled iu vacuum the sugar droits down
from the pan into n large iron trougli that
feeds the centrifugals, of which thero are
eight to each vacuum pan or in all 24.
From the centrifugals the sugar drops
through the bottom to the sugar room
where it is packed into bags and put on to
the Kahului railroad ears right at the door
of the sugar rooms. Tlie steam iuiwer that
drives the throe sets of. roller, the triple
ell'cets, vacuum pan and centrifugals, etc,
etc., is generated bv fourteen immense
double boilers iu one large boiler house and
the steam connections with all parts of the
works are laid underground in cemented
trenches covered over with corrugated iron.

Resides the above there are in the first
works erected and not connected with the
last work put up, the boiler house contain-
ing five large double boiler?, one large triple
effect, one ten loot vacuum pan, eight cen-
trifugals, and one five roller mill, besides
the engines fortlriving the mill etc.

There are on this estate over 20 miles of
tranvvay, about 12 mile of this is a perma-
nent double track laid through the main
roads, the balance is portable, and is put
down in the tlilU rciit tic-Id-s to connect with
the main tracks as fast as required, the
gauge is two feet, two locomotives are used,
aud they haul the one thirty and the other
twenty cars, each carrying alttiut .,'Ht) ins.
of cane. Mule power is used to th aw the
cars from the field on to the main track,
where they are made up into trains Rim
hauled to the mills by locomotive. The
large reservoir near Pun none, is full of
water, the area is many acres, and has an
average depth of twenty fect, all the water
from the main ditch is run into this lake
at night and drawn oil' for irrigation every
day. The large reservoir beyond Haiku
will soon be completed, it is intended for the
storage of water that the ditch is unable to
carry in winter, aud it will hold an im-
mense body of water, und enable a much
larger area to bo put into cultivation than
is now planted.

No stoppage or hitch lias occurred with
machinery or anything else since the works
were put up. Every thing has been on the
most liberal, yet in the end, most economi-
cal scale; the results so far arc. that the
sugar from this estate has cost lauded iu
warehouse at Kahului, exactly two cents
per pound. This includes labor of all kinds
expended .on preparing tho land for the
seed, weeding, stripping, cutting, hauling,
boiling, fuel, power, and every Incidental
in connection with running expenses on
this estate, except intercut on actual cost of
construction of ditch and erection of works.
Ry the end of this year the cost will be
further reduced to about one and jive-cujht- ha

of a cent per pound.
Mr. Spreckels can very well do without

The present yield of sugar per acre at
Spreckelville is very satisfactory. A llald
of 300 acres taken oil last month averaged
over four and one-fourt- h tons, and another
section yielded full five tons, and this from
land formerly lying utterly waste, and a
desert.

They are now cutting a section that is
yielding six tons to the acre; the juice
stands exceptionally high, averaging from
eleven aud one-four- th to twelve and one-hal- f,

Raurae. Of this year's crop, there is
now olF about 4,000 tons the expected yield
for 1SS2 is somewhat over 12,000 tons.

In addition to trash consumed as fuel it
