The Public Health.

(From the San Francisco News Leller.)

The public mind is greatly more éxercise d by
the veto of the Chinese bill than it is by the
losa of six hundred lives by preventable disease.
We may surely anticipate a score or so of public
meetings to denounce the action of the Presi-
dent, but none will be held to arraign the Super-
visors or question the nctien of the Board of
Health. The fact is that, while all American
citizene have been educated to take a deep inter-
est in political guestions, nothing has been done

| to teach them the vconomy of health, And yet
the competition of the Chinese is neither more
| keen nor more fatal than the fght with death.
The one cuts down the income of the family just
as surely as the other—perhaps more so. Think
' for o moment of the tax inflicted npon the labor-
ing family by a ease of typhoid fever. The doc-
tor’s bill, the nurse and laundryman, the medi-
cines and costly foods, to say nothing of the
loss of services and anxiety of mind. What is
| Chinese competition o the honsehold which has
| lost the father from pneumonia or the mother
| from puerperal septiccemin, induced by a poi-
oned dranin ? The cost of the extra funerals
this vear has already passed a hundred thoussand
| dollars, to say nothing of the cost of wmourning.
On this score alone the city tax for preventable
mortality is at the rate of half a million yearly,
or more than sufficient to puat the sewers ina
safe condition, Unhappily, however, no one
considers the economy of health, Death has
been so habitually regarded as inevitable that
no extra or unnecessary mortality is likely to
aronse the people to the extent of their suffering
and loss, or to make them take a lively interest
in the reform of sanitary administration. And
yet the mortality returns of the past three
months are enough to startle the most apathetice
from their sanitury lethargy, The death rate is
| nearly sixty per cent. higher thun it was Inst
vear, Sixteen hundred sl uinety-one persons
have already died. The snnnal death rate is
28,88 per thousand, or pearly double what it
should be. It is no exaggeration to sfficm that
nearly 600 persons have this year been murdered
by preventable disease,

It is not Chinese competition nor the poverty
of the people. It is not the badness of their
dwellings, nor want of ¢lothes and warmth, It
is neither the quality nor insufficiency of food,
It is not the rigor of the winter, nor the vicis-
situdes of the senson. None of these have
cansed the appalling result ; but simply the ig-
norance of the people on sanitary questions,
This ignorance is reflected in the luws and gov-
ernment—in the Board of Supervisors, in the
habits and customs of the peoplo, If the culti-
| vation of phygical heulth formed a part of edn-
| eation, and was put on an egual footing with
intellectnal edueation, no landlord would dare to
make a house drain without proper ventilation.
No Supervisor would dare to make sewers with-
out sufficient fall and proper outlet, and the
Coroner would be ordered to hold an inguest in
| cases of death from typhoid fever, in order to
fix the gnilt upon the murderers. No better
evidence could be afforded of official ignorance
and incapacity than the resolntion of the Super-
visors requesting the advice and opinion of the
Acndemy of Sciences. Have they not already a
Bourd of Health, whose duty it is to assist them
in this strait ? Why not refer the matter to
them 7?7 Why not defer to fheir opinion and
carry out fheir wishes 7 We fear the Board in
qluﬁatil)n does not poSsess the confidence either
of the Sapervisors or ‘the publie, It is, in fact,
a clique withont influence or power.
