Advices frem Hounolulu are of a nature
specially encouraging to the better class of
intending imunigrants from America who
think they can better their condition in a
new but free atmosphere. The new Min-
istry of Honolulu is known as the Gibson
Ministry and it issaid to meet with favor on
all sides. The Premier, among other new
measures, has introduced a bill to provide for
the loan of 2,000,000 to be applied to immi-
gration and internal improvements. A cor-
respondent of the New York ZZerald men-

tions the arrival of a *rhip load of free Partu- |

guese immigrants at the Islands, numbering
in all 865 persons, at a cost to the Hawaiian
Government of 865,000, but the actual cost
of transporting these men from St. Michaels
was only $28,000, so that the Government
probably does not feel contented at being

firly out in the sum of $37.000 on that |

transaction,

Therefore. it is turning its eyes elsewhere
and the correspondent above alluded to. after
referring to a plan for introducing Japanese
labor, says : *“The Government has on foot
a measure for introducing colored labors and
their families from the United States

immigrants without their being subject to
any t_‘r;—’u'rfff‘f.'i.f'(n‘ gerviece or ol !_(3‘:/r.~' what-
ever.” This seems to be a good scheme for
peopling the Archipelago. «nd one that will
commend itsell to a many colored family in
the United Siates.

For c-xamplv. let us take one ol the many
thousands of thrifty and industrious colored
families in this city, without going down to
the Southern States at all, and a free pass-
age is offered to that family, untrammelled
by any labor contract, to the Hawaiian
Archipelago Premising th t he has put by,
or can raise, a few hundred dollars. here is
a chance for him to go, a [reeman to a free
country free of cost, and est: blish himself
there, either as a laborer for himself or for
others, or an employer of labor. It cannot
be doubted that in Missouri, South Carolina.
Louisiana and the Southern States generally,
thousands of able bedied temperate and in-
dustrious colored men would be glad of the
opportunity of settling in the Islands and
raising cotton and sugar cane, not as they
did forty years ago under the lash, but as
free tillers and in many cases as owners of
the soil which they cultivited. We should
lose some Republican vites, and the use of
Democratic tissue paper in the b.llot boxes
would not be so necessary as formerly. bat
the adveut of a sturdy colored p(apﬁl:;tjon

would soon make its presence and influence |

felt in the Islands; and although their gain
would be our loss---and we would not will-
ingly lose one good colored man from our
midst---still the offer is a very tempting ene
and an evidence of excellent “policy on the
p:rt of the Hawaiian Ministry. It is to be |
hoped that good mav come out of the pro- 1
posed appropriation of $2.000,000 by the
Gibson Ministry---good to our colored citi-
zens and to the Hawaiian Islands.
