Among' all the visitors who have come

here from the olJ lands, however, none is
likely to be more cordially welcomed than
th? great social scientfst and humane philos-
opher, Herbert Spencer, who landed in Sew
York yesterday. .We say "humane," be-

cause no other word so well describes his
system of philosophy, and no other writer
has so strong a claim as he to write upon
h s banner the words f Terence :

'Iain a man and everything that concerns
humanity is of the deepest interest to me."
For humanity, in our judgment, is fir more

- deeply and firmly the b se of Herbert Spen
cer's philosophy than that of Auguste Comte.
Positivism has many humane and beaut ful
features, but as a whole it does not take hold
of the whole nature nd satisfy the aspira-
tions and needs of the whole man as Spen-
cer's calm and beneficent induction does.
Take, for instance, the snbject of religion,
which is certainly not to be pass-- d over in
any judgment r analysis of human nature
or the neeJs of the human race. Herbert
Spencer is the only survivor of the three
greatest authorities on this instinct or neces-
sity this true thing or unreal dream of out
heiri?. The two others we refer to were the
hte Sir William Hamilton, who based the
claims and principles of religion upon the
severest metaphysical and logical postulates.
