Suitors here
can, if they like (both agreeing thereio),
waive the vight to a jory, and the records
of our ecourts show how seldom men are
prepared to aceept the judgment of one

man on their disputes instead of twelve.

| honored institution which has been copied
by so many nations.

Tae subject of ounr eurrency laws, as
raized by the Iate trial, Lazarus vs. Trous-
seau, has been discussed with a good deal
of vehiemence by business men and politi-
cians, and the provisions of the Aet of 1576
spem to be generally condemped, and any
attempt to enforee them is exelaimed
against as tyvrannous,  To our minds the
strangest part of the whole matter is that
| the practize of business men has been to dis-

regand the rights conferred on them by the

law in regard to payments in gold. It is
only half a dozen years since the law was
solemnly made affer an immense amount
of discussion on the currency question both
in the Assembly and among business men.

Fhe mercantile community were satisfied |
