Belhieving in nothing concerning a
fature state, or, at the most, cherishing
bope that beyoud death was to be found an gxist-
ence made blessed by the nnrestruin d indolgence
of animal passions, the ard: ut Hawaiian natarally

looked to an imhabitation by his ghost of the |

fairest scenes of his native land, the only earthly
resideuce koown (o him. Long belore the white
man came with disease and blight, nnd all the
antold miseries of civilization ip his train, the
lowly islander sany his mournful mele:
