The Agricultural Society's First Annual
Show.

Wednesday morning, the First Anndal Show of
the Royal Hawaiian Agricultural Society waa
opened in the buildings erected for the purpose,
and a tent near at hand. At au early hour the
management were in attendance and were kept
busy up to the last moment in placing the many
articles which kept coming in. The farge tent
was the point to which all seemed to move, and
iU interior arrangement was very attractive. A

large box filled with raime plants, and another
exhibiting fire or six kind3 of fruit trees are the
first exhibits on the left as we enter the tent.

The exhibit of the ramie plants as well as of
a ca.se on one of the tables with specimens
cf rauie fibre and cloth manufactured from it,
were shown by II. C. C. Colemau who for some
years baa grown the plants, and experimented
with machinery for dressing the fibre. -- We Lope
that nest year this class of exhibits textile
fibres wUl be more tully represented. The box
containing fruit trees, near the ramie plants was

Tted by Mr. F. W. Bartholt, and we espe--

The Exhibit.

The large tables iu the tent erected for the
horticultural department of the show that opens
on Wednesday next, are being placed iu posi-
tion, and the managers have concluded to extend
the time for applications for space, in order that
ail may have a chance to place their specimens
where they can be seen to the best advantage.

Miking Sugar in Cuba.

To explain fully the process of sugar-makin- g

would" require too much technical
and prosy 3 narrative to recite here. But
the methods (or all practical purposes may
be divided into two one the improved pro-

cess, producing the better grade of ' centri-

fuge " sugar ; the ether producing the old
process, or Muscovado," aticle of com-

merce. The cane-stalk- s, from 4 to S feet
long, cut and stripped of their leaves, are
brought to the mill. Then strewn on a
broad belt, working on the principle of an
endless chain, they are passed between three
great rollers laid very closely together and
worked by steam. Thence the thin watery
fl'iid, very sweet to the taste and yellowish
in hue, pusses to a succession of boiling-- p

us or round caldrons, where it is boiled
down by slow degrees, until the crystaliza-tio- n

point is reached, much tbe same as is
done with the maple-sa- p of our own country.
When the last boiling is ended, tbe product
is a mass of crystalized sugar, soaking in

molasses. To get rid of the molasses, tne
tAA nlan ain't tha rtriA tiH n.innruii an nniTTl-

proved Cubm estates, is to pour the mixture
into hogsheads and let the syrup drain off,
for several weeks through the cracks. This
produces the Muscovado sugar, an article
inferior in saccharine strength to the cen- -

trifugal " product. To make the latter the
suirar ami molasses mixture is placed in a

huge perforated cylinder, which may be
likened to a great sieve. This cylinder re- -

volves on an upright axis in another larger j

cylindrical vessel. Whirled then with an j

enormous number of revolutions a minute,
the liquid is thrown out, leaving the sugar
crystals dry, nd doing in a few minutes,
and far mare effectively, the work f weeks
by the Muscovado method. The crystals
left behind vary in s ze from a mere speck
to a small pea. This crude sugar has a

burnt brown tint, and tastes much like the
rook candy of the confectioner. The scum
th?t rises during the various boilings, the
refuse juice and fermented molasses is treated
by distillation to make rum. So brief a
description as this of sugar-makin- g does not,
however, even hint at the skill and expe-

rience exacted in the process. The sugar-make- r

has to treat the raw juice chemically
to prevent fermentation, must know to a

nicety all the variations of heat in boiling, j

must ue :iuie 10 ueieci aim uieasuie me
decrees of crystallization, and must be versed
in a dozen other points only acquired by
years of experience and acute observation.

The grains or, more correctly speaking,
crystals of crude sugar, still remain colored
externally by the molasses. One of the
local methods of whitening them, producing
a " refined " article, is to place the sugar in
inverted conical moulds, with a hole at the j

tower extremity. Then the invertad base of
the cone is plastered over with a wet mix
ture of clay and bullock's blood. The mois- -

;

tore, percolating through the mass,-- drips j

out below, and washes the grains clean.
When the clay is quite dry the sugar is

taken from the mould, and is of a j

cloudy-whit- e color, not very attractive !

to the eye, but with a saccharine
strength thtt far surpasses that of the more
sightly pure white crystals turned out by
our great refineries. These latter are partly
the result of a chemical process of bleaching,
and Cubans always refer to their sightly ap- -
