ESUCATIOS OF HAWAIIAN GIRLS.

The St- - Cross Female Seminary at La-

haina.

A communicated article that we pub-
lished yesterday respecting the Makawao
Female Seminary, wa evldeutly prepareJ
by one not acquainted with the female
boarding school in thia Kiugdom, as it is
therein stated that there are but two board-
ing school for Hawaiian girls on these
island, the Kawaiahao Female Seminary
in thi city and the other of Makawao, ou
Maui.

We hasten correct thi statement in
our column by remarking that there is a
very excellent bearding school of English

and of Finance
in this city ; there is also the boarding
school of Mrs. Davie in Koua, and we
might meution other parties who take
charge of education of Hawaiian girls,
but wish to call special attention to the
boarding school for Hawaiian girls of St.
Cross at Lahaina. This is. indeed, an in-

stitution where the art accomplish-
ments that make a girl not only a good wo-ma- u,

but also a good housekeeper are
taught. The system of instruction em-

braces careful training in the art of cook-
ery, general housekeeping, aud-i- the
accomplishment of dancing. There has
beeu, unfortunately, implanted into the
Hawaiian mind, among Hawaiian parents,
whe are having their children, male or

in our various institutions for
instruction, a feeling kind of labor,
especially domestic work of women, is a dis-
grace. There is a ridiculous aud most
unworthy pride takes offence a
daughter should be taught to handle a
broom efficiently, make a bed neatly, wash
and Iron an article of her own dress, and,
above all, it is considered by some a de-
gradation to entier a kitchen, to handle cu-

linary utensils, to have the bind immersed
in dough aud to be working all the de-

tails of the preparation of a meal. Such a
feeling is entertained among poor Ha-
waiian.; yet there may be presented to
their consideration the admirable practical
spirit that Is carried out among the aristo-
cracy of where we see Princesses,
Duchesses, Cwunteases and numerous other
young ladies of the highest rauk and posi-

tion acquire a skilled knowledge of the
practical working of housewivery, and
where they are proud show a certificate
of their complete qualification as a prac-
tical housekeeper.

It is oue of the of the Ha-
waiian that children, born of parents who
are accustomed to work Lard and have la-

bored faithfully in times past, should be
ashamed of putting their hands to any
of employmaut. The only ambi-
tion in the case of a boy has leen to set him
up as a lawyer, and in the case of a girl so
that she would be enabled to show off suff-
iciently to catch a wealthy haole. But a
beneficial change is coming over young
Hawaiiau in this respect. The student of

This may be simply the idea of ordinary
tea or beer vardens, and these designations
rue associated somewhat with the lower
classes of society; but opprobrious names
and their associations should not prevent
the endeavor to provide for the outdoor re-

creation of the large portion of the popu-
lation A Honolulu that are not at all prop-
erly provided for in this respect. What re-

sort is there for strangers, for young me-

chanics, and for the young men generally
who come to tins city? It would be well if
all would heed a wise instruction and parti-
cipate only in a quiet, and perhaps pious
entertainment, but there arc very few who
have been brought up under careful re
ligious instruction, there are many con-

stantly coming here whose parents had no
nice parlor, no choice library of book, no

I select circle of friend, no instruction and
j 1 encticent soei.i influence, and who have
j arrived at the age of manhood ami woman-- :

hood in spite of the want of training and
i the want of instruction. They cannot be
j drilled in what may lie deemed conserva- -'

live habits in a day, they are here with
their skill or their labor, and are prepared
to be useful citizen in their several pur-- I
.suits, yet they are all needing some recrea- -'

tion and cntci tainment. Now, churches
cannot provide for all these people, and we

' are pleased to believe that liquor saloons do
not satisfy t hein all, yet we feel assured
that they need some nice place to go to foe

' an every day and every evening recreation.

roituguese Immigration.
15y the arrival of the steamer Hankow on

Saturday, another considerable adiPtion
was made to our population. It has been a
question often raised in some minds if the
interests of labor arc well served or not by
the arrival of Portuguese immigrants; it
has been complained that they are a very
heavy burden on the planters, w ho, up to
the present time arc the chief resource of
the government for locating and settling
the new arrivals. No doubt there is quite
a burden imposed in the c harge of so many
women and children as accompany each
shipment of laborer, yet on the other hand
the planters should consider that, were it
not for this immigration, there would be
far less disposition on the part of the Chi-

nese immigrants to take seivice on the
terms that are o tie red them, and wh'ch the
planters can n fiord.

We think that the leent arrivals by the
Ab'-r- g Idie had quite a determining in-

fluence on the very large numbers of Chi-nes- -e

who were at that time Hocking into
the count ly. and who so readily engaged to
ship on the plantations, but who would
doubtless have held out for higher and
more exorbitant terms had it not been for
the immediate arrival of those Portuguese,
at d the news that others would shortly fol-

low. When (he planters contribute some-

what to support thestuplus population
ig the Poviiiguese element, they are at the
same time assisting the labor market in
inducing the Chinese to engage id reason-
able rate. The kind of labor generally pre-

ferred in this country for plantation work
is the native labor, yet this is difficult, and
in some place impossible to obtain, nor is
the supply likely to increase. Setting aside
the native, the question arises do the Portu-
guese or the Chinese fulfill our requirj-meiit- s

to the best advantage, no othei kind
of labor having been tried to any great ex
tent. At some plantations the Chinese are
preferred, being more especially adapted
for indoor work at the mills, then again
they are said to be equally as useful culti-
vating in the fields as the Portuguese, ami
more so in taking charge of stock ; on the
other hand the Portuguese are pre-

ferred for their general superiority in
out of door work and are some-
times utilized for mill work in preference
to the Chinaman. The Portuguese settle
down in their homes, cultivate their gar-
dens with great success aud industry and
we never hear instance of their running
away, the Ch;uaman on the other hand is
of a migratory disposition, has no home and
sometime holts.to the great a nuoyance and
expense of his employer, yet on the whole
he is preferred to his brother laborer on ac-

count of hi chc. pness.
It seems to us to be manifest that there

should be two or more classes of labor on
these islands, the one to keep in cheek the
other. Let aii3one reflect for a moment
what the conse jueiices would be if no more
Portuguese were to arrive during the next
twelve month. Plantations are increasing
in s:e and number, so that more labor
would be required and should planters he
left to the dictation and mercy of the Chi-
naman what would be the result. It would
prohahly icsult in the impossibility of.so me
planter continuing their operations with-
out scrioii pecuniary loss, not only to
themselves but indirectly perhaps to the
couutry. The effects would be so serious
that it is almost impossible to contemplate
then:, and we feel assured that they can
only be obviated by ke eping up the supply
of Portuguese immigrants to a reasonable
extent, thus preventing the entire control
of the labor market from falling into the
hands of any one c lass.
