The Attorney-General is of the opinion
that the first construction is correct, and
that, therefore, the said leases are voidable.
The same reason exists for declaring all ex-
tensions of leases, unless such ex-
tensions were made in pursuance of the
original lease, voidable. Of these exten-
sions, several were granted subject to cer-
tain conditions’ requiring expenditures fer
the permanent improvement of the land
leased, and of such are the extension of
loases under inquiry. If such extensions
have been made in good faith the amount
expended would have to be restored upon
the cancellation of the extensions.

The Attorney-General begs leave to at-
tach hereto a list of all leases and extensions
which are voidable, but is not able to vouch
for the correctness of the entire list.
