Caiiulbalism iu Ihc Arctic.

The sensation of tbe day in New York
four we ks 110 was . the awful story of
cauuibulibui nuioiig tbe survivors of tbe
Gretly Arctic Expedition. Tbousamls of
men and women visited the navy yard,
hoping to learn for themselves the truth
or falsity of the heart-sickeni- ng story.
The Arctic veast-l-s rose aud fell lazily with
the tide, the decks tilled with seamen aud
marines, who idly watched the curious
crowd. On board the Thetis every man
determined to keep his mouth shut. Com-inuud- er

Sehlej- - hid away in his cabiu and
pompously refused to see the people who
called. About the huge irou taut iu
which the deud bodieswere so long con-'ceul- ed

a little kurt of sailors had gathered.
They were more communicative than
their superiors, hut few of them knew
anything of importance. All had seen
the bodies of the dead, but only after
blankets had been wrapped around them.
The bodies lay on board the Thetis for ten
days before they were put in the alcohol
tank. Every sailor on board was ques-
tioned about the bodies

A German was pointed out ns a sailor
who accompanied the Thetis. His name
was Huggessen. He told the story of the
finding of the bodies iu a simple, straight-forwar- d

way, that carried couvictiou with
it. The conversation had drifted from
tbe hardships of life iu the Polar regions
to the hardships sustained by Greely's
men, and thus led up to the finding of

the bodies at Gape Sabiue. The sailor
said: Jt was Second-Lieutena- nt Col-Tit- le

who stood over lue as I dug up the
bodies. He and one other officer aud my-se- lt

were the only ones who left the bat to
go to the graves. You know how we found
the live men lyiug under a sheet of cold
cauva, too weak , to lift up the Ha s.
They could only crawl cn their hands aud
knees. Well, ( didn't see them for some
time after they were taken on board, and
can't tell much about tln-- ; but I know
something about the bodies. As I was
saying, the boat's crew took us up close
to a little hill where the bodies lay, and
we three went np to get them.

'I had my shovel with me, but the first
thiug I saw was a naked corpse lying
right nut on the gronud. On the calf of
the leg and on the thigh there were deep
cuts, as though a sailor's sheath-knif- e

had carved away the flesh. The skin was
tightly drawn over the rest of the body,
and even in the place where th cuts were,
not much flesh had been taken away.
The man was too much wasted to yield
more than half an inch of flesh on any
part of his body. The cuts looked as
though some person had made a hasty
slash with the knife in what was once the
fleshy part of the leg. The slashes were
about eight inches long and three inches
wide. They were on both legs and thighs

four cuts in all. Altogether there could
not have been more than two or three
pounds of meat taken from the corpse.
The places where the flesh was torn away
had turned a yellowish black, but did not
differ very much from the color of the
skin.. The man's face was drawn and
haggard. The cheek-bon- es stood out like
an Indian's, and the abdomen had fallen
in. It was the awfulest corpse I ever saw,
or want to see, I can tell you. We three
stood there, looking at it for some time.
Of course it wasn't my place to say any-

thing and I kept my mouth shut! Lieuten-
ant Colrille was the first to say a word.
He sent me back for some blankets, so I
dropped my , shovel and hurried, away.

' ,J,--

When I got back with the blankets there
were two oth r naked bodies lyin; side by
side with the- - mutilated body. I begun lo
think that my shovel would liut be
needed. '

Had the three corpses uerer been
burieuV

Buried? N. They had been strii ped
of tueir ciutties as soon ns they died and
left nuked 011 tbe grouu I. Sme of the
flesh had been torn away from the arms
and shoulders. Tbe cuts were rough and
j itged, hs it made at night aud at a time
when the cannibal had to trust to his
sense of feeliug. Long sbreds were strip-
ped from the legs iu irregular strips, sug-

gesting the thought that the knife had
been plunged iu and theu the fingers had
torn away what remained of the flesh. Il
was awiu!. We wrapped what remained
of the corpses in a blanket and went ou a
few step where we found the graves.
With the shovel I scraped off a thiu layer
of sand and brought to light the n mains
of the other nine men. These had been
buried in their clothes, just as they died.
A bag covered each one, and by the names
written on these we learned who they
were. They were biken to the ships,
wiapped iu othtr blaLktts, and finally
preserved in ulcol'ul. '

This sailor said he did not know
whether these bodies had been mutil ted,
aud knew nothing of the four that hatt
dri.ted out to sea. :

TBE TANK ON THE THE! I.
The iron tank on the Thetis, in which

six of the corpses were preserved, is about
five feet five inches high and four fet
broad. Tue bodies of three average-size- d

men would fill it completely. 15ut even
utter we had put ia the rem tius of six,
wrapped in cloths." said the sailor, there
whs plenty of room left. None of men
had helped to place the bodies in alcohol,"

Down iu the hold was a sailor who had
talked with the survivors. He was close-mouth- ed

aud would tell very little of their
saft'eriugs. But beseemed to have gained
the confidence of one of the unfortunates
while uursiug him.

THE SH0OTIXQ OF PRIVATE HENBY.

