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Governor of Wa.HliIiigrton Territory.

Probably Washington Territory is
not as well known to the average
American as several countries in
Europe. Still thinly peopled, its
great resource are scarcely consM?
ered in the vast aggregate of Ameri-
can wealth as yet developed. But it
has a great future; its soil, climate,
timber and fisheries promising ample
reward to the diligence of numerous
inhabitants, as soon as these shall
test the liberality of their return for
labor bestowed. Every year makes
"Washington Territory more accessi-
ble, and its progress is hopeful, al-

though comparatively slow. The
total population in 1SS0 was only 72,-12- 0,

of whom 45,077 belonged to the
sterner sex. Agriculture, the staple
industry, is supplemented with trade
in lumber and-canne- d fisii Puget
Sound is the main outlet from the
Pacific, and harbors a good many ves-

sels. It is one of the Customs Dis-
tricts in the United States.

The executive of the Territory coiy
sists of a Governor and Secretary,
the former appointed by the Presi-
dent once in four years, and the lat-
ter by the Governor once in two
years. Nine elected members con-
stitute the Council and thirty mem-
bers in the House of Representatives,
which, together, are the Legislature.-Bot- h

of these bodies are elected .every
two years by the votes t)f .qualified
citizens, twenty-on- e yearsf age and
upwards. The Territory sends one
delegate to Congress.

Watson C Squire, Governor of
WashingtoriTerritory, has been resi
dent there about five years. He was
born atJjapo Vincent, New York, in
1S3S. After graduating at Wesleyan
University, Middletown, Connecticut,
JOj 1S59, he read law at Cleveland,
Ohio. He entered the army at the
outbreak of the war, and commanded
the first battalion of Ohio Sharp-
shooters. At its close he was Judge
Advocate of the District of Tennessee.
He succeeded Governor William A.
Newell in his present position. The
capital of Washington Territory is
Olympia.
