An Englishman's Heview of Gene-
ral sherman—tThe Grand March
Lown 1o Lhe sea.

The following is from the London Athe.
reum's review of Msjor Niehols’ book, the

“Story of the Grand March” [t will be found
of interest:

““Alter Savanvah fell into his power all non-
seuse about Lis being draws from his base and
fiyiug w bisshipsdied out among us. The Horse
Gusrds began to study his remarkable march:
aod the Duke of Camoridge west to preside at a
meeting of the United Nervices to bear an expla-
nation of it in detail. From that dav forward,
simply because we began to kuow him, Sherman
became our hero of the war, and once or twice
uewspapers veutured to say that the South would
be couquered by his arms.

‘““At Gaylesville, Suerman may be said to have
stripped for the great march. He was going to
Kicumond—a distance hke that from Paris to
Eucharest; and all that way of a thousand miles
be would bave to pass through an enewy’s coun-
try. For some part of bis long journey he could
reckor on po heip, no stores, no forage, save
those waifs and strays which his keen eye could
see and his strong arm seize. Aware that be
might bave to fight for every mile of ground,
for every beast ot burden, for every sack of corn,
3 sharp and short command from headguarters
reduced the army 10 iis best fighting and march:
ng power. All the sick were sent back. Non-
combatants were driven off from the camp. All
impediments, such as horses, tents, chairs, tables,
were left behind. Gustavus in Pomerapia, Na-
pier in Scinde, were uot more peremptory thanp
sherman in Georgia. But the great General
never a-ked a soldier to put up with worse fare
apd worse lodging thau he reserved for himself,
He slept 10 lus blanket on the ground. He fed
on bard-tack, and when the Secretary of War
bis guest, dined with bim at Savaunah, be apolo

| gized for the appesrance of potted meats and

[ruits on his table as luxuries uubecoming a sol-
dier's messa. The troops had that undoubted
I4ith io bis genius which Napoleon inspired in
bis army, aud Nelson ia bis flees. When bhe or-
dered things to be done which thev could scarcely
understard, they merely said, “Well, be can't
make a mistake;’ and then they did it.

 Notbiog Like this flingiog of an army of 70,-
000 men trom Laeir base into a vague field of
operation had ever been seen. A movable col
umn is at best a perilous trial, even when formed
oo a small scale and seut inio the territories ol
sueh toes as France encounters in Algiers, and
Eugland in Indis. The rearest approach to
sherman’s movement was the famous fiual march
sfter the Al ma, when theallies broke up their
camp and passed (rom their base at Old Fors
sud set off in search of a new one at Balsklava,
It was a dangercus feat, contrary to rule, and
been sternlv condemnped.

The Cholera—1The Ice-Bag KRemedy.

In a letter to the London Times, Dr. John
Chapman gives an interessing account of the re-
sult of his treatment of cholers patients at South-

ampton, by the application ol ice-bags to the

spive, already noticed ia our London correspond- |

ence. He states the point of his theory as fol-
lows: |

That the nausea, vomiting, copious discharge
of the well-known *‘ice water' stouls, cold sweat
and peculiar odor from the body, are due to the
combined action of the hyperemic spiosl cord
and sympathetic nervous ceuters, in the same
manner as they induce phecomena of the hike
kind, though less in degree, in canes of summer
diarrhea, and of sed sickness waeu it is accom-
panied with diarrhea. .

£'bat cholera is neither coutagious nor infec-
tious in any sense whatever, except through the |
depressing influence of fear '

That cholera may be completely averted, and
when developed, cured by modilyiag the tem
perature of the fival region

After detailing the sympt ms of two cases of
cholers which fell under his observation, De.
Chapman offers the following suggestions for the
use of the ice-bag:

1. The cold must be applied along only a nar-
row atrip—not more than four inches brosd in
the adult—down the very centre of the baca.

2. The cold must be dry, not wet cold.

J. The ice-bag should be coutinued along the
whole spine ouly until the cramps and algide
symptoms have been subdued,

4. Tle ice-bag shouid be continved to be ap-
plied to the lower haif of the spine until vomiting
lm:‘l purging cease.

9. The patient should be assiduously watched,
to guard, in the stage of reaction, against cere-
bial or pulmonary congestions, the development
of which will be facilitated by coutinuing the
ice too long in the cervieal and dorsal regions.

G, If such congestions should occur, they will
be denoted by heaviness, incoberence, wandering,
and by laboricus bresthing, and may be subdoed
by.applying the double-columuped water bag, at a |
temperature of one hundred and twenty degrees,
along the lower part of the neck and between the
scapulm.

7. 11 it be necessary to induce sleep, this may
be done by the same bag applied in the same
"i]’.

Trot Agammst Time-Twenty
Miles Within the pour.

The greatest twenty mile race agninst time
recorded, took place at the Riverside Park, vear
this city, this afternoon, the conditions being
that the Keuntucky thoroughbred gelding, Capt.
McGowan, shouid trot twenty miles within ay
hour—a feat never before sccomplished except
by Trustee and Lady Fulton, sod by both of
these the trotting was on a mile track, whereas
in this match the herse had to trot on a tull bhalt
mile course.

The weather was gloomy, and the track
somewhat heavy. As rain threatened the horse
was started a few seconds before the advertised
Lime,

There was an immense sssemblage of snects
tors, and the greatest excitement prevailed, the
betting being slightly ia taver of the horse. To
the astonisbment of the larger portion of those
who had invesied money the horse won, accom-
plishing the seat in the unprecedeuted time of
fifiy-eight minutes and twenty-five seconds, bhav-
ing made but ope slight skip iu twenty-miles.

Singular Electrical Phenomena in
the Human Body Following Light-
ning Mroke,

M. Bloudin recently sent a note to the French
Academy #&f Sciences, showing a powerful elec-
tric action iv the bodies of persons recently struck
by lightuing, based on iwo observations which he
related.

The first was the case of & man who, June 30,
1554, was killed by a stroke of lightoing, near
the Garden of Plants at Parjs, sand whose body
remained for some time exposed t) a heavy rain
Alter the storm, two soldiers, wishing to raise
the bodv, received each a vicleut shock at the
moment when they touched it.

In the second cise two artillerists, charged
with raising two electric telegraph posts which
had been thrown down September 5, 1858 by &
storm at Zara, in Dalmatia, haviog, two hours
after the storm #was over, taken hold of the tele-
graph wire, felt at firet slight shocks, and then
were suddenly thrown down. Both had their
hande burnt; one of them, indeed, did not return
to consciovsnesa. ‘T'be other, in at empting 0
raise himself, fell back immedistely 0a tonching
wita hisa elbow oune of his comrades, who hag
been drawu by his eries to his assistance. This
last man, also thrown down 10 his turn, received
various injuries of & mervous character, and his
arm showed a burn oo the skin where bhe had
been touched.
