Resumpiiow of Political Reiations
Briweow the Southern States and
Northera States as Members of the
f mion~=itow isit to Accomplished.

The Constitution of the Unlon was fdisr .
garded, a Lt war of seetional hate betwoen
the North and South was earried on, o war of
arms followed, the Southern States were con-
q‘u“ul and laken O v asion of 1") IIliiiI..!‘_\'
occupation. The Confederate de facto Gov-
grument was extinguished with the surrender
of the armies by which it was wpheld, but the
Safthern Stetes still remained, with their
bonudarios, exeept that of severed Virginia,
unehanesd, and with their Staie organizations,
and thedr sovernl peoples.  Where, now, were
these States, in the Union or cut of the Union ¥
What was their relation to the Federal Gove
ernment: who eould tell®

It has been finally determined by the Exec-
utlve Department of the Government that the
Kouthern States are and always have hevu in
the Union, but that they shall be traoted oz
conguered provinces; and if the Congress, the
lerislative branch of the Government, shall
hold upon the guestion the same way, why,
then, the point of law, constitutional or inter.
paticnal, s it may be ¢lassed, will be settied
that the States are now, and ever have been in
the Uniow; snd it would sean, therfore, that,
bheipg States in the Union, they would have the
P it to cend theirmembers toCongress,that the
memmbers sent should be admitted to seuts,
that then their titles to seals shiould be in-
quired into, and the propriety of their holding
them, in the asual maode, under the powers of
Congress 1o judee of the gualification of mem-
bers, and to expel them if unworthiv to hold
membership in the House to whieh they may
Lave been elected. The radical men of the

tepultican party, however, hold that the
Southern Statas are to be regarded as de facto
ot of the Union, and, on that ground, to b
treated necessarily as congquered provinees,
and, hence, to be re-admitted to the Union or
beld in o Territorial state at pleasure, and on
such terms and conditions as suit the con-
queror.  In their theory and practice the radi-
cals are the more consistent of the two, for the
sdministration (we mean the Exeeutive),
while holding that the States are in the Union,
still holds that A« Aas a right (o treat Ntates

in tAe Union as conguered provinces, and doos |
30 treat them. The difference between the |
wings of the Republican party on this point is, |

therefore, in words, not in substance. Roth
{reat (he Ntates as conguered provinces, Loth
Leep them out of the Uwion; one wing be-
cause they are de facte out, and should be Kept
out as States, the other, while admitting they
are inthe Union as States, agrees that they
shonld not be allowed any representatives o
the Union.

The Radicals agree that the Provinces
may be re-admitted into the Union with rep-
resentatives on conditions. The other Repub-
lican wing agrees that the States in the [ nion
may be aliowed to be represemted in the
Union on conditions. On the main proposi-
tion of conditions they agree, but there is one
point of dilference, and but one, that we hav
discovered In the conditions o be exactad, viz:
negro suffraee.

The Executive says, the States being now in
the Unien may be allowed representatives in
the Cougress of the Union if thoy do:

1. Abolish sluvery. { Already abolished.)

2. Adopt the constitutional amendment of
Congress abolishing slavery.

3. Repudiste all debts contracted Juring the
oivil war,

The Radicals say the Provinees may come
back into the Union as States with represen-
tatives, if they will comply with the foregoing
conditions and ¢ne more, viz: place the negro

Why the Extra Session was Called.

We have, at different times, inquired of th

| Journal why the extra session of the Legisla.
ture was ealled, without reeviving a satisfu-
LOry answer,

It will be remembercd that aun extra session
convenes upon the call of the Governor, under
the extraordinary power given him by the
Constitution, (o call together the representa.
| tives of the peaple when some great publie
peeessity rogquires legislation, that was omitted
by the Legislature at its regular session, or Is
lemanded by unforseen clreumistances,
| And it must be presumed that the call woald
f not have been made, unless the Lxecutive
| thought immediate legislation necessary upon
| some subject juvolving the substantial interests
of the great body of our people. What is that
subject? It certainly §s not very manife<t ot
the persons most interested. Many of them
' join us in the inguiry.

The Journal informs us that we will learn
it in official form from the Governor's mes .o
we nay, or we may not; such decuments siv
not always the best sources of information of
aflicial purposes, but are s often used to mis-
lead, as to indieste the writer's policy. From
the mystery that enshrouds the policy of the
state administration, we have no conclusive
evidence that we will find the information wi
lesire in the anticipated message.

The Journal furuishes, however, three un-
ificial reasons for calling this session, an ! if
the Governor is equally frank snd instructive

| we will be greatly enlishtened.

i The reasons are as follows:

{  First. The Legislature of 1883 was 50 much
taken up with meoasurcs for revolutionizing

| the State, and deposing the Governor that nee-
essary legislature was neglocted.”

Second. The Democratic members of that
Legislature obstrueted legislaton.

Third. That legislation, rendered necessary
by the rebellion, occupied a large portion of
the time of the regular session.

If the anticipated message is filled with such
| peasons as these, it will be a valuable addition

to the scienee of State eraft, and add greatly 1o
the alreadyv extended reputation of His Exeel.
h-nr-v.

As 1o the first two reasons, it will be dis.
tlm~l]_\' remembered that the Legislature of 1863
was broken up by the Republican members
bolting and Jeaving the city.

The third, whother true or untrue, still does
not answer the question—what measure or s
rics of measures are of such great importance
1s to justifv the calling of this extra session.
