knocked Jones down and then jumping npon
the prostrate man commenced grinding his
face with his boot heels. He sueceeded in so
disfiguring the helpless man's face that his
best friends would have failed to recognize
him. We saw the parties at the Mavor's Court,
where a hearing was in progress. The would-
be man-butcher testified that Jones had insert-
ed bis hand in his poeket, and that he there-
fore believed his design was to steal his money,
Jones stated that he and his assailant wer
friends and were in the habit of practicing play-
ful tricks on each other, and that he was mere-
ly joking when he put his hand in his pocket.
We ineline to the belief that the blacksmith is
possessed of an ungovernable temper and that
his assault was wholly unjustifiable, Certain
it is that., even if Jones intended theft, still
that could be no excuse for so brutal an as-
sault. The matter will be farther considered
before his Honor the Mavor to-day.
