Experienced drover and batchers are in the

habit of bu log cattle, estimating their weight on
foot. From loug observation and practice, they
are enabled to come very near to the actual weigth
of an animal; but many of them would be most
apt to err, if at all, ou the tight tide, while the
less experienced fanner always stands a chance
to get the worst of the bargain. To such we
should recommend the following rule to ascertain
the weight of rattle, which is said to approach
very nearly the truth in most cases. The proof
01 iuiski me saiiKiactiouiii any tanner, is easily
detennined at most of the aunnal fairs v. here
scale are erected, and at numerous other points
111 hip country.

Take a string and pnt it around the breast;
staud square jost behind tbe sbonlder blade;
measure on a rule tbe feet and inches tbe animal
is iu circumference this is called the girth ; then,
with tbe string, measure from tbe bone of tbe
tail which plnmbt the line with the hinder part of
me uuiiock, uirecv ine line along toe uaclc to tue
fore part of the shoulder blade: take the dimen
sions on tbe foot rnle as before, which is the length;
then work tbe fignies in the following manner:
Girth of the animal, say C feet 4 inches, length 5
feet 3 inches, which multiplied together makes
31 aqnare superficial feet, aud that multiplied by
23 lbs unmber of pounds allowed to each super-
ficial foot of cattle measuring less than seven and
more than five feet in girth makes 713 peunds.
When tbe animal measnrea less than nine and
more than seven in girth, 31 ia tbe number of
ponuds to each superficial foot-Aga-

in,

suppose a pig or any small beast to
measure 3 feet in girth and 3 along tbe back,
which multiplied together makes 4 square feet,
that multiplied by 11 tho number of ponuds al-

lowed to each square foot of cattle measnring less
than three feet in girth makes 44 pounds.

Again, suppose a calf, a sheep, Ac, should
tnesumru 4 trot 6 iochea in frirth and 3 feet 9 incben
in length!, which multiplied together make 15
square feet; that multipliedsby number
of pounds allowed to cattle measnring less than S
feet and more than 3 feet in girth makes 2G5

Counds. Tbe dimensions of girth and length of
cattle, sheep, calves and hogs may be

exactly taken in this way, as it is all that is nec-
essary for any computation, or any- - valuation of
stock, and answers exactly to the four quarters,
sinking the offal. Tbe rule is so simple tbat any
one can work it ant. Much is often lost to farm-
ers by mere guess work in tbe weight oftlteir stock,
and this plain rule is well worth their attention.

TillSXIXO 1'rcit. The Southern papers say
there never were as fine oranges in Florida as
there are Ibis year, and that it is owing to a se-

vere galo that blew off nearly three-fifth- s of tbe
young frnlt, just after they were fairly formed.
The Gennantown Telegraph urges a lesson from
this to be heeded by fruit growers of every class.
"We take up the report of tbe fruit growers
society in any part of the community ami note
the great difference of opinion which" prevails as
to tho quality of any fruit.

The'
best vineyardists cut away a large proportion of
the bunches, and'assert not only that it aids the
sizebntthe quality of those which are left; and
in the pear itself, we all know' bosr the large,Jat
juicy fellow is far superior! to tbe lcau scrub
from the samo tree.

"The good effect from fruit thinning is not
half enough insisted on; but such facts as'this of
the orauge crop may help to do it."

A Defence ok the Crow. The crow in many
parts of tho world is considered a marauder on
tho farm, and the gun ia perscwringly used for
bis extermination. The most able writers on
ornithology, and others who have studdicd his
habits, agree that instead of being a robber and a
pest to tbe farmer, he is one of the most faithful
friends and greatest benefactors. Ho consumes
in the course of the year vast quantities of gratis,
worms and noxious vermin; he is a valuable
scavenger, and clears tbe laud ofbffensive bijn:
ofdecaying animal substances ; he hunts tho grass-field-

