iscase commences siuddenly, with a sort of
half mmh and half snecze, and animals show no
symptoms hifore these. Iu a day or twae, the
throgt hecgmes sore, and the nose rana—in fact,
it grestly resspuldcs influenzn in persana. To go
intg a stable full of horses alllicted with the dis-
engg, the ponghing and sneezing remimids one of
entgfing a congregation of people during a sea-
son of Lad calida. It s said to be not generally
dangerons, if care is taken of the animals. They
ahould not be worked or heated, and are nanally
kept in dark stables, with geutle exercise daily.
We gene:ally find a kettle of buruing tar, leather,
woolen rags, auwd other pleasant sabstances, in
the stables—a remdy that is worse than the dis-
ease. The ailment is said to Jeave the horses
predisposed to somp worse disense.  Asa matter
of course, the country is flosded with cirenlam,
and the fonces are painted over with lange letters,
snnonncimg that this and that quack doctor's
trock is u sure cure for the horse epidemie.

For a while, this epizeotic is makingdall times
in the towns. Farmers are afraid to bring in
their horses, bnt now generally come on foot, or
dismount and tie their horses some distance out
of town. We beur complaints of searcity of
wood, and & poor prospect of getting & supply
soon.

Our warchouses,
ernnmimed with costly, inflammable fabrics, rise,
story above story, sixty to sighty foot from the
surface of onr narrow streets, and cover square
wiles which present wo effective barrier to the

spealy, inveitable destruction. Our Mausard
mofs are JBai tinder-boxes; onr fire engines
are too few of inadeqnate power; ucfl an
minchance wherely fire is kinolled when a Hi{
wind prevails may wrap half a city in dames in
detianee of the most strennons efforts of firemen
and citizens.  Our fire-proof baildings melt like
wax in the fieree heat of the roaring, sweepi
sen of flame ; and thousands stavd hel yn=
terror-atricken in presence of the devastation
which is sweeplug saway in a night the earnin,
of long lives of toil and thrift.

If these symptoms inerease in severity antil the
animal preseuts the nee before described
as belonging to the final form of the complaiut,
in addition 1o the alleviative meastres men-
tioned;, more active trectment mnost be given.
The nostrils amd head should be steamed, by
weans of a bag of sealied brau or hay, hong be-
neath the nose ; the throat shonld be rubbed with
linhuent or turpentioe, or mustanl wixed in
lukewarm water to the consisteney of cream ; the
nostrils shoull be washod with warm waler
vinegur; the feet and legs shonld be bathed
hot water, and raphdly dried with friction ; the
whole body should be well rubbed at the same
time, sud then blanketed from head to tail, and
measares taken to induce perspiration. Pow-
dered liquorice, or boney and vinegar, in which a
little satlpeter has beon mixed, should be placed
on the rear of the tongue, to relieve the soreness
of the thruat and the congh.

The foed shonld be of sealded outs and chop
and sealded bay, given slightly warm. Bleelin
and strong -u{m ines are (o be carefully u\mil'ﬂ!
a8 being nol enly ns~lesa but highly injurioons,
and vo ligunid medicives should be admiai
on any prefeses.

“With this treatment, nuder the worst cirenm-
stances, 1he diresse has not beeu fiound to be fu-
tal in well suthenticated cases, us yet ; umd two
werks has been the longest period in which there
was need for attention. Id the fall be cold
or wet, or the sarly winter be wmild or damp, it is
far from impossible that horned cattle other
stock may suffer, in which case, exuctly the same
treatment should be given. In eompleting a
enre, the proverb, ‘Make haste slowly,’ com-
bines all the warnings that peed to be given ;
amd if the precsutions snd treatment here men-
tionmd are adhered to, there will bo no cause for
trouhle or apprebension.”™

Ouly a limitesd sapply of provisions was kept
in store, for, althongh one hundred miles distant
fiom the telegraph, the construction train wain-
tained regular commnuication with Sleepy Exye,
the nearest white sottlement.

When intelligence of the storm reacled Winona,
J. H. Stewart, the General Saperintendent, star-
ted ot with two locomotives awd a train of cars:
but o heavy and deep were the snow  drifts, and
no futense the cold, that np to Satarday morning
they hal not passed New Ul

There twoadditional loemmotives ware at tached
to the train, and then, takiog on boanl mtions
for thirty days and 150 men, besides materials

with which to - fitup 1 ling ace (L
in thecars, the train was ngain started.
A was foreerl throngh drifis cight and

ten feet deen, and even where the snow did not
exeewd one foot i depth, so hard was it packed
that reconrse was had to shovels, before an ud-
vanes cotld be made.

Ou Sunday the train had penctrated twenty-
five miles.  Meantime the storm raging with vio-
lenee unprecedented, and when lost heand from
on Tuesdny night, the relief train was stnek fast
in the ever-accummlating siow, forty miles west
of Bleepy Eye, and oighty miles short of the suf-
fering trackmen,

Yesterday moruing the telegmph wires were
down west of St. Peter, and the latest reports
Mfrom Winonn, in the aflernoon, state that the

hal increased into a furions gale. For six
?:_\'n the storm had continued with unabated
ry.

The painfnl impression created is that the men
al the cud of the track will actnally starve be-
fore relief can reach them. No sapplies are
known to be acvessible, for the line is being eon-
strueted in advance of the government surveys,
far into a conntry inhabited only by a few adven-
tarons squatters aud sickly Indians,
