The Kansas Coantry Press.
The Kansas City Journal of Cnmmrrn pays, tbe

country press of Kansas a well merited compli-
ment, in quite n lengthy artii le.in its issue of the
JOth. After speaking of tbe numerous diluent-tie- s

and multiform duties devolving iihiu the
country rtlitor, who is often foreman, pressman
and eouipositnr, the Journal says:

"Under all these multiform dtflicutics the Kan-
sas press succeeds to mi extent to bo found no-
where ele. We speak here of the country press,
leaving out the. dailies published in the cities,
which are to be mcastirod by a different standanl.
Their matter is nearlv all original, and compre-
hends the news, gossip and events of the locali-
ties in wbitb they are pnblislietl, to an unusualextent; and besides this the interests and move-
ments or localalfairs, and usuallv alsnall nationaland Slate iiiiestiou that affect them, aro
handled with intelligent discrimination vml abil-
ity. Jfo other piiiers of any class present their
inattsr in better form, or understand more fully
tho relative importance of their items. And ad-
ded to this is the further fact that there is scarce-
ly a poorly printed paper in the State, while sev-
eral of them are of such typographical execution
as would be w ortbyof an establishment that mado
line typography a speciality.

"In our position, the couufry press of several
States pass under our observation, and wo liavo
had experience with that of States from which
we aro now separated. The Kansas country press
is better by a largo per cent, in all the essentials
of country press than any other that overcome
under our observation. Jowa inakus the nearest
approach to it. but is still behind. The nrknim
editor im an daily paper vvber the Kansaspress is
received will, we be believe, coroboratsthis state-
ment, fur tbry must find, as wo do. that the local
interest of l,e lapi-n- t arc well nigh complete,
wuio they furnish more news matter suitable forrepnaliintnni iu a daily paper, than is anbnled brtne press of llv other Stale. In this latter respeet any iiuihIkt of the ordinary run of Kansas
weeklies is e.,,,,,1 to a,t. t, al-most any otbr western or eastern Statf.

On the iKth Df June, 1663, he was
the chief command of the army of the Potomac,
and shortly afterward repulsed' the confederates
under lee at tbe hotly contested battle of Gettys-
burg which may be considered the turning
point of the civil war. Ha retained the position
of commander-in-chie- f .until April, t.l 65, when it
was conferred npon GenV Grant, who received
from bis predecessor most hearty assistance in
tho series of operations wjiich "finally culminated
in tbe surrender at Apponiatpx. .

Gen. Meade beloiigcd-ti- f What may be termed
the aid millitary regmiet'nrln other words, he
was a soldier of thnr old school that school w here
modesty and high-bre- d umtrtesy were always!
comuinea wnn iinniennsnea courage, ami where
the honor was kept as bright a tbe sword
which defended it. Hanlly any man rendered
more valuable bcrvices during' the late war than
Gen. Meade, and his victory at Gettysburg was
literally the salvation of the country; yet he
never obtruded himself upon public attention
avoi.i.--d rather than sought notoriety. Taking
no part in politics, ami having nnthiug (o do
with cither the press or the platform, he pursued
the even tenor of his wav, content to forego the
noisy applanse of the mob for the nubrokeu qniet
aud unalloyed happiness of domestic Y.fe.

primiple that it was to the advantage of neither
the creditor nor laborer to ttrip the family of tbe
nnfortunateof a home, and thus make it inijiossi-bl- e

for him to pmvjde for himself and those
unou hiui. or pav his debts, anil have

acconlingly, made the folloning law exempting
real proMtrty :

A homestead to the extent of 100 acres of farm-
ing laud, er one acre within the limits of an

town or city occupied as a residenco
by the family of tbeowuers, together with all tbe
iuipmvements on the same, shall lie exempt from
forced sale under any process of law, and shall
not lie alienated w ithont joint consent of hus-
band and wife, when that relation exists.

The Pregrraa f the Kpicaeiic.
We publish iu another column an account of

some of the famous horses that have diesl in and
around w York troin the prevailing horse dis-
ease. Until lately thecarefiiily kept blooded aud
trotting horses have escaped the ravages of the
epidemic, but nuw they seem to succumb to it as
well asotbers.

The Salion, in a well considered article, calls
attention to tbe fact that tbe horse, as he at prca- -
cii uiaio, is u in civiiisavion as mucn as
man himself is. It animadverts with jnstifiable
severity npon the treatmsnt generally accorded
to this noble animal, and thinks the present dis-
ease may lie the result en a large scale of the long
misuse to w bich be has len subjected.

The disease, accenting to all accounts, is stead-
ily working west. It is prevailing at tbe present
timo iu Milwaukee aud Louisville as severclv as
it has iu the East. We also see by Western S'ew
York papers that it has there epidemic
among the horses throughout tbe country, al-
though at first it followed the line of the Erie
canal.

That the disease will find its way west of tbe
Missouri river there seems but little donbt. It
w ill be part of prndenco for our farmers and
all others who are deiwndeut npon horses for
ilrawinir wood. Ac to lav in a rood snnnlv
ahead immediately. The stagnation of business
nuuiceu oy tno prevalence of tins alisease is very
marked iu the towns and cities where it prevails.
Oxen are generally introduced, as far as possible,
to supply the place ef horses, and do supply it in
many particulars, bnt iu inacy others they can
not.

Some writers estimate that epidemic will
entail upon the country a ermaDent loss of one-thi- rd

of its horses. Shonld this be the ease, an
immediate rise in tbopriccs of hones would seem
likely to follow.
