and lowest suthorities, from the commanders of

There are records of the discase upr-cring in
the ppizootie form more than a3 hundred years
agn.

In 1556 the disense spread considerably i, Mas.
sachosetts. And remarks: Insome localities it
spreads after the | T pizociic or s tie
affection, appearing here and there, in localitios
with greater or less intensity, sowetimes singling
out half a dozen horses out of a stable of twenty ;
at other times, amd perhaps in o contiffuous st-
mospheric locality, it raus throngh a whole sta-
ble. He descrilies the symy of the di y
which are the snme in every particalar with the
present visitation, together with its terminations
in typhis or dropsy.  He says, like an honest and
a sensible man, that there is no eure-all for the
disease, bt recommends good care and cleanli-
ness, and the jodicions use of appropriate reme-
dies and eautions against blesling and the use
of cathartics and other depletive measnres. Ten
years later, in 1506, the present Professor A, 8,
l.'nlln-m.nu. of New York, whose opinions are vn-
titled to the bighest respoct, being both a scholar
and A man of large experience, addressed the
class at the New York Veterinary College as fol-
lows, on the suliject of the influenza:

Definition.—Is o specific febrile disease, iuva-
riuble in its rwntiu] characteristics, freqnently
prevailing as an epizootic, sttended with lassi-
tnde sl prostrstion to an extreme degrees; chills
and great sensibility to eold over the surface of
the skin. The eves injected and tending 1o fill
with tears, the vostrils discharging an acrid thaid,
econgh prevails, with yellow expectoration, some-
times attended with giddiness or lethargy., Fe-
ver attemds this disordpr, sometimes slight and
mrometimes severe, and of a type belonging in
different epizootics and localities,

Pathology.—A specific poison is believed to be
absorbed awd to infect the Wlood when, aflera
given period of latency, it canses great general
depression—extreme debility—together with e
ver. The specific actons of this poison are on the
mucuous membranes, especially that of the eyes,
(benee the familiar name pink eve,) of the nosw
and of the Lronchi, in a small pomber of the
fances, eansing sore throat, amd in a still smaller
ratio on the substanee of the longs aod of the
pleara, cansing inflismationof these organs. In
many instances the disonler terminates in great
fatalence in the bowels—diarrduen, These dif-
ferent pathological phewomena vary in frequency
and eomplexity in differcnt seasons anid places.

In most cases when the poison is of sofficient
intensity to produce fover, it type is sometimes
remittent ; its usunl duration isone, two, or three
wecks, when it terminates injan abnndant sweat,
and which not infrequently leaves a great debili-
ty behind it,

1 will pass over what Prof. Copeman says of
the symptoms, aml complications of the disease;
for althongh of the highest ix—porhmm of the
profession, it might be thought €y readingfor the
general public, and it shoull be boroe in mind
that there are scarcely two cases precisely alike,
and it frequently lmprmnu that horses are from
two to three months before they are goite re-
coversl. This is my awn experience, and as the
discase han spread into this part of the conntry,
the following rules may be observed with benefit:

1. Lot vour stable be Kept elean and free from
bl mmells, amld geoerally speaking a gomd white-
washing is the hest of all -ill!infwtmlln.

2. Keep your horse comfortably warm by either
one or two blankets if necessary; let him have

slenty of fresh air, but not from & hole right be-
}011! hin bead bot from  ventilation two or three
feel above his head if possille s a loose box or
place where be can be by himself nntied, is muoch
the best.

1. Have a bocket of water placed in his man-
ger, or tie it so that he can reach it conveniently
and help himsellf when be pleascs. This is of
great importanee when his thruat s sore, and he
in almogt nnable to stoop his head. The water
shoulil be reneived three times a day.

4. Tuke eight or ten pounds of nice, sweet hay,
Iay it down on & elean place, sprinltle it with wa-
ter slightly salted, say o handful of salf to a
bucket of water. This hay ean be given in stmall
quantities at snitable intervals.

