Beiog driven to the wall, Having reiterated wad
spewed out stale slundern agaiost us antil sumes of
its warmest friends were utterly disgeuted with
it, the Republican usodertakes 10 Yegain pablie
sympathy, sod turn the tide sgaitst us, by claim-
ing that we bave swindied its pnbiishers, and as
a text, givas to the public a coufidential lottar
whick ws wrole them ulmost twe yesrs sod a
half age. We ackuowledge thst letter, every
wyliable, word, sbd sentente. Aside from the in-
sffable meannesa nf thus violating private corres-
pondence, we are otherwise glad that they have
given this letter as the toxt for s long, full-langed
howl upon s subject which they have been hiut-
ingat for several months past] forit affords us an
upporsunity te eapose the meauncss, bad faith,
wnd sueaking dishonesty of the men. It gives
those who are so dbipos™), & prelext to charge
that s combination wsa eutered into for the pur-
pose of extorting money from the tax-payers; bat
men who will befou] themselves to spite asother,
take no consideration of the consequence to them-
soives. We are willing to stand ocur sbare of it}
and we propose to prove, by their owa article,
and our letter which they snbmit in evidence,
that they muede the first proposition on the sub-
ject; that the agreement was plaic and explicit
on all poipts; and thut whils they wrere receiving
the benefit of good faith on our part, they were
sueakiugly violating the contract loi their own
personal advantage. But first, some preliminary
explsnations,

The Inws of Kansas fix the prices for all kinds
of publie printing, iucluding tax-lists, financial
statements, and Jegal publications.

were fixed at rates which, by careful cale v

oat vivlsting their osth.

We let the matter pass, for the time being, ex-
pecting that they wonld make some effort to re-
tarn to the agreement; but still the half pay sr-
rasogsment weat oa. Fioally, one morsing io the
8 pring, we bappeved in the Clerk's office, on the
morning of & day on which the Board was to
mest. Mr. Raudolph came in, and sddressing
Mr. Rappelye, asked him how it was about pub-
lishing the stalements; whether the Republican’s
year was not out, and whether the thing had not
better be divided arvund. Mr. Rappeiye roplisd
that the agreement wus for an indefinite time,
and his understanding waa, that it was to con-
tinne uotil ove party or the otber gave notice to
the comtrary. Of course, the Board wounld not

closs out & contratet at half price, in order to

g*% the work done at full price; and as the Re-
publican still continued publishing the statements,
we came Lhe conclusion that they meaut to hold

fast to that soft thing, nod st the sawe time share

the proceeds of our labor at full price. We then
aod thero determined thut the fun should ot all

be on oue side, but . hat it was time for us to

“shinoy on our own side.” The fact that they

offered no settlement to the Reporter, nut even of

the Redemption List last Fall, shows that they
meant to play a cut-throat game, sod that they
only condescended to throw out that small bait
to us, in order to wake a bigger haal out of us.
When we reesived pay for the Tax List, Bealo
coully asked if we couldn't let them bave their
part of it, to which we replied that that game

was played—that they had been playing it fine
on us for a long time, but the long end of the
string was on our side at last. Then it was, after

the lsw-makers found to be fair and just, s af-
fording the printer s reasonable compeusation for
his labor. For some yoars, the Commissioners of
this County seemed to bave a partienlar grodge
ugaluat the printers’ prices, and sudeavored on all
vecasions to best them down, while allowing ex-
travagant sums for other purposss, without a
word of complaint. We fonght sgainst this de-
terminedly, and stood up for our prices. But it
wud & losing game t0 us, No other paper in the
County would back us, snd the result was, that
we wers generally st loggerheads with the Com-
missiondrs, while the other papers wers currying
favors, and taking off the cresm. Whea Mr.
Bridges came hiere aud established the Republican,
the asme men who are always so zealous in ex-
poning our wickedoess, took early occasion to
prajudice bim sgalust us, and make him believe
we were a regular vampyre, who made it a bus-
inoss to suck the life-blood out of other pnblish-
wra. A coniest took place for the printing, (in
which, we have ever believad, certain County offi-
cera virtually perjored themnelves.) Bridges bid
down low, and got the work. But ove turn st it
satisfied bismn. He found that he mot only gob
no pay for kis work, but was likely to continde
at bitter enmity and ruinous competition with the
other pspers in the Connty. He concloded that
it was better to maintain the prices fixed by law,
even though the poocesds be divided between
them—inssmuch as there would then be no strife
sod bad feeling, while at the same time each of
them would get as mauch, if mot more, than one
eould got by bidding. He therefore proposed the
arrangment, which was accepted by the other
papers, and honorably carried out by him, aa long
»s he rotained the office.

