rejoicings, came the news of the dread-
:lJ.:l.’;ghjler of Gen. Custer and his command in
the Black Hills country. This occurred on the
asth of Jupe, 30 or 40 wmiles below the Little
Hors. Coster and Col. Reno were to make the
attack in concert ; but it appears that Custer,
foeling bimself equal to the emergency, made
foread marches, and commenced the attack con-
trary to orders, before Reno came up. Custer
bad less thay 400 men, with which he attacked
s village of from 2500 to 4,000 warriors. Oat of
Custer’s whole command, about 315 were killed,
and only 15 wounded. The odds against them
wore so overwhelming, that the men were drag-
ged from their horses by the savages. The dead
were borribly mutilated. Seventeen commis-
sioned officers were killed, including Custer, his
Lrother-in-law, and every relative he had be-
longing to the command. [t is supposed the In-
dians wet with beavy loss, but the nnmber could
not be sscortained, as they carried their dead
away. Renos com: d wore sur lad for
soveral days, but Gen. Gibbons came to their res-
cue, and the Indisos fed. J’

It is wpou cocasions like t {al wo can
appreciats the style of warfare of Harney at Ash
Hollow, or Chivington at Sand Creek. Annihi-
lation is the only sure remedy against Iudian
massacres. It fuay be assorted, as it has been
before, that the Indians are imposed upon and
swindled. This is troe. Ageuts and contractors
have siolen the monoy appropriated for the ben-
efit of the Indians But this is not & safficient
palliation to satisfy the public. It is no excuse
for their treachery and atrocities. As long as
Indisns bave the power to commit mischief, they
will commit it, no matter bow good the treat-
ment they receive. It is Lo be hoped that Pres-
ident Grant, by the time he retires from office,
will have bis fill of bis Indian polioyy/Govern-
ment will enter into solemn treaties with Indi-
ans, as if they were & responsible people, worthy
of confidence. Whenever the treacherons rascals
violats the treaties, and go to muardering the
whites, their leadors are invited to Washington,
loaded with presents, and their tribes are given
the best class of arms and ammunition, to enable
them to t their treachery more effectively
than before. They cannot be civilized, and are
not fit for any sarthly ose, It is time to send the
Quakers home, and place Indian the Department
under control of the military. Take their guns
from them, and if they must be fed, place it be-
yond their power, as far as possible, to commit
murder in retorn. Whenever they commit a
dopredation, or even go beyond their prescribed
bounds, let the punishment be quick and terri-
ble.

FrarrFuL SToRM 1¥ Jowa.—On the night of the
Fourth of July, about the same hour of the squall
in this part of the conntry, north-eastern lowa
was visited by a fearful storm.

The town was
Lot a small one, containing s fow honses, stores,
a hotel, and & mill, and perbaps not over fifty
inhabitants. It was situated at the junction of
two creeks, which rose so rapidly that the town
was overflowed, and escape to the high ground
cut off. The mill-dam, above town, Lroke, car-
rying away a railrond bridge, which was swept
against the bouses, crushing everything in its
way. Nota house was lefl in the town, exeept
the mill. Out of the entire population, but one
family and & single man escaped. Thirty-nine
persons, men, women and children, were drown-
ed. Ower thirty of the bodies have been recov-
ered. The water waa twenty feet deep over the
ground where the town stood. Most of the citi-
zens had been celebrating the day in Dubuque,
aod going home fatigned, were mostly in bed
when the Sood came.

The Atohison Champion, of June 27th, under
the above title, aunounces the candidaoy of Da-
vid Martin, of Atchison, nud says of him, that
“be is au able lawyer, and wonld discharge the
daties of this pesition with decided capacity and
impartiality. His integrity and his ability are
alike unquestioned.” The Champion thes pro-
coeds Lo pay & very handsome compliment to
Mr. Perry. And then it goes on 1o state of Judge
Hubbard, what Col. Martin kuows is not strietly
true. He says that Judge Hobbard bas given
more than usual satisfaction during his term ;
_that his decisions are genersily regarded ns dis-
eriminating and just ; that he hos wever boem sus-
pected of being influenced by corrupt or improper
motires

Just what amonnt of mental reservation the
acute editor of 1the Champion has in thesa state-
ments, can never be known. But when be states
that Judge Hubbard has uever been suspected of
being influenced by corrapt or improper motives,
we undertake to say that Col. Martin knows bet-
ter. He knows that Judge Hobbanl has not on-
Iy boeu saspected, but that be has been boldly
charged, with favoritisdl §f'a most shameless
kind.

