The result was
tliat 1 was requested tu proceed at once to Al-

bany, and urge, on behair of the meeting, Mr.
Ljaatus Coming and Mr. Tunrlnw Weed to ac-
company life to Washington for the purpose of
persuading President Bnclianan tu relieve-- the
starving garrison at Charleston. It was said
that iu some sense such a delegation would rep-

resent the Democratic, the conservative Whig,
and the Radical parlies, awl would bava weight
with the President. The same evening I went
to Albany, saw Mr. Coming, who aillingly con-

sented to go immediately. Mr. Weed was not at
home, but iu the morning agreed to act with as.
The next night Mr. Corning and I went to Wash-

ington, and by au arrangement mads throngh
Mr. Appleton, acting Secretary of State, we were
admitted ubout 11 on tba following morning to
an interview with the President. Mr. Weed was
not able to go with ns. Mr. Buchanan received
u. in his private office, iu morning gown and
slippers. After a Tew words of ordinary salnta
tiou, Mr. Corriug stated the object of our visit.
The President made no reply. After a panse, I
told him what bad been doue at the meeting in
Pine street, aud pointed out the urgent need of
Major Anderson. Mr. Buchanan remained silent.
Then Mr. Coming said that the relief of Sumter
would be sustained by all Democrats at the
North, and that, shonld an attack be made upou
the flag of the United States, there woold lie an
uprising of men of all parties iu its defense.. He
asked that aid might be sent at ouco.

Still not a word from President Buchanan.
After a long silence, I remember pleading warm-

ly iu my turn that fcjd, at lest, might be given.
Here the president asm, "l nave noi a.nip.
We then assured bim that the merchants of .New
York bail loaded the steamship Star of the West
(offered by Mr. Charles II. Marshall) with provis-
ions, and only waited for authority frum the
government to dispatch her, but the President
answered never a word. Calling a servant, who
put bis bead into the room, ha ordered cigars
and ottered them to ns, taking one himself, and
chewing it bnt not smoking. When the servant
had gone. Mr. Coming, with a warmth qnite

with him, pleaded earnestly with the Prea
ideut to put ilowu.the begiuuiug of a civil war,
insisting that even in a party point of view it
would be wise, but that as a duty of the office
he held, be had the example of Andrew Jackson
to guide bim. Not a word in reply. Finally I
besought him to avail himself of the offer wn
were sent to make, merely to feed, if he would
not relieve iu a military sense, Major Anderson's
forces, pressing upou bim the certainty or a unit-
ed North, irrespective of party, to sustain bis
action. We. tat silently waiting for an answer,
until finally the President, l.s.kiug over his
shoulder ont .of the wiudsw, said, "A very fins
day, gentlemen, a very fine day!" And so we
rose, and after spending an honr with him in
vain, walked sadly away.

As ont of the three persons thsu present I am
the onlv the survivor, it may be useful to hare
this testimony to tbe cowardice, if not treason,
of the unhappy Buchanan. Mr. EvarU asked
whether' the people were williug to reproduce
the phantom of Buchanan's likeness in the Pres-
idential chair. From my recollection of the man
himself, I certainly am not.

"If Tilden (selected tu be tbe next President
of the United States, I'll bet one hundred dol-
lars that he is not sworn iu ou tbe 4th uf March."

This was the remark dropped by a Republi-
can, iu discussing I ho Presidential probabilities
with a Democrat, whereat the latter replied:
"Does your party mean revolution iu addition to
its other usurpations of law!" "01i.no; not at
all. Tilden, if elected, wilt not be inaugurated
President ou tbe 4th of March, and fur tbe Very
good reason that iu rails uu Sunday."

Such is the fact. The official term of Qen.
Grant as President expires at 12 o'clock, uoon,
ou Sunday, the lib of March, a:d from that day
until the day fallowing, wbeu either Gov. Hayes
or Gov. Timim can take tha oath, tbe acting
Vice President, Seuatur T. W. Ferry, of Michi-
gan, will be President of the United States.

Tbat the next President will nut be sworn ia
on Sunday, bas already been settled by histori-
cal precedent. The Constitution provide tbat
the President and or the United
States shall bold their term of four years, but no
provision was made by the Cramers of that in-

strument when the four years' term should com-
mence. By au act of Congress, passed Septem-
ber 13, 1788 the Constitution at that time hav-
ing been ratified by a sufficient number of
States tbo time set for the inauguration of tho
first President of the United Slate and the com-
mencement of tbe workiug of tbe uew Constitu-
tion was tue first Weduesday in March, 17tfi),
that being the 4th of March. In fact, however,
the inauguration or President Wasbfugtou did
nut take place until Wednesday, April 30, eight
weeks after the designated time. In mors than
uu history it has been erpjneously statad that
tbe Constitution went into effect and tbe inang
nratiou took place ou the 4tb of March, tbat be-

ing neither tbe day appointed uor the actual
day of either event.

Uefurs tbe second term of President Washing-ton- ,
the day fur commeucing the term or office

was ebauged. The act r March 1, 179J, provid-
ed tbat tbe tern, of four vrars for which a Presi- -

rdent and shall be elected, shall
in all cases comuieuce ou tbe 4lb day of March
next succeeding the day ou which tbe rote or
the electors shall have beeu giveu. The Ith of
March, 1793, on whicb, by law, tbe second term
of President Washington commenced, fell ou
Sunday. There is no record stating exactly the
day ou which Washington took tbe oath uf of-
fice, but frum his known character, and from tbe
course of after proceedings in similar case,
there is little donl.t bis second Inauguration was
on Monday, March S.

Tbe next occurrence Jof the 4th of March in a
Presidential year falling nn a Sunday, ' was' Iu
litil, when President Monro coaiinenerd hi
second term. Tbe Xalional Inttllijttetr of
March describes tbe scene, and said the oath
was administered by Chief Justice Marshall.
The proceedings took place in the Honse or Rep-
resentative.

Tbe third occurrence or this kind was ia 1849,
wbsu President Tavlor was inaugurated. Ia
this instance, also, tbe ceremoule,took place on
Monday, t he 5t h of March.

Next year the President-elec- t will , therefore,
be inaugurated ou Mouday, the 5vb of March,
instead of Sunday, the 4lh. There fs'no special
law bearing on the subject, but the proceeding
fdlnw tbe general rule, tbat for legal purpose
8 in ay is a tit ao, aud Saturday, the 3d. of
Maicu thereloiv, only end wbeu Mouday, tbe
fith or March, begins. Tbe rale is followed la
Congressional when it ha happen-
ed that Saturdays sitting ha beeu prolonged
until Mouday, tbe records sbowiug no evidence
of part of tbe proceedings' haviug taken place 'oa
Sunday. rTatJMsofe Star.
