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PROTECT YOCB FBPIT TREES.

Then, we say, begin on the rabliin. Protect
your trees at all hazards. There are a great
niany ways to effect thin, but they all involve
work. Abont every rchanlit ami nurseryman
has his own way of doing this, and the success
of the way depends inneb niou energy and per-

sistence. One man will tell you to get a grey-
hound and keep the rabbit hunted down ; being
no hunter, we cannot vouch for the success of
this plan. Another will tell us to get' a liver, or
a bucket of blood from the butcher's, nud rub
the bloody liver or the blood upon the trees as
high up as the rabbits can reach ; this plan is us-
ually effectual as long as the blood remains on
the trees, but to be entirely safe will generally
need renewing once ir twice during the winter.
It is safe toavojd any greasy substance in smearing
the trees, for while we may possibly keep off the
rabbits we may coax'tbe hungry dogs to gnaw onr
trees, not for the bark bnt for the grease. One
man reccommeuds a mixture made ofone pint of
fionr, four quart, of boiling water, and four
quarts of strong white-was- h, to be applied with
a troctn. And another reccommenus one part
unslacked lime, and two parts soft soap; slack
the lime in boiling water and paint the bodies
of the trees with the composition. We are try-
ing a composition made of flour one pint, fresh
lime one pint, soft soap one pint, and water
enough to bring the whole to the consistency of
ordinary oil paint. This we have applied to sev-
eral hundred trees with a brush.

Now, we do not feel quite sure of any of these
compositions, for in au emergency the rabbits
may find it convenient to go through any of
them. In ninety-nin- e cases out of a hundred
they may prove ail that is needed, yet tbey may
sometimes fail. If we tie up our trees with hay,
straw, or other material, we shall make a snre
thing of it; and if we put on this protection so
that it can remain next season, it may serve an-
other important purpose in protecting the trees
from scalding by the sun if the grasshoppers de-
foliate them, as they very likely may.

Of all the modes of protection which we have
tried or seen tried, those plans which dispose of
the rabbit suit us best. Trap him if you can,
but poison him whenever and wherever it can
be done. Dead rabbits eat no trees and will have
no young rabbits in the spring. A pound of ar-
senic and a bushel of apples or sweet potatoes
are a good investment at this season of the year.

Quarter your apples, (or sweet potatoes will
do as well,) roll them in arsenic, and scatter
tbem over your grounds just at evening, where
you find the tracks of the rabbits. Early in the
morning gather up the nnconsnmed pieces for
safety. Keep putting the pieces out each eve-
ning for a few days, takiug them up in the morn-
ing, and you will have no further trouble with
the rabbits unless they come from surrounding
farms. In that case you must use more arsenic.
We prefer the poison wherever it can be used
without danger to the family or domestic ani-
mals. There should be some concert of action in
tho destruction of this pest of the orcbardist.
Our first object will be, of course, to protect our
trees. Our second should be to render the pro-
tection effectual by tbe entire destruction of the
rabbits themselves. Prof. Gale.in Industrialist.
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COVEBIira ITB1VBEBBIB.
It Is hardly necessary to inform our readers

that all strawberries, no matter how hardy they
are reported to be, winter better by being cov-
ered before the severe weather of winter fairly
eta in, or even afterwards, if before the first

thaw. Evergreen branches have one importaut
advantage they may be put .on before winter
begins, without any danger of smothering the
green plants. We have found a very thin cover-
ing, if only enough to hide the ground below, of
decided benefit, the plants coming out a fresh
bright green when the evergreens are taken off
in the spring, instead of the dnll green or brown
when exposed. The crop is earlier, the plants
beginning to grow vigorously at tbe first warm
weather. The evergreen branches may be placed
in regular even lines, lapping like shingles, the
branches lengthwise with the rows, giving the
beds a positively ornamental appearance, instead
ol the rough look caused by the use of straw, lit-
ter, or coarse manure. Oa largo plantations,
evergreens cannot often be used to advantage,
and straw must be employed, in which case rye
straw Is best, on account of its stiffness, while
tn... uu.lllQ outtn , OS Ut UitlD, IS UUJCUUUUaUlG, US
it settles compactly when wet, aud tends to
mother tbe plants. Even corn-stal- effect a'
valuable service, ifspread so thinly that half the

