The'Kreat iiest of the orchard, the borer,
hhould be looked for and destroyed an boon as
possible. After having cut nway all the suck-
ers, if any exist, carefully remove the earth from
the trees to the depth of an inch or so, smooth-
ing over the eurface of the ground; and if the
borer hare already commenced their work np-i-

the --trees tbey will soon pre evidence of it.
The ground will be dotted with small parcels of
what may appear to be saw dust ; and if the
tree is carefully examined wheu found, a small
hole will be keen, thus showing that the borer is
alreadv at work. J When' this is observed, the
best way is to tbrnst a flexible wire into the
hole, and by gently pushing it, it will reach and
destroy the grub. Watch the trees carefully for
a number of successive roomings, arid all of the
grnbs can be easily killed. Do not allow the
grass to grow close around the trcy a an easy
hiding place for the grnb is made. Such small
lamps as need to be removed, can now"be"easily
seen, and much less time will b consumed in
removing them now than when the foliage 'has
tuade Its appearance. All rough, deu! bark
should be serened off. care beinir taken not to in
jure the tender bark bcueath. With a little at- - j

tcntion girtu o removing the eggs of the cater
pillar, much labor and trouble later in the sea
son may be avoided. These egg are usually de-
posited iu the forks of the trees, or on the ex-

tremities of the young branches. It may be well
to wash the trees with strong soap suds or whale
oil soap, thereby destroying all fungus growth,
as vt ell as killing such insects as find a lodging
place in the crevices of the bark. Itistobecou
stantly kept in mind that to have go-id-

, thrifty
trees, and a plentiful crop of fruit, the land
onght to be plentifully manured, and the soil
made mellow by cultivation.

A crop of fmit takus from the soil as well as
any other crop, and the bent result can only be
obtained where thorough cultivation of the or-

chard is added to constant care of the trees. It
does not do to wait until the trees have
become nniigbtly and and then
attempt to restore them by an indiscriminate
cutting of branches and scraping of trnnks. Con-
stant vigilance is the price of good fruit, as will
as f many other desirable thiugs; and no one
need expect a profitable crop, except the condi-
tions necessary for such a result have beeu fully
complied with.

Ilogr Cholera.
Among the preliminariei forgetting rid of this

troublesome qisease, w e would recommend that
the animal be allowed the free nso of his nose,
and free access to woodland or meadows. In a
word, let the hog get back to first principles
again in the mode of his life. Avoid g

and long confinement in any one place. Al-
low bim variety in bis diet. Give him some-
thing else besides clear corn. It may be that
our farmers have been too anxious, and iu too
great a harry to convert their com Into pork,
and so iuto money; forgetting that 6iich a trans
mutation takes time and patience mid skill. If
so, let them remember lust a vanning ambition
iu money-makin- as in everything else, is pret-
ty snre to over-lea- p itself and fall ou the other
side.

In conclusion, we are heartily glad that capa-
ble and scieutitic men aro taking hold of the
matter. Farmers in Iowa (and perhaps else-
where) who have diseased hogs are requested to
forward to Dr. Tracr small quantities of the-- j

blood of such bogs, together with a plain and
full statement of the keeping and locality. The
blood will be chemically analyzed at the StJte
Agricultural College. In this way, during the
next j ear, doubtless, very much valuable Infor-
mation can be obtained.

JSinco writing the above, we find that Frof. J.
B? Turner, than whom there is perhaps no more
scientific aud practical farmer in the land, claims
that hog cholera is the result of over feed, and a
constant and nndue effort to fatten ; that the hog
isa'natural scavenger, and should have more va-
riety and offal for his food.. Prairie Farmer.

Hay for Fuel.
The people of wide prairies of Minnesota seem

to have solved the fuel question in a somewhat
novel manner. If hay answers a good pnrpose
for fuel iu the intensely cold climate of that
State, it certainly could successfully be used
here. Wo clip the following extract from a let-
ter which appeared in the Chicago Times from a
correspondent writing'from Mankato:

At Worthington, the seat of this colony, is a
Btcam mill, that sends off by rail a hundred bar-
rels of the finest and best flour manufactured in
the State, daily. This mill is operated by steam,
and the steam is generated by burning hay. To
see the monster revolving at a speed of
fifty times a minute, indicates a solution of tb-fu-

question that has so long stood as a barrier
to the settlement of oar Western prairies. The
universal answer of these settlers, when asked
how they get along without wood or coal, is :
"Oh, that is the least of the troubles. We find
hay to be much cheaper than woodr even if we
owned wood lots within a day's drive." The
bay can be put in the stack at each man's door
at a cost of less than two dollars a ton, and ten
tons will furnish fuel for one stove through' the
Winter, .md this hay the settlers put up while
tbey have no other work to do, and would other-
wise be idle. Ingenious individuals among these
settlers have patented hay burning stoves, and
machines Ifor twisting the hay into the knots or
sticks, and so tuck iu the ends that tbey remain
firm, tbongh bandied many times over. Iota
BegUttr.

Charcoal for Hogs
Prevention is better than euro. It is far bet-

ter to supply auimals with what their systems
need, than to havo them become sick for the
want of it. Some persons never think of giving
Bait to bogs, where tbey need it just as much, if
not more than cattle, sheep or horses. They
will not thrive well without it. But charcoal .is
also very desirablo fur hogs. We are reminded
of this as we sit at the depot waiting for a rail
road train. AH along the railroad truck, are hogs
eating the coal that has dropped from the fur-
nace of the locomotive. Tbey eat the coal as
tbey would eat corn. Have farmers never seen
their hogs eat the coal in the ashes they threw
ontf Fur many years we have made a practice
of hnrning charcoal for our hogs not a large
pit, but enough fur the hogs for a year. This is
led to them occasionally, and they go for it, like
children do for caudy. They have had no hog
cholera or other diseases. They have pure water,
salt twice a week, charcoal thrown to them once
a week, and they thrive aud keep in good order
all tho while. If farmers would pursue a similar
coarse with their hogs, we are sure that we
should hear less about deaths from hog cholera.

Ifon-t- Estimate the Weight of Lit e Iloga.
The following rulo for tstimatiug tha weght of

live bogs we fiud in the Xational Lice Slock Jour-
nal : "From tho first 100 ten. deduct 23 Its. from
gross; from the second 100 Its. deduct 1SJ lbs.;
from the third 100 Its. dednct 6. All over the
third 100 Is net. Thus a bog of 300 Its., live
weight, will give 3561 cct weight ; and as a rule,
43 Its. should be allowed for shrinkage ou every
hog of 300 Its. or over. A hog of 100 Its. will
net 75 Its.; one of 150 Its.-li- one of 300 Its.
162J ; one of 250 Its. 209J." This, of coarse, is
only as close an approximation as can be given
for the general average of hogs as brought to the
market. If they are tbiu, there is more shrink-
age. If large and well fatted, and especially if

bred, they will often shrink even less. " We
lave known instances where the shrinkage

amounted to only one sixteenth of the live
weight.

IIow TO GetUid op Them. We urge the
farmers to organize for a general and systematic
war on the young grasshoppers, this Spring.
Permit no burning of grass till the pests have
all hatched out. We suggest that the County
Commissioners fix upon a time for sweeping the
surface of the County by a general conflagration
of the grass. At night would be better than du-
ring the day, as the hoppers leave the fields and
retire to the grass as night approaches. Ditch-
ing should "be generally adopted. Two men
with a loug rope covered with hay or straw can
clearalarge'snrfacnof gronnd, and destroy the
roost with the necessary ditching. JVtchita Bea
