A VETERAN.—We see it stated that the Satur-
day Erening Post, of Plilsdelphia, bas been sold
at Sherifl’s sale. Whether the paper will be dis-
continned or not, is not stated. The Post was by
far the oldest literary paper in the United States
—having been established in 1820 or 1=21—and
for years, before the adveat of the Ledgers and
the Weeklies, was the most popular paper in the
country. Old and middle-aged people of to-day
will remember when the Post was the favorite
paper in their fathers’ families. It was at the
beight of its popularity between the years 1533
and 1860. Tt once published an article in favor
of the abolition of slavery, which caused it the
loms of 45,000 snbscribors in the SBoulh. Between
the years 150 and 1535, the Post was pablished
by Samnel Coates Atkioson, in counection with
the famous Atkinson's Caslket, which was the mag-
srino of that day. They were afterwards par-
chased by George B. Graham, whe contivned the
publication of the Past, and chauged the name of
the Casket Lo Grakam's Magazise. Subsequently,
the Post was published for some years by Sawuel
D. Patterson & Co., then by Heury Peterson,
then by Descon & Peterson, aud afterwards by
different other publishers; but for some years
past, it had lost its ancient prestige. Some of
the most celebrated writers in the United States
were contributors to the Foesl, in its palmy days
—among them, Jobn Lofland, (the lamented
“Milford Bard,”) Dr. Robert Montgomery Bird,
(suthor sf “Nick of the Woods,") Joseph R.
Chandler, Bayard Taylor, who wrote his first let-
ters from Earope for this paper, Grage Green-
wood, and scores of others. The ill-duck of the
Post will cause a pang of regret i the breasts of
msny, as they are reminded of the days of long

age.

The lead-
ing facts are given respecting 8,574 separate pub-
lications, designating the politiclal or other dis-
tinetive character, the frequency of issue, the
oames of publishers, ete., and showing bow many
of each edition (daily, weekly, monthly, elc.) are
published in esch State and Territory in the
United States and Provinee in British America.

The book is elegantly printed from new type,
and, beside its mine of information, it contains
poriraits of leading New York jouroalists, and
illostrations of the extensive offices where the
publishers transact their bosiness in Now York,
Philadelphia, and Boston. It is sold at the low
price of §1.00 per eopy, and is certainly cheap at
the price to any busivess man who does adver-
tising, or to any person who is interested in the
extent of the Newspaper business in America.

However careful thepublishers may have been
toavoid the errors of other Directories, they have
been imposed upon and led into errors equally

A Newspaper Relie.

Dr. Hopkins, of SBeverance, has sout us a copy
of a uewspaper which be foond in an Eastern
Medical College, and which is snpposed to have
been left by au Ohio physician. It is a copy of
The Obio RBeyister, Vol. 1, No. 23, published at
Mount Vernop, Obio, Scptember 25, 1816 It is
a small quarto, eontaining three eolumns to the
page, and is printed on the coarse, Linish-gray
paper common in that day. It was published
every Wednesday, by Jolin P, Mejrdle, who also
earried on book-bLinding in counection with bis
“priuting bonse.”™ The teriun are the usaal ones
of the time—82 a year in advance; $82.50 if not
paidat the expiration of six months; ani §3 if not
paid tiil the end of the year. Ho also advertised
that be wonld pay a “generous price” for clean
cotton and lives rags, if delivered at the office.

They were just on the eve of 4 Stale election,
and polities secmed to be warm. The paper
carried no ticket at its mast-head, but diferont
correspondents and officers of publie mectings
present tickels for publication, which, they say,
will be supported by mauy voters. The leading
candidate for Governor was Thomas Worthing-
ton ; but Ethan A. Brown, James Duanlap, and
Othniel Looker, were also candidates. Iugwever,
an item from the Naskingum Messenger says that
it has authority for stating that Ethan A. Brows,
of Cincinnati, is not a eandidate for Governor.
Peter Hitclhicock, Joseph Vanece, Joseph Foos,
and David Clendinen, are annoanced as candi-
dates for Congress from that Distriet. William
Gavitt, of Licking, William Stanberry, of Licking,
and Joseph Brown, of Kuex, are candidates for
the State Senate, to represent the Counties of
Licking, Knox and Richland.

