Hog Cholera.
Atciiios, JCaniaj, Jan. 14, 1878.

EmtobCuief: Please say to your readers that I
will undertake, for a few of the poor farmers, to cure
"hog cholera." No cure, no pay; good cure, big pay

provided tho aforesaid farmers will enter into the
following covenants with me :

1. They must move the hogs to a new lot, or xay
for the disinfectants to cleanse the old ones.

2. They must kill or quarantine all hogs in which
the disease is apparent.

3. The herd must be provided with itbe watlii,
cither by drawing from a cleansed well, or by cleans-
ing brook water.ty Special pains must bo taken to prevent the
hogs (or cattle after which they feed) from drinking
ditch water, or the sewage of tho pig-pe- n or rattle
lot, or the drainage of any other hog lot.

4. The well must be protected from this sewage, or,
where wells are impossible, the water must be either
boiled or disinfected.

5. In a community where hogs run at large, the
pen must be protected from contact with outsido hogs,
even to the sucking pigs.

6. During the trial, the hog's food must be thrown
where he can eat it without its being allowed iu
filth.

When all this is done, I will undertake to disinfect
the hogs, inside and out lungs, liver, guts, blood,
nud all.

This done, and the hogs turned to clean water and
a clean lot, the disease is at an end.

I am satisfied that cattle feeding and pork making
are substantially incompatible, where conducted up-
on the plan of feeding the corn of the hog to the cuttle
first. The feeder wants his lot in some valley, through
which flows running water. We will suppose that
towards the head waters of this stream, the disease
breaks out "sporadically." Xow, the disease is

propagated by "germs," or "seeds," and
these probably do not float in the air, but are washed
down the hillside with tho brook, or drain through
the joint clay, into the well or spring. Now, the cat-

tle feeder's desire to get shelter and water, causes
him, iu all prairie countries, to drop into those "nooks"
where there is water and timber. These nooks then
become, as it were, arteries for the dissemination of
hog cholra seed. Yet the feeder stands at his gate,
as the Jews at the Passover stood at their'doors, with
a miraculous wash, or pinch of powder, which, spat-

tered npon the lintels, is to exorcise the scourge. As
well might the farmer expect to exorcise the grass-
hoppers by casting ashes iu the air. The disease is a
filth disease, bf the typhoid fever type, and at its In-

ception is a special leaven, or ferment in the small
intestines. There it can be cured, and the spread of
the disease arrested ; bnt after absorption into the
blood, it is difficult, if not impossible. But of what
avail to core, if the animals are presently to be

1 Tho animals would hare to be dosed every
third day, by medicine cure. Xow, while it is difficult
to stamp out .the disease after cattle, I do not consider
it impossible; and after trying it on other lots, will
tackle the cattl lots, if I succeed on the others. Par-
