Editor of1 the Times : I promised iu a form-

er article on bivea, to give io due time my plan
of transferrins bees from tbe old box or log biven
into tbe frame hive. Tbe first tbing to do after
getting tbe new bives is to get some cotton rags
and make a roll of ao inch and t balf in diame-
ter, and roll or wrap some paper around the same.
This being done, get your table or a box tall
xnongli to answer tbe purpose; set in a room, or

Kmoke-bons- e will do; also have some thorns of
the red haw bntb, a'jd a number tbiiteen brad
awl, with wbicb to make boles for the thorns
through the frames, to which tbo combs mar be
fastened. Take a common butcher knife, and
have a pail of water near by. All things being
in .readiness, jou will net lire to one end of your
roll of ram. with which run will sten boldly on
toyonrbiveof been, and pnffa full smoke
into tbe bottom of the hire, wbicb will cause
tbe bees at once to till themselves with honey.
Give them five miuutr time, that they may be
Well filled, and at tbo same time give them a lit-
tle mure smoke, as here is the whole secret of
jour having full control over their dispositions.

Xou- - turn the hive of bees Ujiitide-dow- and
sprinkle them with water. This wjll quiet them,
how carry tbem into tbe room where your table
is, and proceed at once to cut the nails with a
sharp could chisel aud hammer, taking off one
side of the old hive. Take out the brood-comb- s

carefully, and brush off tbe !ees into your new
hive, arid lay the combs carefully in a pile, and
do not bruise them, as you need all the young
brood to put into the frames of your now bive.
After you havtftlius taken all the combs out of
tbe old hive, you will brush the adhering bees
into the new hate. They will all cluster to-

gether, as if they had swarmed. You are now
ready to proceed with the fitting of tbe combs
into your frames, beiug careful to keep them
with the aatne end up in the frames as they were
in the old hive; hang the best brood near tbe
centre of your now hive, so the bees will clnstor
on tbem and keep up the necessary heat that is
required to hatch their young.

A very good article for brushing bees with is a
good goose qnilf, or tnrkey wing. Tbe operator
will hnd frequent nse for tbe bucket of water, in
order to keep his or ber bands clean, and I also
find it a fine antidote for bee stings when we
unfortunately squeeze or mash a bee. The white
thorns or red haw, referred to, are excellent arti
cles for fastening tbe combs iu tbe frames.

All the above being done in a ueat and me-
chanical manner, the new hive should be set at
tbe old stand, and yon will have thesatisQaction
of seeing tbe bees go to work at once. J. M.

Hammer Batter for Winter Use.
Prof. Arnold contributes to the New York 7W

tune tbe followiug excellent directions for ma-
king and packing butter so that it will keep :

Persons who wish to know bow to keep the
butter made iu hot weather for winter uso are
advised, first, to see that the cows are so circum-
stanced as to be qniet and comfortable. Cows
which are by any means worried, or heated by
too much exposnre to hot sun, or annoyed with
thirst, become feverish, and butler made from
tbeir milk will not keep. Sound and healthy milk
is a sine qua bos iu making batter to keep. Sec-
ond, the milk must not be kept so warm while
standing fur tbe cream to rise that tbo cream will
become stale before itcau bo raised and churned.
Butter made from stale cream has its death war-
rant signed aud sealed, and nothiug will prevent
it from going to destruction. To make butter
that will keep, tbe cream must be tresn it may
be a little sorr, but it must not be in any

stale. If the milk must stand in a warm
room, better churu the wholo milk when it bo-gi-

to sour, though it should be but twelve
hours old, rather than let it stand for the cream
to rise till its freshness is destroyed.

Neither should the cream, after skimming, be
long kept if it must be kept warm. If there is
not cream enough for a churning when it is in
tbe right condition, do not keep it till it spoil,
waiting for more, but supply tbe deficiency with
the milk, and let tbe churning go on before the
cream loses its fresh taste. Third, cool the cream
to sixty degrees, as near as may be, befurechurn- -

ing. Butter churned at a high temperature, so
that it comes soft aud white, is spoiled for keep-
ing. If good water is at hand, wash the butter-
milk out, but if not, press nut with ladle or lev
el with the least possible trictton. it must not;
on any account, be made greasy. If butter,either
in churning or making, is treated with so much
violence as to break tbe grain and make it greasy,
it will go to decay like bruised fruit and broken
eggs, and for similar reasons. Greasy butter is
so perishable that there is no use in packing it
away for a future day. It will depreciate from
tbe start and fail continually salt will not save
it. Many people have an idea that salting high
will save butter. Xo mistake could be greater.
It is tbe avoidance of injury in making wbitu
gives to butter its best keeping quality. Butter
not injured m mauuiaciuring is tuo oniy uiiticr
that will keep. Faulty butter will "go march-
ing ou" to destruction, though buriod iu tbo
best of salt.

