Dzxtu or GtoRGE W. Cowoek O. W. Cowger, of
Borr-Oa- died on the Cox farm, one mile north ol
Troy, on last Saturday evening, after a brief illness.
The following are the circumstance of his death:
Burr-Oa-k Bottom is becoming very unwholesome,
since the overflow of the river, and many residents
are getting out on to high ground. Among these was
Mr. Cowger, who rented the Cox place, adjoining
Moses Townsend's. He was engaged in moving, on
Tuesday, and had trouble in driting his cattle, caus
ing him to dp much jnnning. He becamo so over-
heated, when near Ibe-pla- of Michnl Pfennig, and
was so large and heavy, that he gave out, and was
compelled to lie down iu tbe shade. Dr. Cash was
sent for, who found him in a precarious condition.
Against the Doctor's judgment, Mr. Cowger was
brought to the place where the family had moved.
He continued to grow worse, until Saturday evening,
when be dial. Internal mortification had taken
place. The remains were buried at the Courier
grave-yar- on Sunday.

Mr. Cowger was a native of Indiana, and was aged
about 48 years. He was an old settler of Burr-Oa- k

Township, and was one of the best citizens of the
County. He sen cd in tho Union army, as a member
of the 13th Kansas. He leave a wife and a number
of children. He was a man whose death will be a
loss to the commuuit3'.

In reply to yours, wo will
state, that under the laws or Kansas, when a chattel
mortgage b given for one year, it is necessary for the
mortgagee, at the expiration of eleven months from
the date of the mortgage, to make, affidavit, (the form
of which b usually printed on the back of the mort
gage,) that n stated amount of tbe debt for jrLich it
was given, remains unpaid. This renews the face of
the mortgage for another year. If thb affidavit b
not made, the mortgagee may, within twenty-nin- e

days or the expiration or the instrument, give a
mortgage on tho same property to other parties,
which will take precedence or yours. The holder of
a chattel mortgage may foreclose it at any time, even
beforo due, by making oath that the mortgaged
property is being damaged or wasted, so that tho
mortgagee is liable to lose his claim. But the affida-

vit at the expiration or eleven months mutt be made,
or the property may be mortgaged to soiuo other
debts, leaving you out in the cold.

There b o known remedy for
blight. The best and only plan found, so far, b to
split the bark on trunk and limbs, which allows the
wood to grow, as it does, fastrr than the bark. As
the wound in tbe bark made by the knife soon heals,
no injury b done to the tree.
