The statement had been admitted
it at least one scientific text-book, that there
appears to be a conuectiton between the periods
of ann-spot vigor and the periods of revolution
of Veuus, Jupiter, Saturn, and Urauns, A little
fignring will enable us 1o form some idea of the
valne of thian theory to us, applied to the case
in point. Taking the quantity of matter in the
earth, aud her mean distance, as the uunits of
measure, and dividing the muss by the square
of the distanee, we bave fur relative power on
the sun : Earth,1; Jupiter, 11 40 ; Satorn, 1 025
Uranus, 0 04 ; Neptune, 0 02, The square of the
relative diameter being taken, instead of the
mass, gives Earih, 1; Jupiter,4 35; Satarn, 925
'ranus, 0 05 ; Neptave, 0 02,

Applying the above giveu rule for eccentricity,
amd multiplying into these members, aud also
multiplying to wake the nnit, we have:

These ligures sbow that in the case most fa-
varable to the theory, the increased effect doe 1o
Jupiter is only abont ooe-fourth greater than
that doe to the earth; while the power of all
the rest is insigoificant in comparison, The ef-
fect due to the combined peribelion passages of
the four greatest plancts of thesolar system, is
only about one third greater than that produced
Ly the the earth at the beginuing of each ealen-
dar year, when she is in penbelion.

The sdvoeates of the peribelion theory may
claim that this comparison s wafair in two re-
spects: Finst, that the cumulative force of the
planets, scting through several years, will
amount 1o much more than if it were operating
only duriug the short time that the eartl is near-
est to the san, Seeondly, that the larger plan-
ets are confessedly much bhotter thau the earth,
amd therefore capable of exerting a very much
greater electric or thermal foree per ton of mat-
ter or per square yard of surface. Lot ns, then,
take Jupiter as the unitgd comparison, The
above figures show that his power is iucreased
ouly by ope-thirteenth to one-fourteently part,
at wost, by the adjovant action of ull the rest.
We are, therefore, not warranted in believing
that the combiuned ln-li].ll'l.iun passages will work
more than three (o seven per veut, mare of harm
to the buman race than s cansed by Jupiter
ouce in every twelve years,or s hittle less, when
be nukes bis peribelion passage adonie.

We may adid, in conclusion, that the perilin-
Lt prssnges teferred to bave not yet been made,
and Jopiter, which is certainly the most potent
of the Yot, if there be any puteney in the case, is
yet fifiy degrees from the peribielion point of bis
wrbit 3 2o that the present pligue caunot be dne
to perihelia, vnless wo are el red to admit
that the eflect mway vcenr befoto 1he canse has an
existenee.
