LIABILITY OF E.TIPI.O YKRN.

In an address tbe Massachusetts Biard
of Agriculture, iu December last. Judge Ben-
nett gave a large amount of valuable information
on "iarra Law," which is specially applicable
to that State. We an extract relating to
the liability of a farmer for the men ho em-
ploys:

The liability of a farmer who employs many
bands may prove extremely ouerom at times.
As a general rule, he is liable for all the injury

do while actually employed iu his busi-
ness; therefore, if you send a boy to burn
brush, the lad leaves his work to look after
his partridge-suare- s or rabbit-box- in the wood,
and tbe fire rnns into the next field, and con-
sumes the crops or fence of your neighbor, yon
must pay the bill, although yon told him to
watch it carefullv, and never leave it a minute,
(5Gilni.5O0; 7Cush.3d5). If yoa send load
of farm produce into town, and the driver falls
into a doze and runs iuto another team, vou
must for the broken spokes. If your in in,
in going to or from the hayGehl, carelessly
swings bis scythe, aud cuts an ugly gash in the
leg of a passer-by- , yon hail better pay doc-
tor's bill, aud be glad to gat off thus easy. If,
iu cnttiug your wood, a man accidentally cuts
over the line, on your ueigebur's lot, you are re-
sponsible, although you told him tho
line was, ('23 Mich. 23d). And though your man
shows a of maliciousness iu his act doue
in the prosecution of your basiness, and inten-
tionally rnns into another teaiuwhich some-
what obstructs his way while driviug your
load, you may not screen yourself behind his
unnecessary and willful violation of your orders,
(12 Alleu,4J; 114 518; 103 154). Of
course, iu all these cases, you conld ompel the
servant to repay yon all the expeuses he bail
thus caused yon by his misconduct, (63 Me. 177;
4:1 Conn. 244). On the other band, to make, yon
responsible for bis carelessness, bd must have
been at the rery time on your business. If he
borrows your burse and wagon, and goes off on
pleasure or business .of. his own, aud runs over
somebody, you are not responsible, merely ba
cause it was your borso aud wagon, (20 Peuu.
St. 482); much less would the master be liable
if tbe servant touk bis team, without bis knowl-
edge, on pleasure or business of bis own,
(4 Daly, 33d).

How it would be if tho fellow was oil his owu
business and yours too, is a nice question, which
might puzzle even a "Philadelphia lawyer."
In one instance a farmer lent his man his team
to go to town for a holiday, aud asked hiut to
stop at tbe butcher's on his way borne, and
briug along a piece of meat for next day's din-
ner. While fulfilling this order, the man took
a little "fire-water- ," aud soou after over au
old .woman in tbe public highway; but the
master was considered not This
was, however, iu the courts of Emerald Isle,

be well for you to know; aud that is, that, al-

though ail employer is responsible fur auy care-
less injury bis meu may ill to third p.irsius, ho

law to have anticipated any direct injury from
tbe carelessness of his ami taken
the risk on himself, not to his wife, 112
Mass., 234,) whatever his rate of wages. But,
on the other hand, be is prelum.! to b ivo
contemplated any negligence on the part of Ins
employer; and therefore be has a remedy against
tbe Utter for his own personal carelessness, or
iu providing daiigerousorinsnuicient machinery
or apparatus, or even iu hiring uotorionsly in-

competent or habitually careless meu. Iuone
instance au employer was compelled to pay two
hundred dollars to his hired man, who fell into
a barrel of hot water, set into the ground ami
carelessly left nnoovered, bnt which the man
did not (111 Mass., 322.) And this last
rule would probably render tbe employer liable
for any injury to his servants from dangerous
or vicious animals intrusted to tbeiu to take
care of; at least,-- if tbe owner knew of their
character, aud the man did not. But this wbule
subject is surrounded with subtle distinctions;
and my best advice to yon is, that, if yon ever
have such a case, you do not rely upon this lec-
ture, nor upon of those books called "Every
Man bis own Lawyer," bnt go and get the bast
legal counsel you find.

