“NOT GUILTY.™

As wo atated, last week, the jury in the Mclotvre
case returned & verdict of aoquittal, after being out
but » short time. If the lawyers had only made it a
point st issue, we have no doubt that the jury weuld
bave also included in their verdiet, that Sykes was
6ot dead. It is the misfortune of some Iawyers, that
they do not always kuow when they have a good jo-
Y. _m Jugglery of law, and the state of pdblic
sentiment, is such in Kansas, that it is vext to impos-
sible to convict & man of murder. Let s man be
charged with borse stealing, and he ia almost inva-
riably convicted, whether guilty or not ; but human
life is of little consequence, compared wih harse-
flesh.  Of the manymurders committed in Douiphan
County, in the last twenty years, there has been bat
ope conviction, snd that was s poor, miscrable
wretch, who was afterwards adjudged insane, aud is
uow Laving a good time at the Osawatomio Avylum.
The rules of evidence seem to be consiructed for the
purpose of preventing the truth from being told, and
the charge of & Judge, designed to maddie sud con-
fuse a jury. As to the lawyers, they are paid for do-
ing the beat they can for their clients ; and when
the evidence will not bear them out, they make it up
by abusing the witnessos, and facturing evi-

Throwing sside their
own opiuion, and agrecing to hang or sequit a mas,
Just as a majority decided !

While the Court would not permit the charscter
of Bykes to be passed upon, Melntyre was allowed
to prove bis own charscter. For this purpose. sfter
baviog the pick of his fricnds, who bave known him
for years, ke selected two, who came to give him a

h . The sul of their testimony was,
that Melutyre was a nice, peacable young man, who
bad been in & number of rowdy serspes, snd had
several times been under arrest for misdemeanors!
It is also known [but no person could be indaced to
cowe from Missouri 1o testity to the fact) that the
kuife is Mclutyre's favorite weapos, nud that once
before be stabbed 3 man. That the Judge expected
» venliet of guilty of killing in some degree, in evi-
dent, from the fact that, whon the jury sawe in, be-
fore rehdering their venlict, be whispered to the of-
ficers to carefully guard the doors.

What is to be the end of this disregand of homan
life, aud this disposition to sereen munderers ! This
County is not alone. Last summer, 8 man was ns-

ted oo the Atehison bridge. The susperted

denee in thelr address wo the jury.

That Melutyre commitiod a bratal'murder, that
deserveld & vendiot of at least marder in the see ond
degree, o oue who is usprojudiced easn doabt. In
the early part of the pust Winter, he wos in Sever-
snce, if not i1 company with, at least ut the same
time us, several young fellows who were arrested un
a charge of eriwe or mwisdemeanor, and lodged in the
calaboose. George Mock was Marshal, and Joseph
Sykes wus his doputy. At alate hour of the might,
Sykes was retoruing from the calaboose, when be
saW & siranger prowling arcund. He ssked Lim
what he was deing there, and received au ovasive or
insulting moswer. Sykes then erdered bitm to leave,
but the strunger refused, aod continoed bis insult-
ing language. Sykes thereupon caught bold of bis
arm, telling bim that be was under arrest; bat the
strauger, jerking loose, left his coat-slecvein the
hunds of Sykes, and his bat lying on the growmd,
This stranger wus Irs Melntyre. Ho was under ar-
rest by the Deputy Marshal, and escapod. The Mar-
shal was perfectly justified in arresting bim. There
were prisoners confiued in the calaboose, under the
care of the Deputy Murshal, He found a stranger,
whom be supy | toben ¥ of the priso-
ners, prowling about the calaboose at the miduight
bonr of & very dark vight. He bad o right to know
that wau's busisess, aumd to order Lim sway from
that place. The prowler refused to gu, answered fn-
sultingly, und ssserted his Hght to stay there as long
as be pleassd. If au officer ever lins a right to take
& man inte custinly, Sykes bad that rght then.

Early nost morning, Melniyre putin an appear-
anee, nud demsnaded bis biot wnd eoatsleeve of Mar-
shal Moek. The Murshal gave hin his bat, but told
bink be knew nothing of the coat-sleeve. Melutyre
then went to the residence of Sykes, (this was San-
day merning.) and found him in bod.  He asked for
bis coateleeve. Sxyhes told Lou be dil not have it
Mclntyre returned an insolting answer, awl one
word aiter apother led to Sykes getting ont of bed,
und tuking bold of Mclutyre, vither for the purposs
of re-arresting bim, or patting him out of his house,
A poutlle cosued, but Bually Melntyre broke loose,
aud run some distavee away. Sykes was o largs,
powerful men, and the plea was set ap that he ham-
mered and bruised Melatyre.  Bat be it understond,
that Sykes wus in his drawers and bis bare feet, und
could not have hisd a deadly weapon aboat him;
and alsw, that after the final killing, o careful exam-
inativn failed to show @ Lralse or ascrateh upon
Melntyre. But at this point, we fimd that Melutyre
hiad esenperd unharmed from Sykes ; Sykes hail re
turned (o his porch, unarmed, aod Mclntyre had
not the slightest canse for thiuking that he was in
danger of great or slight bodily barm. He then
drew his knife, andaguin weut towand Sykes, who in
turn started toward Mclutyre, motioning him sway
with his open hands, and bidding him go back. Mce
Intyre countinuing to sdvance, Sykes seized bold of
him, when Melotyre thrust the kaife into bis heart,
and Sykes fell forward npon bim, dead. Melutyre
then made the romark, “That lick fixed him!™ And
this man @ sworn jury has pronvanced uot guilty—
that be was acting in sell-defence—that he had rea-
son to believe bimeelf in danger of grest bodily
harm! This wman, whe, when out of danger, drew
hiw knife, and advanced upou Sykes, for the purpose
of renewing & quarrel !

