When it was built, history snd the mem-
ey of man wayeth not: bot it was once destroyed,
and rebuilt in 1701,

We alwo drove to au Indian viflage, eight or nine
miles from Santa Fo, (the Packlos), and visted the
natives at their bomes, nod were reenived i the pe-
culinr manner of their own hospitality. Yeu emter
their houses from the top, (there lwing ne shle open-
fmg), aad having reached it by mesns of 3 ladder, we
invested lightly in some of thelr curiveitivs, and
drove away, entirely satisfled with everybody, and
oarsclves too,

They will raise litile or no vegetables or grain, this
year; but they tell tae that it is very unnsaal for
thom wot to rabse all they wunt, and that there will
be grest sullering Uf it does pot min soon. They
lowk upon the railroad as an introsk, aml & great
curee,

1t in delightful 1o travel throagh this menutainous
country. The scenery is grand, aod the climate de
lightful ; but for & bome, deliver me from the barren,
suinly mountains, sud give ne & bowe an siwe of the
fertile prairies of Exstern Kanss. Cax.
