Timj many fatten all the sows which had
pigs this season, and 4lcpend upon this year's
pigs for breeder next spring. But it Is not the
ucm policy to mil nny mm nuKii nw j'umu iicr- -
self to be a trofsl bnsilcr aud a safe stickler.
Trouble and tlefeat of the whole year's crop 4if

pigs otien occur by relying on young anil retk- -
lens sows. And tliere is another gisni reason why
cood and safe breeding miws should lie sav il an
other and probably several years. They bring
stronger and lettv pig, which Mart off tatter,
aud keep ahead in the race of fattening. The
price f n good sow, which has lieen well tried,!
a small matter in comparison to two large and
thrifty litters of pig per year.

It i not time yet to breed sows, but it is time
to prepare for a good lot of breeding sows for
next year's irop. The farmer ought to raise- all
Ins own pig, lalves, sheep and colt. This i
the legitimate, safe ami sure process of fanning.
If the fanner has wann and comfortablequarters
for his miws he can safelv breed them in the
month of Novemtar. mi that thev will farrow in
March. Hut if miws are exiectcd to fry their
luck by running in r wood lots, at Mich
times they should uot Ik bnd until the middle
4f January. It was well to have the most ample

reparation lor onsHi miws. ii they nave a
itterin March, they can have another litter in

August orearly iScptcmtar; but if they farrow
the last of Apnl or the first of May, it is almost
impossible to raise another brood in the time
tafore cold weather. A miw will have pig mx
4lays less than four month from the time she is
bred. Kvery fanner should know the exact time
when his miws are to farrow, then he can make
preparations accordingly. They should lie put
in their apartments at least a week tafore far-
rowing, m that they will get rrcoucih'il with
their ipiarter. Cut the straw tine for their g.

Preparing Stock for the Winter.
"A stitch in time saves nine," is not more true

in mending torn clothes thau in getting farm
stock through the winter. The calf, the'colt, the
cow, or the sheep that enters uton the winter in
a thrifty condition and in good flesh, will give
the owner but little trouble, and can easily be
kept improving during the winter months. On
the tther hand, animals that the storms of win-
ter find in a weak and emaciated condition, will
require constant care and attention, at a very
considerable expense, if thev survive at alL

the losses vi young stock that
occur during the winter months, arc animals
that were iu low flesh at the beginning of cold
weather. The fat and hearty steer, cow, sheep,
or colt will toss its head in the exuberance of
health and strength, bidding 4le fiance to the
coldest weather, while the lean weakling stands
with arched back and drooping head, shivering
In the fence corner. Xothing affords a more per-
fect protection from cold weather and hard
storms than robust health and a good supply of
fat j and when to these two conditions we add
artificial shelter and an abundance of good food
aud water, we have all that is required to Insure
the economical wintering of farm stock. If low
condition, as well as storms and cold, must be
combated, the watchfulness aa well as the ex-
pense must be doubled. .YawnaJ Stock Journal

prevent any organiratinn, and take rsvMessiou of
ineconnirv'. mis was an uniiertaKing peculi-
arly suited to the character of Kergunou, who
was not any too 4lainty iu enforcing thn law
upon the unfortunate people. He wrote out a
paper to tne inuauitants across tiie mountains,
waniinc them if thev did not cease their omwsi- -
tion to the King he would come over, destroy
their village, take posseiwiou 4f their property,
ami hang their leaders. This document he placed
in tne nanus oi a pamieti prisoner named feamuel
Phillips, and sent it over to the Watauga settle
ments, where it fell into the hands of Colonel
Mielby. The thunderings of war had heretofore
lccn only heard muttering in the dintauce. The
people 4iver the mountain had lieen kept buty
lighting the Indians, and had not vet met the
Hritifdi invader; but ths summons warned them
that the enemy was at their door, and steps

lie taken to Ueivemm lrom it. aueltiy
rode sixtv miles to take 4 0untel with Colonel
Sevier, who agreetl with him that the only plan
was to organize all the mountaineers they could
snare from their honus, and immediately attack
the ins dent Ferguson, and show him of what
metal American backvv oodsmen vv ere made.
Tht y accordingly sent abroad the wonl if sum
mons to one aud all to meet on the 25th of Sep- -
leiniier, at v atanga, and lit out tbe expedition
against Ferguson.

