The mora important of them are these: Tbe New
Testament is made up of twenty-se- t en sejuirate
writings; these were scattered by their authors over
a considerable share of tho Roman Empire; in no
case were more than two or thrtc sent to the. same
place; some were Kent to Churches, some to partic-
ular districts, Fonitt to especial (lasses, some to sin-
gle inditiduals; the collecting, comparing, and veri-

fying of all these books in that time of slow commu-

nication and tanly multiplication of books, when tho
relations of distant communities of Christians were
broken np, or net cr formed, owing to persecution,
was necessarily a work of time. It 1 noteworthy,
too, though perfectly natural, that, as a rule, those
books were latest in nceiving tho approtal of the
whole Church, that were sent originally to the ob-

scurest jKTwms or place. On the completion of the
Canon, Tertullian ,gave the collection it name,
YoricM TestaoientHTH TAeXae Tettataent. It is con-

stantly assorted, and very commonly believed, that
the early councils played a Very important part in
settling tho Canon. The work was sultstantially
done before the first council sat, by the conenrrent
voice of the Church. It is sometimes said that there
was no Xew Testament before the fourth century;
that it wasuiadeat the Council ofXiee, in 325. How
ignorant or dixhoncst those are who make these
charges, the fact presented here already show. At
Xicc, the Scripture were appealed to in controver-
sy; bnt the question, what is Scripture! tbe ques-

tion of the Canon was not Itefore the council In any
form. It i Mimetime said, too, that very little at-

tention wjw jnid to the claims of the books ; that
they were voted up or down in a mott arbitrary
manner, small majorities often deciding what teas
and what was not Scripture; and that the liooka ad
mitted into tbe Canon had no Wtter claims than
many that were rejected. Nothing could be farther
from the truth. Passing by the Council of Laodfcea
the genuineness of wboc reputed work on this sub
ject is greatly disputed, the third of Carthage1, A. D.
397, was the first that considered the Canon. As
there, were still some lingering doubt touching one
or two books; this council very projterly gave its
opinion. This opinion Is entitled to such considera-
tion as properly belongs to tho mature jndgmentof
abodyofnieu wbohad a full knowledge of the sub
ject they were dealing with, aud who were intent on
maintaining tuc barrenness ot tue Xripturc. Later
councils the Canon,, not so much for con
troversial aa for declaratory purpose. Just as at a
still later day the catalogue of sacred books was put
in the creeds. Xor is there In early literature any
traces of violent aud heated controversies "touching
this question. Heretics disputed certain books, and
the Catholic Christiana maintained them; some sec-
tion of the Christian world temjorarily held (o cer-

tain books that other section repudiated; but, on
the whole, the Canon was st tiled with singular
unanimity. This settlement was progressive, bnt it
was made ender circumstance that entitled it to be
received as a jtart of the evidence.

age of Origen. cjon Valuable as is the testi-
mony of both tlieaa writers, wc could get along with-