The account of the shooting of young
Charles B. Henry, a priuter, who was
buried a week ago at Cyprus Hill, was
briefly this: When the game grew very
scarce, early last June, Greely called the
men together and with them took stock of
the food on hand. There were only a
few days rations on hand, and these were
equally divided. In the division Henry
made a grab for more than his share.
This was passed over, but the next night
he was caught stealing food. A council
was called to act on the case.

It was
necessary to make uu example, and be-

sides, with one man out of the way, there
would be one less mouth to fill. With
one voie the poor ft How was condtmned
to die. He was shot in the head and
breast. It was claimed that when the
body was found the head was missing.
The coffin buiied a week ago at C press
lidl contained only a headless trunk.

It is said that most of the men who
went with the expedition were uuder ar-

rest earlier in the winter for the same of-

fense which cost ioor Heurv his life.

111 auJ Arab Horses.

Abbas Pasha somehere about 18G3 sent
a challenge to the Jockey Club to run
any nuinbtr of English race horses against
his Arabs for any sum not less than JC10,-00- 0.

The Jockey Club owns no horses,
but is in effect a little autocracy for set-

tling the rules of racing generally, which
exercises absolute control over the races
run on Newmarket Heath, and fixes the
weights and conditions of certain matches
and handicaps run there. The challenge
was thertfore necessarily declined, and it
was understood that the Pasha would
not make a match with any private indi-

vidual; at. any rate, nothing came of it.
Hal Teem Pasha, the foolish boy who in-

herited Abbas Pasha's unequalled etud of
Arabs a stud which had cost his father
nearly a million sterling to collect and
breed did condescend to make a match
with some Cairo merchants to run eight
miles for 400 a side. The Cairo mer-

chants sent to England and purchased
Fair Nell, an Irish mare without a pedi-

gree, from Mr. Elmhnd Tattersall. who
had used her as a park and covert hapk.
The race came off within two weeks of
her landing in Egypt; and in the eight
miles she beat the Pasha's beat Arab over
a rough, stony ground by a full mile,
doing the distance in 18 minutes, and
pulling up fresh. In fact, Fair Nell won
so easily that it was found' impossible to
make another match.-r-27- e Boole of Ihc
Morse. .

AUTOMATA.

A Collection le-Ine.- l fortlie Emperor

In m'tbwuical curiosities there have
been many wouderfnl exhibits in the pre-
sent day. The ppiig goldfinch ill the
great exhibition uf 1SH2 drew crowds to it,
but ue reiueiubt-- r urmg the sale of M.
Weeks' mechanical exuibitio , half a
century ago, a s.milar graceful little warb-
ler, and we s.tw two other mechanical
souysters which the French troops brought
back as a part of the spoils from the
Emperor's summer palace at Peking. We
regret that we missed the machiue for
making Latin verses, which was exhibited
in our day at the Egyptian Hall a real
blessing to schoolboys; nor have we seen
the squalling baby which a modem man
of science constructed surely a bringing
of coals to Newcastle; but we remember
well, about the year 1833, seeing a very
wonderful collection of automata which
had been originally desigued as presents
to the Emperor of Cutua. There was u
young lady, life siz, that played tunes
upon a spinet; unotUer that wrote lims
with the beauty . of copper-pla- t ; while
surpassing all iu ingenuity was the fibuie
ot a m.igiciaii with u tiuy waint in his
hand. It was mouuted upon a small
movable trame, which could be wheeled
about at the pleasure of a spectator,
so that there was: no place for a
confederate to conceal himself. On
tutting into an orifice in the frame

a 113' ot the numerous metallic cards which
lay about with questions inscribed on
them, the figure, alter making you a Low,

Life iu the 1'olar Region.

It is impossible to foim nn idfa of a
tempest in the Polar seas. Their ice-

bergs are like floating rocks whirled
along a rapid current, The huge crystal
mouutains dash against each other, back-

ward and forward, bursting with a roar
like thuuder, and returning to the charge
until,' losing their equilibrium, they tum-

ble over in a cloud of spray, upheaving
the kf -- fields, which fall afterwards like
the crack f a whip-las- h on the boiling
sea. The seagulls fly away screaming,
and often a black, shining whale comes
for an instant puffing to" the surface.
When the midnight sun grazes the hori-

zon, the floating mountains and the rocks
seem immersed in a wave of beautiful
light. The cold is by no means so in-

supportable as is supposed. We passed
from a heated cabiu at 30 above zro to
47 Obelow zero in the open air without
inconvenience. A much higher degree of
cold becomes, however, insufferable if
there is a wind. At 15 0 below zero a
steam, as if from a boiling kettle, rises
from the water. At once frozen by the
wind, it falls into a fine powder. This
phenomenon is called sea-smok- e. At
forty degrees the snow and human bodies
also smoke, which smoke at once changes
into millions of tiny particles,like needles
of ice, which fill the air and make a light
continuous noise, like the rustle of stiff
silk. At this temperature the trunks of
trees 'burst with a loud report, the
rocks break up, and thfe earth opens and
vomits smoking water. Knives break in
cutting butter.