and pulls ont and devours tho underground
caterpillars, wherever he perceives the sign of
their operations as evinced by'the 'wilted stalks;
he destroys mice, young rats, Ifcards and snakes ;
lastly ho is a volunteer sentimjl about, tue'farm,-an-

drives the hawk from its Haclosnre-s- , preven-
ting greater niiwhief .than frritt of which he is
himself guilty. It is vlin-fl- during seed time ami
harvest that tho depredations of the crow are
committed; during the remainder of the year we
witness duly his services, and so highly are those
services appreciated by those who have written
of birds, that we cannot name) an ornithologist
who does not plead in his behalf. Spirit of the Timet.

Take Care op Your. Lamrs. The following
is. from Colrman't Rural World of the l!ith:

The tenderest grass is best for lambs. Hence
old pastures that have laiu idle for a week or two
are, usually, selected. In separating lainlw, these
pastures should bo kept for them, especially if
they have been accustomed to be in them. This
makes them more familliar and satisfied. The
sheep must not be in call of the lamias, and the
fences must lie tight so as to liar all egress. A
little salt, with a pinch of oatmeal, may be given
them daily. This will make them the more con-
tented, and enable them to grow and become
strong. Especially shonld this lie done if the
pasture fails, and wheu the season is advanced.
Shelter is as necessary as food to their improve-
ment and health. Be careful ofyonr Iambs in the
late cold rains. Arcnstnm them to shelter and
pet them. This, ill connection with good feed,
will pay good interest, in wool as well as in car-
cass and propagation. It is, indeed, tho secret of
success.

Basement Statii.es. A correspondent of the
Country Gentleman, in reply to an inqniry in rela-
tion to the healthiness of basement stables, says:
"I have generally kept from fourteen to sixteen
head of cattle in the basement of my barn, with
from three to fonr horses, for twenty years past.
The horses are kept np the year mnnd; the cows
I generally turn ont in tbe yard in front of the
bam, when the days are pleasant. The stables
are regularly cleaned every dav, and well littered.
A more healthy lot of stock I have never known,
for I have not hail a sick cow or horse since I
have used these stables. I certainly like base-
ment stables they are warm and comfortable iu
winter, and cool ami pleasant in summer."

Watering Flowfrs. A negnlar snpply of
water is highly advantageous to rosea during the
early part of snmmer. especrally in situations
where tho soil in which they grow is light and
sandy. In ordinary rases, however, it is safest to
water with a gentle hand, as the voting foliage of
roses, as well as other plants, snffers greatly from
every kind of rongh treatment. This will appear
evident to any one the least acquainted with tbe
strnrtnre of leaves, whoso innumerable stmttata
and delicate external coverings, plead, and plead
earnestly, for other treatment than tbey often
receive. America Farmer.

Crap. fob. Spaviv. E. J. Bants writes the
Prairie Farmer, that to enre a bone spavin in tbe
leg, it should be washed clean with soap and warm
water, then clip oft the hair and apply one ounce
pulverized sal ammoniac, half ounce gnm cam-
phor, ono onnre Vrnico tnrpentine, one ounce
tincture of rantharidev one ounce spirits ammo-
nia, two onncrs olive oil, twiee perdar.andrnb in
thoroughly. Wash clean every fourth day until
well.

Peter Myers, Des Moines, Iowa, writes: "Mr
Delaware Grapes rommrnrrd rotting. I removed
all lierries tonrhed with the disease and emptied
fresh roal ashes nnder tho vines: there have no
more berries rotted since. Conld the "roal ashes"
havehad anything to do with staving the disease t"
That is is question worthy of further examination.

Catctiixo Sheep. Never seize a sheep bv the
wool on the hack; it is very hurtful to tbe animal,
Turticnlarlv in warm weather, when they are
large and fat. The liest way to catch a sheep is
by the hind leg. or by tho neck. The animal is
easily held by placing one hand nnder the lower
jaw and the other back of its cars, and slightly
raising its head.