5. Procure a peck of flax sead, take one quurt
of the same and six qoarts of oats, boil them to-

ther in about three gallous of water overa

ow fire for four or five hours, then sot away in
» talk tocool; teke two quarts of this mixture
and two quarts of braw, and it will form a most
excollont feed. This should also be fed ina
bncket, or at least offered, Int if not eaten soon
shonld be removed, as nothing is more likely to
prevent cating in a sick aniwdl than food nu-
called for. This food, when given warm, can be
medicated If necessary, aml as such s of great
value when there is a discharge from the nose.

6. The horse’s food can be varied occasionally by
a little bailed eorn, or sliced apples, or sliced po-
tatoes, ar, better still, eartots, if he can be coaxed
to et them, Some powdersd charcoal may be
vaced within his reach, awd he may probalily
Iim' it with advantage. ]

7. Bhould vonr horse appear to have the alis-
easein ® mild form, a little walking exercise,
daily, will be better than to remain quiet in the
stable.

It is probable that as mach as fifty per cent. of
huorser attacs ed may recover by this simple mode
of procensding, without any medicine whatever.
In uther cases, however, complications may arise,
which we ean ne * foresee, and which will require
the aigd of a qnalie ed physician. Shonld the dis-
ease ran on the tyy hoid stage or to hydrothorasx,
and the animal refo ¢ to lie down, with marked
apening and shutting af the mostrils, and shoald
dropsical swellings apyear botween the forelegs,
and extending more or lese hackwand on the ab-
domen, with cold ears aowl legs, and partial pat-

IT the
throat is sore or swollen apply the fullowing, by
rubbing it well from the jaws to the chest, twice
aday: Tinctore of Arnica. Chloroform, Ammo-
nia, Sweet Oil, ench fou: ounces; mix well. If
the legsare eold bavdage them loosely. If the
horse is taken with chills and fever, mix one
otiuce Tinet. of Aconite Jeaves with three onnces
of soft water, give a teaspoonful every hour
nutil the symptoms abate.

Yeed the auinal on a warm Mash of oat meal |
gruel, give about two quarts at a time. 1fa |
bottle is used for the parpose, be sare that it is
not wo thin as to make its breaking lisble. In-
stead of water give vour horse hay tea, from a
pail in which you have stirred in & hamiful each
of powdersd alippery elm bark amd licorice root,
clean the pail every time after watering. I the
horse feels better, do not work it for two or three
days. Alwolute rest is necessary.

rl:t‘lﬂw“hifb lan-\'nilnmrl- Ravoy, Dr. Carret
observed that all the inhalitants who were aifee-
ted by it, used cast-iron stoves which hadl recently
been imported into the country. On the other
hamid, he observed that all those who nsed other
kinds of stoves, or slopted other wosles of firing,
eecaped  the disease. Another circumstanee
bearing on the same interesting question erenrnml
in the Lyeenm of Climmbery, where an epidemie
of typhoid fever broke out. This ontbreak is
regarded &y Dr. Canet as baving been inflneneed
or snperinidneed by a large esst-iron stove in the
dormitory of that establisliment.

| carbon. If any portion of the inhaled air be
| prebreathed air, says Dr. MacCormae, the dead
metaphorie  carbon will be retainel, pro rata,
unoxydized, within the organism, This effete,
nnoxydized carbon, being retained, speedily be-
enmos * tberele.”

Tar Saxmmary Reramoss oF Warer—Dr.
Letheby, one of the highest Enrvpean anthorities
on the manitary relations of water, considers
water of moderate hardness preferable to very
soft water for domestic purposes, Abont six

ruins of carbonate of lime per gallon is desirable.

I findls that the death-rate is less in cities snp-
plied with moderately hand water than in these
| snpplied with soft water. It ixa fGwiliar fact
! that it isa great advantage, in making tea or
caffes, to use water of about five degrees of hard
ness: that is, eontaiving about five grain
carbonate of lime or its sqe eut in the gailon,
The fine flavor of fea made with water possessing |
this quality is dne to the fict that the carlemte |
of lime prevents the water from dissolving the
astringent matter contained in the tea, withont
interfering with the extraction of the theine and
the other desirnble constitnents of the leafll ‘