Beale and Esuborn, having played ont at Sa-
vannah, Mo,, came to Truy in Jsunary or Febrn-
ary, 1571, and bought the Republican office of
Bridges, while we were at Topeka, s member of
the Btate Senate. Upon oor return home to
White Clond, we found a letter from them, pro-
posing a continusues of the ngreement which had
existed with Bridges. We at onee sccepted the
offer; and that there might be po misappreben-
sion, we stated what the srrangement was. By
reference to our letter, which they pablish, it
will be seen that the agreement embraced pot
only tax lists, but adrertising of amy kind. This
ngreement, the Republican ackuowledges, it ac-
cepted in good faith. Now, Jet na see who kepi
their faith, aod who are the thisvea

1n 1871, we got the tax list, amounting toaboat

$500. Before the account had been presented to
tke Connty Board for allowance, Besle & Sauborn
wroto us s letter, asking os if we could not ad-
vanoe them thelrahure, as they were bard up. We
did not have the money, and could not accommo-
date them. If we bad bad the amonut by us, we
should bave advanced it to thew, without wait-
ing ntil the Board allowed our account. We
have since thought, s hundred times, of the inev-
jtable thanks we shonld bave recvived for
showing » disposition to date them, snd
help thom out of & pinch. The very first time
they kiad got their backs up, they would bave
prociuimed the fact that wo were finab, and thst
it was aa good proof ss they wanted that we bad
suld out in the Legisiature! As soon as we got
our money from the Counnty, we directed that
$250 of it be paid to them, which was dope. Boom
aftor, we made a settlsment with them io persen,
and paid the balance, exeapt abont §12, aa they
aay, Not long after that, we again met Mr. Beale,
and remarked to him that we believed there
was some 312 dae them vet; to which be replied,
never mind; they had done some work aud re-
celved pay for it, and e thonght onr share would
just abont square the §12. That ended the mat-
ter with ns; spd we bave mot the least donbt
that they bave since done work and got paid for
il,thumudzlhnumofn;rﬂm; times §12
un their side.

The following Full, we published the Redemp-
tion List, sud promptly ordered their third to be
handed aver to them when the bill was allowed.
Thos, w.ﬂdmmﬂ’r“ﬂ'. im elean cash, of
our earnings, in one year.

I 1578, wheu the present Boanl! camo iuto of-
fiee, they were aware of this sgrecment between
the prioters. With this kuowlodge, they went
20 Beale & Sasburn, and propossd te publish the
allowsnces of the Bourd, st each meeting, in the
Bepublicsn, if they would do it st half price.
Benle & SBsuborn, in the fuce of an agreement
wiich they scknowledge they had made in good
faith, and of which they kod been receiving the
beuelit, acorpted thin offer, and agreed to do &t
half prite, Work which, at ull price, wonld have
amonuted tofont or five hundred dollars a year.
We do not biame the Board far this—it was their
daty tq Jo the best they conid for the Connty—
but the @aes of thelr guing to Boale & Sanborn
with that F“Mﬁm. knowing they Had nolemins
Iy sgread o
ihey eatimated the chameter of the men at ita
true standand—and fhey were wo! misialea! They
merer wade such & praposthn 10 ns,

For a year they weut 08 dolng this work ot
bulf price, sever opening thei baads to us oo the
subject, amd never hinting ab settlement—for
they wers recelving the pay, snd we were daing
bt very little work for the Conuty. Laat Fall,
they got the Redsmption List. When they re-

he bad found oat where he stood, that he propos-

od to divide o the statements of the Board. For
almost 8 year and s balf he had been violatiug
his agreement, during which time we bud once

spoken to him about it, yet never ooece did be
say divide. Bat when he foand that our bill ex-
ceeded the proceeds of his rascality, thau he was
auxious to divide—even offering to give us one
third of what the work would Aave amounted fo
at full price. Bat we believe in that old doctrine
that men may sin away their day of grace—and
theirs was sioned away, in that case.