He dare not submit his éase npon these charg-
es to the only earthly tAbhnal competent to
judge of its truth—the Bagof the District. He
knows that Judge Hubban] has, from the time
be first mounted the Besich, been sccused of
making decisions sud wicldlog bid diseretion for
the sole purpose of building up ﬁk-da amoug
the people; and three-fonribs, if not four-fifths,
of the Bar of the District will say, and do say,
that the charge is true, ssd that Hubbard's
strength is the fruit of this demmgoguery upon
the beneh. The Judge has been beard by more
than one attorney of this Distciet, to boast of
this political power that be held He has beon

heard to boast that e knew be was not popular
with the lawyers, but that be counld, by the use
of his affice, ba re-elected.

This sort of thing is not “corruption,” proba-
bly, in Col. Martin’s meaning of that term ; but
most men would say that a Judge who bartered
Jjustice for popular favor, and to hold his place
over the known hostility of the Bar, was acting
highly “improper.” Bat Col. Martin farther
says, that Judge Hubbard bas given mose than
wsnel satisfaction. Is that so ! Does the Colo-
uel recollect the lively times that ocenrred in
the session of the Legislature of 1574, when Hon.
A. H. Horton, of Atchiscn, presented s petition
from the Atchison Bar, for the creation of the
166h Jndicial District? (House Jonrusl, page
125.) Hortou's Bill, as introduced, (page 281)
coolly infurms the pablic that “it was to provide
8 Judge thervin.” (Houoss Bill 194) This bill
songht to detach Atchison Connty from the 2d
Judicial District, and leave P. L. Hubbard us
Judge of the remaining Conutien. Horton's
movement was met by o sirong remonstraoes
from the remaiving Counties sgainst letting
Atchison Connty escape the honor slie had im-
posed upon the rest of the District ; but also at
the same time praying that, if the District was
divided, Doniphan, Brown and Nemaha be erect-
ed into the new District, and that Atchison be
left with Hobband ss Judge of the 20 Judicial
District, and that she have him all to herself.

There was not a lawyer in Atchison, excopt
W. K. Smith avd W. W, Guthrie, who did not
sign the Atchison petition. Every lawyer in the
Distriot, outside of Atchison, signed either a re-
moustrance against & change at all, or & petition
to detach Doniphan, Brown and Nemaha. (See
Senate Bills 22 and 205.)

If, then, Judge Hobbard has given soch in-
teuse satisfuction, it is certainly since January,
1594,

The nomination of P. L. Hubbard insures the
open bostility of more than half the Bar, aud
the secret bostility of nearly all the rest, who
are so situsted with respect to official positions
and their cases in Conrf, that they dare not war
upon him openly. Of all the Bar of the District,
ouly cue, W. R. Smith, his brother-in-law, has
lifted his voice in his defeuse. With respect to
Mr. Perry and Mr. David Martin, no such objec-
tion ean be urged. Neither of them will have
any scalpers on their track, either before or after
the Couvention. Neither of them will hava any
vengeance to do upon anybody, if either is eloct-
ed. Why, then, shonld the peace and harmony
of the Republican party in this District be wmar-
red by a bitter coutest over the Jndgeship? P.
L. Hubbard knows that his re-election is oppossd
by too many of the older attorneys of the Dis-
trict to render peace possible, if he takes the
nomination. His re-slection would eutail the
scalping of attorneys who oppose him, snd they
are more than half of the whole Bar. His Honor
has already been much acoused of favoring, from
the bench, his friends, and punishing his ene-
mies. Hia treatment of C. W. Johnson has been
observed by all the lawyers of the Distriot, giv-
ing countenance to the cbarge of favoriug and
punishing those whom he will. With the per-
sanal war that is made upon him, can be, from
the bench, “mete out justice fairly to all men "
It is not possible. The ety of favoritism, which
bas already filled the air, will be intensified, and
the law basiness of the District be in an oproar.

It
u?uu be, there is some truth in this charge, or
bis Honor would not need to deseend to the val-
Rar subterfuge of jury testimonials—s practice
that is utterly noknown before any Court whose
Judges inspire the respect of the bar, or the cor-
fidence of the people.  Judicial scallawags alone
have resorted to it in Kannas. If gushing jurors
have presented such documents to the able
Judges of the State, they have only resd them

with a smile, and put them away as waste on
the fist occasion,