surface is bare, by shielding from sun and wind,
and holding the surface enow. In providing any
kind of covering, it must be borne in mind thata green growth of leaves, like those of the straw-
berry, are easily injnred by smothering, and that
whatever protection is employed, it must be per-
vious to air. Farmers understand this, as ap--5

lied to green wheat plants, which are killed by
eep drifts of snow. This precaution is not so

necessary in case uf shrubs which have dronned
their leaves, or of hcrbaeeous-nerennial- s or bulbs.
the leaves and stems of which die down before
winter.

Country residents often havo a number of ev-
ergreen trees planted abont their dwellings,
that are either extendisg their limbs too far and
interfering with other growth, or else becoming
distorted, as they increase in size. Cutting off
portions of these limbs at a folk (so as not to
leave a dead stump) will improve tbem, and af-
ford a quantity of "brush" which is just the
thing for the strawberry beds. Evergreen
screens often receive more or less cutting' back,
in which case aa abundant supply of protecting
material may be obtained. Country Gentleman.
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Saving- - Seed Corn.
The failure of seed corn to germinate, last

Spring, was so general that it is evident that
the cause is not generally known, or, if other-
wise, precautionary measures were not observ-
ed, ivory farmer who had a failure in this re-
spect last Spring, should understand tbe cause of
it, and so apply tbe remedy in the future. Last
Fall was wet, cold and frosty, while seed corn
was being saved. This fact would suggest that
corn will fail to grow if frozen before it is dried.
A fact has just come to my kuowledge that sub-
stantiates this conclusion.

A friend told me this circumstance: he usual-
ly traces up his seed corn aud hangs it in his
garret-- a warm and dry place. He did so last
Fall with all but oue trace, a very nice one.
Being in a hurry, he hung it up in tbe com
bouse, and there it remained till it was wanted
for planting. He said that it was not exposed to
aweat or steam from other grain. Iu the Spring,
while planting that from tbe garret, he came to
a choice part of the field, and tbe thought struck
him that he would pjant that best trace. He
did so, and the result was that, while the garret
com came up well, of the trace from the corn
house, to use his own words, one kernel in
ten came up."

This would indicate that seed corn should be
hung in a dry and warm place nmil dry, to say
the least. Perhaps it would be well for farmers
to observe this precaution in saving seed here-
after, T. W. in y. B. Farmer.

Pbotbctiox Against Rabbits. As Winjcr
approaches, the orchardist, in regions, where
rabbits abound, will, if he is a careful man, take
some precautionary measures to prot ect his trees
from these pests.

There are many things which may bo applied
to the stems of the trees which will prevent their
attacks, among which wo will name a few :

Sulphur, soot and lime, made into a thin paste
and spread over tbe bark, is an excellent pre-
ventive, as the rabbits havo no liking for such a
mixture. Cow manure and lime will answer
the same purpose, but must be applied pretty
thick and well spread on the bark. When tar
can be had, it may be spread upon common
brown paper, the latter wrapped around the
stem tar side out. Coarse strips of bark from
some forest trees form an excellent guard, if
placed around the stem and held in place with a
strong cord or wire.

Some such precautionary measures should be
practiced in regions where mlce'and rabbits are
require to employ many eolmes ifyou gavo them'
publicity.

Watch the Pigs. Do not neglect the pigs
and let them "root hog or die," during the win-
ter. The leas rooting tbey have to do now the
better off they will be in the spring. Help them
to grow through tbe winter months and, they
will be able to uke care of themselves through
tbe balance of the year. Do not allow tbem to
occupy the same straw for bedding longer than
a week at a time ; burn up tbe old leaves and re-
place tbem with fresh bedding; this will pre- -,

vent them from becoming lousy. A bed in an
open lot away from a shed of any kind, and
where the rays of the snu can reach it, is prefer-
able except in severe weather. It will secure
tbem from the dust that is sure to accumulate in
a bed under shelter. "An ounce of preventive is
worth a pound of cure." Keep them clean and
well provided with fresh water and plenty of
food, and you will have no occasion to look for
a recipe for hng cholera.