United States, snd that it will then be their daty
to wotify a time and place within the eity of
Philadelpha for the election of the directors.

It is announced that a bill has passed the Brit-
ish Parliament, anthorizing the exportation of
machinery for the erection of a mint in the Unit-
ed States of America. Also, that in Canadas, spe-
cie is said to be 2 per cent. below par, compared
with New York notes; adding, “it will be re-
membered that its exportation is prohibited.”

“Great News” from Eorope had been re-
ceived by vessel from Cadiz. The American
Counsul had received a letter in five days from
Madrid, which avunounced a declaration of war
on the part of Russia against Prussia.

“X", says: “It is well
known that the Supreme Court is orerburdened with
work—it is far hebind its docket—some three or four
bundred eases, nt loast, anl this from no faalt of ita
owp, ax its Judges are men well-known, of cstablished
character, and p ing both indusfry and ability.
Bat it resalts from the Inw which now allows an in.
finite number of small cases, involving no iwporfant
legal principle, and of trivisl amount as to the sulject
of controversy, to encumber the docket of the Ba-
preme Court, and to oceupy the time and energies of
its Jodges.” The italics are mine. Thew, “X'™ rem-
edy is to limit the right of appeal, in Justice and Dis-
trict Courts, to 8 much lorger amount than the pres-
ent law allows, and thus relieve the Sapreme Bench
of work—regutiless of the rights of litigants who may
wish to get relief in sald Supreme Conrt, failing to
get it in the inferior Courta.

With all due defercnce to the dignity of the Sa-
preme Bencli, the chameter of its Jadges, ete., permit
we o asy, that one cause, as much as any other, of
the difienlty complained of by “X.” nml by many ut-
tormers and litigants, is the lack iu the Supreme Court
as u body, of that very industry nscribed to each and
every metber of said Sapreme Court by “X." Grant
them the ahility which “X" says thoy possess, surely,
then, the “infinite number of suall cases, involving
no important legal principle,” would be briedy decid-
ed, and disposed of i fiately, or soon after hav-
ing been heanl, without ooenpying but very little of
the time and very little of the encrgies of said Judg-
es. Time and energy thus huslanded, conld be given
to the bearing amd determining of other caunses ; and
that infinite number of small coses, which are such a
banden, could be disposed of, snd thus the Court be
relivved of about all the busines before them, accord-
ing to the language of. “X;” for, as I nnderstand it,
thut word infinite would include the couple of hun-
dred cases on the docket each term.

The fact is, that many of the cases that go to the
Saprewe Court do not invelve wany new sl import-
ant legal principles : but from the number of cases
reeersed every term, lawyers believe that, unimport-
aut as they are in that respeet, they are important to
their elients, and should be devided aceonling to law,
and hence they find their way to that tribupal. If
the people aud uttorness bl more confidenco in the
ability of the inferior Conrts of onr State, many of
the District as well as the Justice Courts, (hen thess
smali cases, involving unimportant legal principles,
would never reach said Supreme Conrt: bt innssnch
as the attorneys bave not that confidencs in sl in-
ferior Courtas they are in many cases compelled to go
to the Saprems Court, in order 1o got a determination
of their clients’ rights upon which they can rely, be-
lieving that said Supreme Conrt will guiekly dispose
of them rightly; for lawyers of the ability and expe-
rience such as 8 Supreme Bench is generally compos-
ed of, should have no diffieulty in dechling them as

the Commissioners revise See. 11, ch. T, of the General
Statutes of 1868, which now reads as follows: “The
opinien  of the Court shall, in all cases, us soon as
practicable, be reduced te writing, and filed in the
eanse to which it relates,” to read as follows, after the
wornl filed : Provided, that in no case shall the filing
of the opinion be delayed for o Jouger periel than
three months after the tinal hearing of sabl eause.