Hew Apple Tree Enemy.
A species of beetle has made its appearance

this season, for the first time, ou tbo apple trees
in this part of the State, aud though their rava-
ges have not as yet been extensive, they give
promise of being as great a pest as tho Colorado
beetle, or the cnrcnlio. This bug mounts the
tree, and bites a hole of moderate size in the
ripening lruit. ivollowiog np the attack, lie cats
his way into tbe apple, and devours everything

Hints About Planting; Corn.
From conversations with farmers we learn

that much of the corn is unfit for seed. Some of
it was spoiled by remaining in the field all wint-
er, aud some of it by heating iu the cribs. Un-
less care is nsed in selecting seed, it will be im-

possible to secure a good stand. Examine the
germ of the seed, aud see' that it is sound. Also,
only uso tho largest ears of corn, and only the
grains from the middle of tbe cob. Tbe butt of
the car or the tip, where the grains are small or
badly formed, make poor seed. Most farmers
know this, bnt some do not exercise enough
care. Girarrl Press.

Fear Blight.
As soon as I discover pear blight, the leaves

turning dark, 1 take a pen-knif- e and slit the cen-
tre bark on all tbe limbs as high as I can reach,
aud thus down tbe trunk. The first time I tried
this remedy was tea years ago. Every limb re-

covered, and I bare repeated it as often as the
limbs have been affected. My trees are fine and
healthy now. Tbe theory is, poisoned sap es-
capes when the slit is made ; but tbe slit mnst
be made as soon as there is any appearance of
tbe blight. A. 1. World.

The Cost of" Fexces. The fences in tbe
United States are estimated to have cost $1,200,-000,00- 0,

or more thau balf the national debt, aud
to be worth two-third- s that enormous sum, or
(800,000,000. Tbe yearly expense to keep them
in good order and cattle-proo- f, is about 0,

or $3.50 to every man, woman, and child,
white, black, and red, iu this country. This is
the result of the unjust system of fencing every
man's stock out, instead of compelling every man
who owns stock to keep it fenced iu, so it cau-n-

trespass on any of his neighbors. Every
owner of cattle should care for them himself, in-

stead of compelling his neighbor, who probably
owns none, to do so. This is the law iu all Euro-
pean civilized regions, and also in Kansas, Col-
orado and Nebraska. iYnirfe farmer.

Sweet Cons. An Ohio farmer grows orcrSOO
acres of this crop annually. The drying house
employs fifty persons. Tbe fresh ears are steam-
ed five minutes to "set the milk;" the grain is
then cut off rapidly with cutters haviug coucave
faces ; then spread on perforate zinc tables, and
heat upplied four or five hours from long furna
ces, stirring constantly; then packed in barrels,
three bushels in each, for shipment. Great care
is required to have the corn of tho right age,
and to have it dried euougb to keep well. Four
bushels of corn on tbe cob make one bushel
dried, the wholesale price of which is $30 and
$23 per barrel.

SraaWnKKKiES. Uuless something is spread
about tbe plants to keep the berries from tbe
ground, rams will wash the earth upon them and
they mnst be washed before they can be used.
This washing takes away from the delicate fla-
vor of the fruit, and injures well ripened ones so
far as looks are concerned very much. A mnlcb
of boughs, bay, or straw, holds the fruit stems
from contact with the soil, and renders washing
tbe berries unnecessary.

Xs Slenr chicken Whole.
Take a large, tender chicken, and clean as for

roasting; wash it thoroughly in several waters,
and viipe it dry with a clean towel; then season
inside and outside, with salt and pepsr; bavo
ready as many oysters as the chicken will bold,
which take nut of their liquor, aud after remov-
ing all tbe little particle of shell that may ad-

here, pnt them into a colander aud let tbem
drain ; then season the oysters with salt and
pepper, and fill tbe chickeu with as many as it
will bold. After skewering it tight, 'pot it into
a tin nail with a closelv fittln'e top; put the pail
into a pot of boiling water, anil let it boil until ,
IPS CU1CKUII IS MJUUCI.

of corn starch made smooth in a little
cold milk. Boil np once, pour over the chicken,
and serve very hot.

How to Make Good Tea. According to Coop-

er, Cooper St. Co., of London, one of the largest
firms of tea merchants in the city, a good enp of
tea is not always secured by the purchase "of tbe
unadulterated gen nine leaf from the merchant.
A great deal depends upon bow it is prepared for
tbe table. In tbe first place the nse of metal,
pewter, audGerraan silver tea-pot- s is condemned
as detracting very much from tho value of the
tea ; silver, china, or earthenware pots being
recommended as the best iu which to brew "tbe
cup which cheers, but not inebriates." In the
next place, the water must boil, but must be
poured ou tbe tea tbe moment it boils, or, so
Messrs. Cooper think, it becomes hard, and will
not make the tea properly. Carbonate of soda,
nsed to soften tbe water, we are told, spoils the
tea. Finally, all tbe water suoum be pnt ou at
once, and the tea should be allowed to stand ten
minutes.