Altogether tbe most interesting feature of the
meeting of the Xew York Academy of Sciences
last Tuesday evening, was the impromptu
speccu 01 uomm.imler llomer L.. make, ot tue
United States Xary. Dr. It. A. Mott, Jr., bad
read au elaborate paper upon torpedoes, and
the means of protection against them, including
a ucw device of his own construction. At its
conclusion, the acting President of the Society
called ifpou Commander Blake, who happened
to he present. In response, tbe Commander
said that he considered torpedooj the moit de-

moralizing weapons of warfare. When it was
determined to send ironclads np thd Jamas Riv-
er as part of tbe combined attack upon Rich-
mond, he was in command of the Kataw, and as-

signed to the duty of towing the monitor Onon-
daga. The speaker said :

So far as we were concerned, the war was
about to bo terminated, fur none of ns thought
we would get up the river, knowing that crowds
of torpedoes bad been placed over every shal-
low, and some of the meu declined to go. I
was sixth in tbe Hue at first, but I thought, if
there was death and danger, the sooner it was
met and over with, tbe better; therefore, in-

stead of slowing down at suspected places, I
went ahead, aud before Ion", I stood second iu
tbo.liue. We got nearly to Drury's Puiut with-
out a sign of a torpedo, aud began to thiuk they
were a humbug, aud to langh at our fears,
when suddenly we saw tbe leading vessel, tbe
Commodore Janet, lifted bodily out of the water,
aud blowu iuto the merest fragments. Out of
sixty meu on buard of her, the only trace we
could ever find, was a pioce of a man amuug the
uusues, about sou yards away, iuis event com-
pletely demoralized us all. We saw there, was
some virtue Iu torpedoes, aud anchored on the
spot, aud I was ordered iu charge of a party to
clear the channel tbi next day.

A CURIOUS CUTWATKR.

That night I received from Gen. Butler, a
characteristic letter. It read :

"I tend you a man who was found putting
down torpedoes. If you can use him, du so ; if
not, hang him."

Wheu the prisoner, a intelligent
man, came, I asked him if the repurt concern-
ing him was true.

"Yes," said he; "what are you going to do
about it!"

"Well, read that letter," said I.
"Do jou call that Christian warfare!" he

asked, after raadiug it.
"There is nothing Christian in war," said I;

"bnt these orders will be obeyed, unless you
show us the easiest way to clear this channel."

He remained silent, and I left him sitting on
a gun carriage fur a little while to thiuk about
it. Meanwile, Captain (now commander) Fytfe
came aboard, and noticing tho prisoner, asked
me about him. "Let me have him," ho said ;
"I think I cau got something out of him." So
bo touk bim, and a little while after, I saw him
put out up the river, with tho rebel prisoner
lasbed to his cutwater. He only went about
300 yards, when the man called out: "Stop,
Captain, fur God's sake! There's a torpedo
jnst over there." This oue removed, it was not
lung before another was pointed ont by the ter-
rified man, and so we cleared the chanuel.

This expedition over, I was given command
of tbe station and torpedo vessels at Dutch Gap,
where sometimes we used to pick up fioatiug
torpedoes sent agaiust our fleet, at tbe rate of
100 a day. These torpedoes were suspended in
pairs, or three or fonr together, to as many
pieces of wood, which floated upon the surface,
aud were connected by a trigger line. When-
ever tbe trigger line caught upon oue of our
vessels fthe ouly obstacle to be encountered) a
strain came upon it, by the action of the cur-
rent, which exploded the two or three torpe-
does, in close contact with the hnll. This was
the theory, and we guarded, against it by put-
ting out a boom and netting ia such a way that
tbe torpedo floats were sheered off, and passed
harmlessly bv. In the spring, the water was
covered by all sorts of debrit, but we soon learn-
ed to distinguish a torpedo boat, by its pecu-
liar hobbling motion, and by throwing a cod
Hue over, it could either explode it at a safe
distance, or else drag it ashore. Tbe small
boats thus fished ont hundreds of these, during
the season.

Tbe most dangerous of all the torpedoes,
were stationary ones planted across the shal-
lows at frequent intervals. They consisted of
a spar, bearing the torpedo npon its summit,
which spar was fasteued by a universal joiut to
a fixed block at tbe bottom of tbe river. Swing-
ing with the current and tide, this torpedo was
always kept at a uniform depth beueath the
surface, and was oat of sight. The torpedo was
stndded with sensitive caps, and uo matter
where it was touched by a ship, it would ex-
plode. These could not bo grappled for, aud it
was ouly by good Inck, care and great ingenui-
ty, that we escaped, and finally got them out of
the chauuel. Tbe torpedo which blew up tbe
Commodore Jonet, was a common water tank,
containing 200 pouuds of powder, which she
was so unfortunate as to strike."