The cowandice, shystering, amd evasiveness of wit-
nosses, were disgraceful. Men who swore positively
to facts before the Coroner's jury, apd apon the first
trial, forgot all about it on the sccond trial, and
could not boe brought te the seratch. Men who
knew nothing about the aflair at the time of the first
trial, beeame importunt wi for the defend
on the last trial. That Sykes wasa stout, rough
man, thore sectos to be po doubt. Bot there is in
the vicinity of Severanee, a set of as brutal ruffians
ns can be found in any ¢ ity. It required s
roogh officer to cope with them. Soch men alwaya
hate sn offiecer of the law, snd will combite to re-
sist him, or to appear against him in any legal pro-
ceedings. Only » short time before Sykes’ death, he
waa ocoutending with one of this crowd of ruffians,
and in the struggle they had fallen to the ground,
when one of the roughs seized 2 huge slone, ran up
to Sykes as he lay upon the ground, sad threw it
with all force against his bead, almost crushing his
skull. Yet om the trial of the assailant, men who
witnessed the deed had not the courage to testify to
the facts, but evaded it by miserable sabterfuges,
and the criminal was, as usaal, found “not guilty.”
This crowd were present in furco at ;the Melatyre
trial, doing all in their power to prejudice public
opinion, ready to swear anything in favor of Mclo-
tyre, or to testify to Syke#® bad character, if they
had been permitted. OFf much nse was the caution of

the case, or listen tu sny conversation apon the sub
ject! Why, there was uot an bour in the day, when

crowd buzzing about ithe case, abusing Sykes, and

George Mock, sud every one on the side of the piros-

ecution. Even wen who should have been io bet-

ter business, aud who stand bigh, gave thetselves
to this busiaces of slurring god snecring, sod mak-

tug uttersnces that would reach the ears of the jury-
men. The selection of the jury itself wasa farce

Oneof them was taken from the very midst of the
ruffian crowd abuve spoken of Yet he was vot
prejudiced, and bad not forwed an opinion.  Others
had doubtless talked of the affair s busdred tlimes
before they were drawn on the jury. Men showed o

disposition te stick ou the jary, who Lad taken an
opeuly active interest in behall of Melutyre. The
very miusner of deawing awl selecting a jury in such
& cape is an injustice. They are drawn by lot, and
may half of thein be takeu from sweng those inter-

ested in the case, or from under their infinence.

Sappose thirty drawn jurors, no matter bow earnest
their feeling in the watter, have the impulence to
swear that they have not formed nor expressed an
opiion. The State then bas & righi to reject only
six of themw, aud the defendaut twelve. No matler
if both the State sud the defence positively know
that the remaiuing twelve are pot competent Lo sefve
ou the case, they bave no remedy, as the men bave
sworn to certain questions. They are compelled, in
rejecting, to pick such as they think the worst, leay-
ing on twelve 1hat may be alwost equally objection-
able. They should have the right to reject. as long
as an objectiovable msn was there, if it took the
whole Cotnty. There is a report, for which we can-
not vouch, that between the closing of the evidence
and the charge of the Judge, one of the jurymen was
secn 8t & bar drinking with the father of Molutyre.
Ome of the jurymen bas told us, that when they re-
tired, two or three of them asked for  vote on the

question, agreeing to favor a verdict accerding to

the Jndge to the jury, notto converse relative io .

assansin bid bimself, avd when caught, devied the
killing. When it was proven, be confessed it, but
said it was dove In selfdefence. He bad o spite
agninat the muardered wan, and waylaid bim in the
night, to kill Lim in seli<defence! The jury acquit-
ted biw, Later, au assassination occurred in Leav-
enworth. The trial took place recently, and result-
od ina disag I, & majority of the jury being
for sequittal. The next trial will result in his se-
quittal. Such cases are ocourring ali vver the State,
The thingis bound to react, and cause wrong in the
opposite direction. Juries are being tampered with
to such an extent, that after while some jary will
conviet an innocent man. wolely to avoid the suspi-
cion that they have been improperly infuenced. Or,
the public, seeing thut & munierer cannot be punish-
ed by law, will take the pusishiwent into their own
bavds, and perkaps they, too, will pusish the inno-
(o1

Wo will say, in concluding these few brief re-
marks, that oo reflectivos are intended upon sny of
the lawyers in the Melntyre case. They did their
duty, for which they were paid big fees. They did
it so well, that they accomplished their object in