Ou that day the w hole force of the various set
tlements nail .More volunteers were
read v to t" than Shelbv and Sevier felt safe in
taking, mi they picket! their number, and com-
manded the remainder to protect their homes
from Indian invasion during theirabtence. Mes
sages had lieen sent to Colonel Caumliell. com
manding a force of 400 men in Virginia, to join
the extirditioii, anil he was accordingly tin hand
at the rendezvous. These and 40 volunteers, or
iualltfct) men, startttl on the enterprise. The
public moneys iroin lite f.utry laker nad ieen
used in the equipment of the party. Xone wore
uniform, but were clad iu the huuting-Mui- rt and
homespun leant of the mountain. Thev were
tine Ixidy, with their manly appearance and
noble carriage, larrviug them in the fate of such
odds airaiust an unknown foe. Kach man was
mounted, and carried a Dechard rifle, the use of
w men was one oi me laminar accomplishments
til tne mountaineers, iiieir movements were
rapid, as they were not encuiuWrcd by baggage
4ir lielongings of any kind. They use'd the ntie
to furnUh ration, and at night slept iu the open
air. w ith only a blanket for coveriuir.

After they had traversed the mountain, mldi-tto-

to their JnnmWr became frequent. Strag-
glers in squads, with officers and without, and
in iwtis ami inrees, were gathered up. borne
were armed and mounted, and others were not,
bnt all were eager to find and fight the enemy.

Ferguson heard of tlieapproach 4f this new
army, and cv ucuated (filbert Tow n. He was not
N confident as he had lieen, and let rayed unea-
siness by his movements. The Americans, who
nau iecu pi,iced turner command ot colonel
Campbell, revived to lose no time in the attack.
as Ferguson might turn the tables and attack
hi ui, tr else reteive such reinforcements that
they dare not approach. Everythiugwas made
ready; the men picked, an entire night being
sient in that buHiuess, aud the onward march
taken up with a vim. Ftrguson retreated to a
high mountain, intrenched himself aud wnt for
reinforcements. He named his position King's
.Mountain, aim deemed lumseif invulnerable in
its heights. The morning of the battle dawned
with a heavy rain, but the ardor of these Ameri-
can- was not such as rain could dampen. The
men were oou in saddle, with their vveaimus
carefully wrapped in their blanket.. "Within a
mile of the encampment a courier was arretd
carrj mg a dipatcu to Ltunvvallis lorreiurorce-men- t,

and naming the niiniWr of Ferguson's
men. At 12 o'clock the sun was whining brightly,
aud even nature weiuetl Ut mile on the project.
The plan of attack had determined umtit,
aud it was to surround tbe en ca nil mien t ami at
tack on all sides at once. TheAtnericausinotetl
on valiantly and ionretl in a galling fire, while
mat returned by tne enemy overMiot their ncad.
When the fight became tierce on the one side,
mid Frrtrn&oii wimbl mllr bia men tntliathiile. it
gave the appearance oi retreat to the opposite
side, and the Americans rapidly closed in. The
area oi the Jtntisu iiecame smaller aim smaller.

The second in command to Ferguson urged
surrender, but the proud Briton ocornetl to give
up to thee undisciplined mountaineers, and he
accordingly tore down the white llag which had
lieen raised. He inspired his men with a shrill
whistle, which made him seem in a manner
ubiquitous on all parts of the field at once. An
unerring marksman took him down after he had
again torn down the white llag. His fall seemed
to demoralize his men, aud DuFuvMer, who
then took command, surrendered without delay,
and for the third time ran uti the white llag.
Hut it was not until the enemy threwdown their
amis that it was fully understood that they in-

tended to surrender.
The victory was complete. Xot a uinn had

escaped, and Ferguson, the valiant leader, had
fallen. The battle had raged only tine hour, and
left the Americans in full itosftejwiou. For their
spoils they had obtained fifteen hundred stand
of arms, valuable wagons loaded with supplies,
horses and other plunder, taken by the llritih
fmm ncighlMtring lugn. Tbe British had two
hundred and twenty-tiv- e killed. 4ne hundred
and eighty wounded, ami seven hundred taken
1iriouer, while, tbe American Ioks was thirty

fifty or idxty wounded. The victon-ou- s
party passed the night onthe battle grounds,

and on the following day, which was Sunday,
perforated the solemn business of burying the
dead. Then the Americans moved off to a more
secure place in Virginia. The prisoner were
made to carry the guns, which liad been ren-
dered hannles-- by removing the Iliutsand loads.
A report was made tti General Gates by Colonels
Campliell and Sevier, while Shelby retnrned to
his mountain home with tbe valiant men who
went Iiack to their jieaceful agricultural pur-
suits, always ready, however, at a moment's
warning to again seize the rifle and go out to
battle.