To maintain thelr charneteristic meanuess, they
bring Mr. Drenning into the fight. All we bave
to say about Mr. Drenuing is, tha whatever he
has downe in the past, we were alwas satisfled thay
be did it from no dishonest motive—and further-
more, that all bosi srrang ts between him
sud onrself have been fully settled, amicably and
satisfactorily. They had better not shed too
many sympathetic tears over the wrongs of the
Reporter, uotil they themselves fuliill thelr oblign
tions to that paper.

We have been thus lengthy, that the public
may know exsetly bow the matter stands over
which the Bgublican bns raised such s dreadfnl
ory of martyriom. We want them to know who
bas violsted contracts, and who has been wrong-
ed. We conld put ap with their abase fromn year
iu to year out, and being chargel with every
crime snd meanvess known to the catulogue; but
when the men whe are so lustily calling us thief
and swindler, have been sawindling and stealing
from ne for & year and & half, and at the same
time predicting that we cannot maintain oursell
fur six mouths, we propose to got our money back
when the opportunity offers. If the County
Board wauts to submit all the County priuting
to bids, we are ready to pot in onr proposition;
buat as long ss we have an agreement with other
publisheis to stand wp for legal rates, we shall
do so on all work—not, like the Brpublicas, agree
upon a plan, then privately cut down to half
price on ap important class of work.

Aund whe is this A, W. Beale, whose righteons
gizzard is 80 excessively worried on oni secount?
He is & canting * weak sister,” who can be bribed
to blow for a candidate for Congress, or to puff
up & braiuless money-bag as a maguificent farmer,
for any sum from $10 to §5. He pablished a
newapaper in Savanoah, Mo, whith he sold out
to & man, obligating himself to nat go inte the
nowspaper business there aguin; but be had
scarcely perfected the sale, before he weat into »
Joint stock company sod started an opposition
paper. The sentimeunt of the community was so
strongly against this act of dishomesty, that, al-
though his political party was in & majority in
the County, he played out for waot of patronage,
and came over to Troy, bringing one of his work-
men along, sod takiog bim ioto partnership, as
the ouly means of paying him what he owed him
—apoiling a good stage-driver, to make a poor
stick of an editar, And this is the man who talks
about dishouesty, aud violating agreementa!

ITf we bave masaged to publish a paper for
seventesn years, by stealing snd selling out, we
must be of more consequence thay the Republican
is willing to admit. No other paper in Kansas
has been pablished so long, and we suppose no
other editor waa worth boying. Bat the public
have confidence that when they subscribe for the
Chief, they will get it for the full time paid for.

The Republican's waruing to business men to
walch us, might be of some use to them, were it
not for the fact that we do not owe any business
man in Troy or elsewhere; and our books are al-
ways opon to the inspection of all with whom
we bave business. We are willing 0 hos our
row with the Republican, and leave it to the bus-
iness men, in the eud, to detemine who most needs
watching.

»rr Mr. Mahan's Letter.

In this fssos, we print Rev. Mr. Mahan's arti-
‘tle, which conlsime some points to which we
wish to reply, or submit explsnstions. We can
do bo better than to take thew as they occur in
the article. e s

To begis with, we will say that the “bitter
sud _l:w was wot ef eur scek-
ing, but was Nisrally foreed mpos ux, without
povocation on our part. Buibor than get into
& pewspaper quarrel, we passed them by in #i-
lence, whils thuy wers constantly sssailing ne in
the weanest waRLer, Eniil oven osr friends be-
gan to thiok that we feared to sirike beck- Be-
ing fureed in, we propose te fight it to the bitter
end, aud those who do pet wish to ree, must
shat their eyes and turn sside. We baveu't got
fuirly comumenced yet.

We repeat what we waid before, that we did
wot sbuse the Metbodist Chareh in gevaral, or of
Kansas in particulsr, in some of the
black sheep who are carryiug on their low prac-
tives whils eutrenched within its pale; ssd be
must be very touchy upon the saljoet of church
pride, who will iosist upou it, after we have
taken the tronbls to explain what we did meas.
Bat more on this subject bereafter.

As to the matter of the declive of Motbodism,
wa have this to say : Bomething of 1he kiod was
discassed by the Preachers’ Associstion of the
Chureh in New York, sud was widely comment-
ed npon by the press. Mr. Maban admits that
the newspaper reportems, through carclessuess,
made it apprar that the declive was general.