Remedy for Diputbkma. A correspondent
of the Boston Journal writes that he has used the
following remedy for diphtheria in a great many
hard cases, and in not one has it failed to effect
a cure. It is as follows: Procure some pitch
tar not gaa tar put a little ou a hot iron ; in-

vert a fuunel over the smoke, and let.tbe patient
inhale as much as possible, without strangling,
for a few' minutes, five or six times a day. Du-
ring tbe intervals let the patient have small
pieces of ice to keep as near the root of the tongue
m possible.

A large number of ladira assembled yesterday
afternoon in the lecture mom of tbe Homeopath-
ic College, to listen to a lecture by Professor J.
W. Streeter, which partook rather of a plain talk
with the mothers. Beginning with a reference
to the utter helplessness, the entire dependence
of tbe little one jnst entering life, he stated that
bis object was to place a beacon light, to sound
a danger bell, to give in some wa a word of
warning to the mother. One bit 'of comfort we
are sure will bo appreciated by all ycuug moth-
ers, and that is the fact that nnmerousdays of
sputtering and crying and weeping and wailing
are actually necessary to reach the distant air
cells of a baby's lungs, and aro not therefore to
be reganled as a subject of alarm. Much inter-
esting iiifiinntion was giveu regarding tbe bath-
ing and dressing of young infants, and a young
mother's earliest vision of happiness was ruth-
lessly demolished by the assertion thiit a baby
does not possess actual intelligence rintil after
the first month of its existence.

Tbe question of What shall we feed the baby t
was next discussed, and tbe respective merits
were shown of nature's food, milk, in its natural
form and condensed, and tbe various prepara-
tions that are in common use.

Professor Streeter highly recommended "the
use of freshly condensed milk (not that iu cans)
aa more generally agreeing with the little ones,
though this should be nsed with other food oat-
meal, farina, corn starch, arrow root, or "som-
ething of the kind. He was emphatic, also, on
the necessity of changing the food so soon as it
seemed to disagree with tho children.

After a short sketch of tbe ailments conse-
quent to the teething period, and a brief descrip
tion of what are generally regarded as "children's
diseases," including croup, chicken-pox- , mnmps,
measles, and whooping cough, tbo much dreaded
scarlet fever was alluded to and described- - He
stated that but abont two-fifth- s of tbe children
were susceptible to this disease, and but few ad-
ults. The period of incubation is variable, in
some cases the child being taken ill iu a few
hours after exposure, aud in others several weeks
elapsing. Tbe most common' symptoms are a
high fever, either with or without a chill, vomit-
ing, very frequently delirium, nnd iu from six to
twelve boars tbe appearance of tbe rash on the
neck and chest. He dwelt particularly on the
watchful and unceasing care reqnired when the
child is apparently recovered, and claimed that
iu tcs ui a roiauso -- luu uiusi serious results
were liable in tbo more mild cases ; the disease
not having fully spent itself. Of the maliguaut
type of the disease there is but little to say;
with its advent tho death angel flutters his
wings over our dwellings, and rarely passes by.
Of the preventives which may be nsed, the time
honored one of belladonna is highly recommend-
ed, as is also the snlpho-carbolat- e of soda, of
which is to bo given five grains night and morn-
ing, dissolved in water. This will not only guard
against the disease, bnt fortify the system iu ad-
vance, so that if already exposed the attack will
in all probability be but slight. The lecture
was listened to with intense interest by the large
number of ladies present, plainly showing their
appreciation of the opportunity of gaining more
light on this all important subject.

m iiCelery aa a Cure.
The habitual daily nse of this vegetable is

mnch more beneficial to man than most people
are aware oi. A writer who is familiar with its
virtues says: "I have known many meu and
women who, from various causes, had become so
much affected by nervousness that when tbey
stretched ont their hands tbey shook like aspen
leaves on a windy day, aud by a moderate dasly
nse of the blanched footstalks of celery as a sal-
ad they became as strong and steady in limb as
other people.