About Slops. In contagious times, in addi-

tion to tbe use of food aud driuk that has been
disinfected, great caution should be used in dis-

posing of tbe chamber slops. It would be safest
to treat those from every sick room as being a
deadly, insiduons poison, liable to be poured into
any well within two hundred feet;1i.blo to bo
washed into tbe stream or brook below, aud
thence tu bo returned to yon in the milk can ;
liable to be washed into pools aud ditches, anil
returned to you by tbo cows, in tho cream or
butter, by tbe ben in bor eggs, and by the pig in
his sausages. Nay, since Asiatic cholera, typhoid
fever, aud small pox are communicated to do-

mestic auimals, if yon aro a farmer, it may be
returued to yon with compound interest, iu the
form of chicken cholera, bog cholera, malignant
feven, etc. Kansas farmer.

CiiUR.sixo Aided. A contributor to the Maine
Parmer, who had trouble iu churning iu cold
weather, writes as follows:

"It frequently took me hours to bring my but-
ter. I now scald my milk, and my butter comes
in a few minutes. After the weather becomes
cool, the milk never gets sufficiently heated in
the cow's udder to reduce tbe globules thin aud
tender, consequently more churning is demanded
to break tbem, and they mnst be broken before
tho butter will como. I set tho pans ou tbo
stove (putting grates under tbem to prevent in-

juring tbe pans), aud let tbem stay till tbo milk
is qmte hot not boiling."

Mcllelv Leaves fob, Catardh. Tbo smoke
of mullein leaves has long been considered a
specific fur catarrh. It will, doubtless, in many
cases, alleviate, if it does not cure. Tbe leaves
shonld be thoroughly dried, and then used tho
same as tobacco iu a pipe. The smoke should
be pressed to the back of the mouth and exhaled
through tbe nose ; once or twice a week will
suffice, and should be persevered in. If properly
cured there will not be an acrid exudation. A
little piece of sponge in the bowl of tbe pipe wil 1

prevent the juice from passing to the mouth.

Cocoanut Cake. One-ha- lf cupful of butter,
one cupful sugar, one-ha- lf cupful sweet milk,
two cupful flour, two teaspoonfuls baking pow-
der, salt, three eggs, whites of two taken out for
icing. Frosting Whites of two eggs bcateu to
a stiff froth with egg beater, then, a teaspoonful
at a time, add twenty teaspoonfuls powdered
sugar, stirring it in with a knife. Bake cake in
jelly cake tius, spread each cake with icing, aud
sprinkle each evenly and thickly with desiccated
cocoanut.

The London Lancent very opportunely warns
the medical profession and others not familiar
with the symptoms of brain disease, of tbe urgent
necessity of treating "sleeplessness" as a warn-
ing symptom of brain disease. A "curious" pa-
tient, enrions because he cannot sleep, should at
once, fur his own sake and for that of others, be
carefully watched. Delirium tremens, traumat-
ic delirium, aud tho most dangerous forms of
mania aro all prone to give this warning token
of their presence, and scarcely aiiy other.

A poison of any description which has been
intentionally or accidentally swallowed, may, it
is said, be rendered almost instantly harmless
by simply swallowing" two gills of sweet oil. A
person with a very strong constitution shonld
take nearly twice the quantity. This oil, it is
alleged, will positively neutralize every form of
vegetable, animal, or mineral poison with which
physicians and chemists are acquainted.

How to Gbease a Carriage. When yon got'
grease your carriage, take some rags with you.
Remove tbe wheel, wipe off carefully the axle
clean and bright ; see that there is none left on
tbo insido of the hub band. Then only apply a
few drops of castor oil, which yon will find tbe
best, applied witb a feather, or dropped on, will
be sufficient. But it should be done ofleu, ac-

cording to tbe nse of the vehicle.

Iclvo that will Stick, but not Break.
One cupful white sugar; enough water to ais-ool-

it; set it on the stove and lot it boil nntil
it will "hair;" beat the white of one egg to a
stiff froth; pour tho heated sugar on tbe egg,
and stir briskly nntil cool enough to stay ou tbe
cake. The iciug should not be applied nntil the
cake is nearly or quite cold. This will frost the
tops of two common sized cakes.

Dr. Cornelius Fox writes in the Sanitary
Record : ''There can be no question in the mind
of any oue who has taken an interest in sanitary
subjects, that scarlet fever poison is dissemina-
ted by letters. Proofs of this accident have been
repeatedly afforded. The outbreak of this dis-

ease in a village post-ofihs- e has presented itself
to my notice, on two occasions, aud in both cas-
es the disease has spread.