Commander Blake thongbt, however, that th e
destructiveuess of torpedoes was

and that tbe navies of tbe world would sur-
vive this invention, just as tbey have survived
the introduction of explosive shells, which,
years ago, was supposed to sound the death-kne- ll

of every war vessel. Iu reply to some
questions asked by one of the members, Com --

mander Blake said tbat after the close of tho
war, he was left in charge of the operations fur
clearing tbe channel of James river from ob-

structions. The Confederates bad driven piles
across the river, and sunk enormous blocks of
granite, forming a solid bulkhead which noth-
ing could pass. At first, it seemed impossible
to move this; but by successive firing of torpe-
does alongside of it, it was completely shatter-
ed in a week's time, so that ships were abta to
pass. A charge of 100 pounds of common pow-
der was found most effective, and he had seen
such a charge, exploded in four or five fathoms
of water, bring a rock of two tons weight to
tbe surface. At one spot,, an ironclad bad been
snuk in water so shallow tbat ber npper works
were almost ont of water. Repeated efforts to
blow a hole in her side failed, her iron plating
was too tough. Fiually a series of torpedoes
were exploded ou tho bottom of tbe river be-

side ber, nntil a bole thirty feet deep had been
excavatexl. Then a line of torpedoes was bung
along her opposite side, and the force of their
simultaneous explosion rolled ber over into

Wo glean tho following information of gener-

al interest from a special dispatch from Wash-
ington to the Missouri Republican :

Since the fouudation of tbe government there
have been eighty-nin- e vetoes by Presidents;
two by Washington, six by Madison, one by
Monroe, eleven by Jackson, eight by Taylor,
three by Polk, nine by Pierce, threa by Finch m-a-

one by Lincoln, seventeen by Johnson,
twenty-fiv-e by Grant, and three by I ayes. Of
these, twelve wero what are called posiut ve-
toes, wbero the President fails to' return tho
bill either way before Congress adjourns, re-
ceiving it within the last ten days of the ses-
sion. Jackson is credited with mast of these.
Of all the eighty-uin- o vetoes. Pierce was over
ruled by a two-third- vote, which is require I
to pass the hill after a veto, five times; John-so- u

fifteen times, Grant three times, and Hayes
unce. Washington vetoed a bill fur the appor-
tionment of members, because ha said it was
impracticable, and ono fur the reduction of the
army iu 1789, because he thongbt it was im- -

firacticahle and nnjust. Madison, Jackson,
Pierce, vetoed bills making ap-

propriations for rivers and harbors, on tho
grounds that it was nnconstitutioual, unjust
distribution of government funds, and too gen-
eral. Thefivo times Pierce was overruled were
for internal improvements. Most of tho cases
where Jackson exercised the veto power, wero
ou bills for the benefit of corporations, exce pt
in tho instance of Clay's land bill, in 13JI; Mon-
roe's one veto was given against a hill fur aid
to tbe Cumberland road; Madison's votous were
agaiust tbe incorporation of churches, esta

United States hanks, and internal im-

provements; Tyler's against tho fiscal bank
bills, tariff bills, regulating contested elections,
and river and harbor bills; Polk's agaiust river
er and harbor bills, and French spoliation
claims; Pierce's against Frcuch spoliation
claims, aid to indigent insane, ocean mail ap-
propriations, and internal improvement bills ;
Buchanan's against aid to agricultural colleges,
a mail ronte in California, a private claim, and
tho homestead bill; Lincoln's one veto was 011

a bill to correct clerical errors in a revenue act
tbat all errors might be iucluded. Johnson vo- -
toed the civil rights bill, Freedman's bureau,
admission of Colorado, in which he was sustain-
ed; suffrage in the District of Columbia, admis-
sion of Nebraska, against military rule in tho
rebel States, tennre of ofllco act, three supple-
mental bills to the reconstruction act, amend-
ing judiciary act, admittiug Arkansas, claiming
its admission by previous acts; excluding elec-
toral votes of rebel States, freedman's Irireau
discontinued, admission of North Cardina,
South Carolina, Louisiana, Georgia, Alah a ma,
and Florida, because it superseded the mode
presented by tbo constitution, and oopper tariff.

In bnt two of these was tie sustained the
one mentioned above, aud tbe one regarding
the admission of the several States just named.
Grant's vetoes wero nearly nil against private
bills. Tbe exceptions woro bills regarding tho

SpitlxasTEELs, 11 o'clock p. in., loth July, 1779,
and SKxn niK noun and sckxk or CAitxAnn.

Vr.xH Dr.LA.r.v: This will not reach your
eye nntil tbe writer is no more. Tbo enclosed
papers I commit (in their rough state) to your
charge, iu case any ungenerous reflections may
hereafter drop from illiberal minds, my friend
may be enabled to defend the character, and
support the honor of tbe man that loved him
and fell in defense of his country and the rights
of mankind.

Yon bave often heard me deplore tbe supine-nes- s
and unworthy torpidity into which Con-

gress were lolled, and tbat it was my decided
opinion this would be a sanguinary campaign,
in which many of tbo choicest spirits and much
of tbe best blood in America wonld be lost,
owing to tbe parsimony and neglect of Con-
gress.