Coruwallis retreated in confusion from his
at Charlotte, and, in fact, evacuated the

territory overrun in Xorth Carolina, and made
no more aggressive movements nntil reinforce!,
some three months later, by troops from the
Chesapeake. Iu the meantime the Americans
rallied their scattered forces, and were ready for
the advance of the enemy.

In recognition of the signal services rendered
by Colonels Shelby and bevier, the Legislature
of Xorth Carolina presentetl each with a sword
and pair of pistols, which have been preserved,
aud hev ier's are now in tbe collection of the Ten-
nessee Historical Society, and the other in the
Shelby family,

Jerusalem as a Place of Besiden.ce,

Jerusalem seems to le growing in favor as a
place of residence lor foreigners who find 'their
native conutrits uncomfortable. The foreign
Jewish population has, according to Consul
Moore, increasetl considerably of late years. The
community is now estimated at 15,000, inclndiug
native Jews, against 10,0(0 in 173. The desire
to avoid compnlsory military service, now en-
forced in most Enropean countries, and the right
of holding real property in Turkey, conceded to
foreign snbjects by the lrotocol of ltfG, probably
account for the increased immigration. The Ger-

man colony at Jerusalem now numbers nearly
400 persons; that at Jaffa abont 300. There is a
third German settlement at Caiffa of aiiout equal
numbers with the last mentioned. The settlers
are mechanics, artificers, carriers and agricultur-
ists, and are prosperous.

The chief industries remain what they were
the manufacture of oils, snap, and articles in
olive wood and mother-of-pea- rl ; the production
of the latter articles has greatly increased, as the
sale is no longer confined to visitors and Pil-
grims, large quantities being imported to Eu-
rope and America. There are no mines or facto-
ries. Sulphur, bitumen, salt-roc- and probably
petroleum, are to be found on the shores of the
lead Sea. but to work these to an advantage.
security, and better means of communication are
indispensable. Ao public works have been exe-
cuted; jet m harbor at Jaffa, a good carriage
road or tramway from the town to Jerusalem,
and good roads all over the district are needed.
A railway would not, in Consul Moore'a'opinion,
be, under present conditions, remunerative, un-
less as a part of a system of railways for.Syria
and Palestine. ft.

THE DISEASES OF THE A'JTUJQf.

Both men and borne are jmt now feeling de-
cidedly ont of sorts, but the horses are getting
the worst of it, in the towns at least. The late
rainy and changeable weather has given a large
idiareof the people uncomfortable colds, and it
lias ahto encouraged the pread of the malarious
inllnences which linger about our upper wards
and prevail so extensively in the neighboring
County of Westchester.

It seems almost preposterous that in a city so
old as Xew York, and in its Ion g-- tied vicinity,
any portion of the population should suffer from
malaria. Yet of late v ears, thronghuut the upper
part of the city, iu the Xorth Hiver towns, and
along the line of the Xew Haven railroad, inter-
mittent fevers have been more or less prevalent,
aud nearly all 4liwaes have in mme degree lieen
complicated by symptoms which ioint to poison-
ing by malaria.

When autumn cemes and tbe vegetation legin
tti decay, tbe fevers niako their appearance.
When the earth is thrown up for building, the
inhabitants in the vicinity of the digging are
pretty sure to feel the effects of malaria. lublic
improvements, the lajing ont if streets, or the
laying of a railroad, will start an epidemic or
fever.

This tlanger, of which we hear so much every
autumn, and which is by no means imaginary,
but is very real, as many a shattered constitution
bears witness, lessens the value of property over
a wide region of tbe city aud along the lovely
banks of the Hudson, which once were the favor-
ite seats of the country places of rich Xew York-
ers. Even now, when the demand for houses in
Xew York is extraordinarily active, there are
neighlKirhoods, otherwise eligible whpre malaria,
actually present, or reasonably anticipated,
warns off settlers, and keeps tenantless costly
and convenient dwellings.

There is, therefore, no graver question before
the people of the afflicted distriit than that
which relates to sanitary improvements. Both
physical health and their material prosperity are
concerned iu its settlement. They must bum
and shake with chills and fever, and see their
lauded projiertv nntenented and unsalable, or
they must set about getting their neighiiorlioods
rid of malarious influences.