The extract which we quoted, did oot say that
Dr. Newman lived jn New Yark ; and it is imma-
terial to the gquestion, where be does live
The point was, that he endorsed Pomeroy asa
God-fearing man. We can say, in reply to Mr.
Maban, that wo did endorse Pomeroy,in prefersnce
to any candidate who was named agmiost him,
with auy hope of success; aud we furthermore
nay, that we do the same thing to-day, in the face
of all that has since trauspired. Wo believe he
would be of more service to Kansas than all of
thetn combined, even if be did loovk cut for
Pomeroy’s iuterest.  But we did not endorse him
a8 & God-fearing man, for we never belinved that
bie worried himself muoch on the subjert. When
a man is up for offiee, we pever inguire iuto his
GGod-fearing qualities. In fact, there isa vast
deal of bumbug in this God-fearing business.
Thotnus Jelferson was called an Infidel ; yet we
would trust him in office in preference to o
one hundred and sixty acre field full of some pub-
lic men we know of, who bear the reputation
of being God-fearing. In fact, when a man pa-
rades his God-fearing principles sa an argument
why he should be elected to office, a thousand
chances to one that he is bogus, and bad better
be lefl out. Now, don't accnwse ns of want of re-
spect for God-fearing men ; for if you should, you
would be mistaken.

In regard to the matter of a Methodist Con-

ference being induced to send s preacher to a
particular circuit for the purpose of doing poli-
tieal work, we eanvot but think that our Rev.
friend is trying to aplit haim. We inteoded to
express no such ides ns that the Conference or
the Bishop knowingly sent a preacher for any
such purpose ; but that he may have no excuse
1o misonderstand it, we still say that a Confer-
ence was induced to send a preacher to a cortain
cirenit, the pringipal olject of desiring Lim on
thut cireuit, (bnt conceased from the Conference,)
being for political iufluence. If we shonld borrow
s jug, or sowe other domestio utensil, from Mr.
Mahan, and put it to an improper ase, of which
he had no thought while lending it, he eertainly
would not be to blame, althongh oor real oliject
in borrowing it might have been fur that very
improper object. Now, if we arenet onder-
stood, we will try again. With this explanation,
we ropeat that we tell the truth. If itis oot
the truth, at least & political co-worker of that
preacher told it to s, as & “gooed thing,"” and he
was highly tickled overit. Ifit is shown to us
that this is not so, we will not a2y that we were
mwistaken, but we will say that a member of the
preacher’s political faction, who does not care a
snap for the Methodist Church, but relies strong-
Iy upon the political serviee the preacher can
do, hua lied to us noconscionably. But whether
the statement of the reason for desiring his re-
turn to the cirenit be true or false, we know that
we are nof mistaken as to his sction in certuin
matters, which would have been cousidered dis-
reputable even in a confirmed political shyster.
A preacher bas a right to express and act ont his
political opinions, but he is vory much out of
his place, when be comes down to trickery and
skulduggery in the local squabbles betweon two
divisions of his own party, both advocating the
same paliticsl principles,
It is wholly nscless for Mr. Mabhan to name
over the list of Methodist preacliers of Dopiphan
Counuty, and ask which one we meant ; and it i
jnst as nnnecessary for us to aoawer the qnes-
tion. He knows we did not mean bim, for we
bave told him whom we did mess. Every man
in the list who was not meant, knows it ; the one
who was mesnt, knows it; and everybody else
who kvows anything abont this controversy,
knowa who was meant. We therefore refraio
from naming bim; for, aside from the ove mat-
ter which we have charged, we have not a word
to say against him, and wish him well.

S0, let us have no more elogquent indignation
on account of the Kansaa Conference, or Bishop
Beott. We admit all that is said in their bebalf,
and it in entirely snperfiuons to say “1 did not mean
them.” o fact, we said it weeks agn, but some
persons would insist upon misnnderstanding it.