To this we may add that a prominent Now
York druggist draws iu Winter from his soda
fountain a hot extract of celery, mixed with
Liebig's weat extract, under tbe name of ox cel-
ery. It is a nourishing drink at lunch time, far
better than coffee or tea, and is doing a great
deal of good in this neighborhood to promote
temperance. We give celery almost daily to onr
canary birds, and it cures them of fits ; tbey are it
little animals, with very delicate uerves, easily
frightened, 'and therefore tney need such a rem-
edy very mnch, and the relish with which they to
take it is a proof that their iustiuct guides them
to oat.what is good for them. A manufacturer of
perfumer' of onr acquaintance, some years ago,
commenced to prepare an extract of celery seed,
put np in bottles, and intended to give strength
to old or exhausted persons who, by

havo reached snch a state as to require
restoratives.

remedies in the early stages of diphtheria. This toterrible disease appears under three varieties or
forms: First, there is a fever, severe pains iu
tbe back, bones aud limbs, aud very great pros-
tration. There may be no soreness of tbe throat,
but on examining it, small white specks will be
noticed on the tousils, but few or none on tbe
rest of the throat. These cases will recover un-
der any and every variety of treatment in four
to six days. Tbe great, bnt false, reputation of
many remedies and physicians is based upun the
necessarily favorable results of these cases.
Second. Large patches of false membranes will
be observed both on the tousils anil back of tbo
throat ; but the glands of the neck do not be
come swollen. The majority of these cases will II.also recover under very simple treatment, un
less tbe disease extends down to tbe windpipe,
which it rarely does. Third. Trne maliguaut
diphtheria, with swelling of the glands of the
neck and under the jaw; profuse nud often offen-
sive exudations in tbe mou'h and throat; more
or less discharge from tbe nostrils. Chlorate of aud
potash is a disinfectant as well as a curative
remedy, and if given pure "and dry upon the
tongue every hour, night and day, will rarely
disappoint the practitioner. A small dose every
nigbt may act as a preventive remedy. Some
times tauin may be given more readily than the she
chlorate of potash. Tho sulphate of iron is rath-
er more irritant, and mnst be given in smaller
quantities. Tbe main points iu the use of these I
remedies are to give tbem dry upon the tongne,
and frequeutly and regularly both by night and It.
day. cine,

An Excellent Recipe fob C uiu.no Hams.
The Sural Xm Yorker gives the following quan-
tities for twelve hams: Take three pounds of
fine salt, one-ha- lf poand of saltpeter, ponuded
fine, and one pint of molasses, llix the above
well together, and rnb each ham with tbe mix-
ture. Then pnt tbem in a cask and Jet them
stand four or tire days, after which Jhey should ;

be reversed, the top hams beiug pnt in the bot
tom, sprinkling uno salt uetweeu eacti layer;
again let them stand five days, wheu a pickle
should bo prepared aud put on them, composed
of salt and water, strong enough to bear
a" egg. Always pack lums with skin side I
down, and so continne till cask is full or pork and

taken
gives ont. After remaining in the pickle six
weeks, the hams should be taken ont, strings
pnt through them, and hung up to drain for four ibis
or five days, whon they should be marked and it.
branded and seut to the smoke bouse. Fur keep-
ing them through the summer months, when
they are liable to be iufested with worms etc.,
wrap them well iu brown paper and pack in a
case or barrel, with a liberal snmdy of good dry
wood ashes between and aronud them. In ta-
king one ont for dw. be particular to cover tho
rest with tbe ashes. I have nsed this recipe for"
years, ana nave always hail hue meat. .