Sanitary science is a comparatively new thing,
but its advances have lieen great since first it be-g-au

to attract the wide attention it is now re-
ceiving from medical men and from engineers
who are giving their chief thought to it. The
Board of Health could tlo much to prevent the
spread of typhoid fever iu this city by the en-
forcement tif the proper sanitary regulations.
This is a season when typhoid fever is always on
the increase if the causes favorable to its produc-
tion are allowed to remain active. Great care
should lie taken to remetly defective sewer, and
to introdnce a more scientific system of plumb-
ing; while contaminated wells wells so placed,
for instance, as to receive the poison from sew-
erage should lie protected against the contami-
nation. Wherever the disease has appeared, its
causes should be carefully sought for and remov-
ed. Accumulations of organic matter in cellars
must lie taken away, and the infected premiws
thoroughly fumigated. Kitchen sinks must lie
treated with caustic potash or soda in onler to
cleanse the waste pipes of the accumulations of
grease; and sanitary inspectors shonld visit
tlwelliugs and direct that the plumbing be prop-
erly trapped and ventilated.

In these ways a tlecrease in the number of
rases of typhoid fever will bo brought aiiout.
They are methods within the reach of all house-
holders, and exact information regarding them
is easily attainable. The laws for the preven-
tion of malaria are likewise well understood,
and the inhabitants of the regions afllicted by it
should at once see to it that they are put in op-
eration.

As to the epizootic tlisease from which our
horses are now so generally suffering, it does not
seem probable that it w ill reach a stage of such
severity as that width marked the epidemic
when it List visited us. We are not likely to Ie
tibliged again to bring oxen from the country to
Mipply the place of invalid draught horse, The
epidemic was not dangerous but was compara-
tively mild in Boston, where it first appeared in
the early part of last month; and so far there are
no indications that our exiricnto from it will
lie more severe. X. T. Smh.

How to 7ffn.fr e Good Cider.
To the Editor of the Xe York Suit :

A communication in yesterday's Sim, headed
"Cider," attracted my attention. I have lieen
engaged in the manufacture of cider aud cider
v inegar for many years, and have kept cider for
two j ear, so that when drawn at that time it
was bright, sparkling, sweet and ilelicious. The
irotessisvery simple. All the early fruit should
Kt made into vinegar. When the weather is

sufficiently cool, say by tho first or middle of
Ot tolier, make the cider of sound mellow apjdes;
put the cider In sweet liquor barrels, with a
three-qnart- ir inch taphole in the head of the
barrel, about an inch and a half from the chime,
and in a straight line from the bunghole. Then
place the cider in a cool dry cellar. AflVr it is
worked sufficiently, which will probably Ie in a
week or lexs, draw it off carefully, so as not to
tlsstnrb the sedimant at the bottom, in erfcctiy
clean barrels, and place back npou the 'skids as
Iiefore. Ifthe temperature of tbo cellar is suff-
iciently cool, it may not require drawing agaiu
in a month, or longer. Then reieat the protess,
aud after a few daj s bung up the barrels. Theu
about the latterpartofMarchdrawagain, when,
if properly managed there will le lint a
very little sediment. Fill the barrels full, bung
uptight, and cider can lie kept sweet and giKl
for two years if thus treated. This I know to lie
the case, for I have kept it in that condition fur
that length of time.

as fast as one barrel is drawn throw away the
sediment, rinse the barrel till thoroughly clean,
place niHin the skids, fill, and so keep on. Ij.

Beat It
with the vinegar, and add to it tine pound of
brown sugar, which is to lie mixed thoroughly
with the egg and vinegar. This will make a
kind tf syrup, which may lie given to the little
ones as often as yon like through the tlay or
night.

is not to have It to keep clean, to eat
wholesome food, to live in clean,
houses, to dress warmly with flannels next the
skin, and, above all, to keep the feet warm and
dry. Children sitting with damp shoes on are
almost certain to contract catarrh. The evap-
oration of the moisture produces a constant
chilliness, which is dangerous even to those in
robuht health. Children's feet and legs are or-

dinarily not more than half clothed, and it is
little wonder that catarrh is so prevalent among
them.

It is not economy to have too few brooms
one fur the sleeping room npstairs, one for the
parlor anil sitting-roo- and one for thekitchen,
are not too mauy. As they are worn they may
lie passed down to a grade at a time, the new
oucfinlwavs IsMng reserved fr the parlor. If
the new broom Is allowed to stand in cold water
for twelve hours, afterwards drying it. It will
last much longer. A broom should never Ie
permitted to stand on its brush, as it makes it