If Mr. Mahan whould stay here afé year, ho
woud] find out what the Methodist Church has to
do with the “Post Office Cligne” aod rhe “Sol.
Miller Clique.” He wounld find that wires are
regularly lnid to “run” the Methodist vote, and
that members of the Church evgage in it
We know that there are very msoy members of
the Church who caonet be bamboogled in any
sucha way; bat there are others who can be
and are fooled by the schemes. Let Mr. Mabao
inquire of Methodists at White Clond, and they
will tell him that at last Falls's election, & lech-
erous old villian, who lesaa toward that Chureh,
(he belonged to it when he thought the devil
had him by the threat,) went into the hoases of
Methodista, and urged them to come out and
vote agninat the ticket which we supported, in
order to “beat the Sol.

Mr. Maban grows slightly facetous in quoting
the paragraph wherein we say that certsin lead-
ing lights in the Church, who sot themsely.s np
as public teachers, are guilty of divers sins; avd
he then procesds to name the class-lesders and
- Trusteos of the Choreh, and to inguire wether
we mesnt them. The persons be nawmes are, Col.
Jobnston, Charles Rappelys, Wm. Montoe, Dr.
Reeder, sod B F. Callvwsy. & looks g if be
inended gotting off alitde jpke ou those staid
members of bis congregadiog. Hedave sy that
neither one of them bas hat any siyep from ap-
prebrusion that they wern meant—aay, even if
we should here say that we meant them, every

one of them would know that we were telling an
untrath. But we certainly did not eay we re-
ferred to Class-leaders or teachers in the Church
—wa said public teschers. It seeans that, in this
counection, we were also misandercieod. We
thonght we were speaking of Douiphan County,
sod not Troy cireoit alove. 1o weationing things
that had been witnessed right hers among ns,
we sarely did mot intend to confine it to the
corporate linsits of Troy.

If our Rev. frisod thinks it necessary that we
sbould go back to the first establishment of Troy
Circuit, and disclaim reforence te all the presch-
ers who huve ever labored bege, in detail, we may
as well go back to the foaundation, aud state dis-
tivetly that we did not mean Jobhn Wesloy, George
Whitefield, Bishop Asbury, Peter Cartwright, or
Barbara Heck.

meuts, but as he dictates—but our paper con-
tains ouly tweuty-eight columne, and we mast
ccase the epumeration, They do the bidding
of this man, sod dare pol express m sentiment
contrary to his commasnds, ander the penalty of
being crnshed ont. If be shonld command them
pever to refer to Bev, Mr. Maban, or to cast foul
slurs apon bim, they would not dare to disobey.
It is becauss we sre warring against this ove-
wan tyranny, this bullyng of the people of the
County. snd this thwaring and erushing out of
the will «f the pesple of the whole Couuty, by
means of riff-raff offscourings organized in every
locality of the Coouty,and who have nothing
elsa to do, while honest men are working for s
living—we say, it ia Incatse we are warring
agsinst this imposition, that these men, Beale
and Sanborn, are commsnded to keep the sluices
of their filth eonstantly tarned apon ns, and
which command they dbey aa blindly and im-
plicitly ss the black emnuchs carry out the
orders of the royal master of an Oriental harem.
If they sre not members of the Chnreh, and some
one will ecorrect us, we vill choerfully say, “J
am mistaken.”

We huve triod to an*wer or explain everything
that required it. If thers are still any donbis,
we are willing to iry agsin. But whether we
have wade everything plain or wot, we are con-
fident Mr. Mabao will admit that we have not
“abused and slandered bim beyond measure.”

IMpoRTANT DECISION —SPEEDY AND EFFECTC-
AL REMEDY.—A new snd impurtant question of
railroad law was determined at this Angust term
of District Conrt in Washington County—Judge
Wilson presiding. Abont two years ago, the St.
Joseph and Denver City Railrvad Company en-
tered wpon the lands of Charles T. Callender and
Joha Dnnnick, Iying in that County, onder the
railroad law of this State, had appraisers ap-
pointed, and tho damages to the land sssessed,
for the right of way scross those lands; and
deposited the amount of demages awanled, ($60
in one case, and §90 in the other,) acconding to
law. Cal'ender and Dunnick appealed from
this award to the District Court, and the cases
wers tried by o jury ; W, D. Webb, of thiaseity,
for the appeliants ; Douiphan & Brambangh for
the B. R. Co. A judgment of §500, was recgver-
ed agninst the company o the Dnnnick case, and
$1,400 in tho Callender case, Neither of the judg-
ments were paid, nor the mosey deposited o se-
enre their payment. -

agsinst the Railmnd Compasy, tu recover the
possession of the land, over which the road runs;
