Discase Among the Tomatoes.
A miysterions discase is plaring havoe with the
tomato crops of New Jersey and Iwlaware. It

has made its appearance on a more limited seale |

in this State and in Maryland. Ower in Jorey
the farmers are londly bewailing their minfor-
tune. Scme of the largest prowersfiod that frem
ane-half to two-thirds of their erops are eutirely
undit for the market, sud in conseqpence severs!
ofithe largest eanneries iu Borlington County have
stoppal making cans, in the belief that therw
will bea great sbortage in the crop, It is just
&‘!hiilll’ that the secomnd and thind eattings may
free from the disease, but unless this hope is
realized there will e & corner in the canned to-
misto market during the coming winter, Had
Inek seems to have attended the vegetable for
several years past.  Last vear those destroctive
ereatures, the tomate bugs, went gunning for
the vines and lefl destruction in their path. In
the year befare the tomate worm was the inva-
der, and recentiy, when the grewers wern con-
gratulating themacives upon the fact that neith-
er of these pests had so far pat in an appearancs
there came a thind menaee to the crops, which
now threstous to prove more destruetive than
the other two combined. 1o the first stage a
slight discoloration appears on the skin under-
neath the blossom stem.  In the next stage this
in more promonneed, and 4 sinking is apparent.
In the dxinl stage a geners] deeay has extended
over the entire blossoi stem side. From this
entwand the decay cxtends through the vegeta-
e antil it s nothing bt an noplenant wasof
rottenness. This discase in 8 new one, and ite
origin is & mystery. Somelimes the vegetables
are attacked when in a green state; at other times
they are almost ready to be gathered when it
makes ita appearance. — Philadelphia Bevord.

Harvesting Potatoes.

Early potatoes will be ripe this month, aml
had better be dug than left in the ground; but
if to b stored for winter use, they shonld be hau-
dled somew hat carefully, mt:l cooled ‘:rﬁ ‘-.I-:‘l_:m.
fore they are piled in | s heaps or bins, e
od m?m t:ln'ic-d imm cellar and dumped
inta large heaps, or put into tight barrels in the
middle of the day, while they are hot, will
be very apt to spoil in the pile. They are so
Jong in cooling that the heat takes bold of the
Lirnised spots and begins todecompose the tnbers,
and soon the furmer will find a smoking piie of
Toiting potatoes; bat handle them carefully and
bin them when cool, and they will keep till this
timo next year. After digging, let the ground
e plowed or worked up with the dise harrow,
sud after msnuring, put tosme good use. There
will bie from sixty to ninety days more af grow-
ing weather which we cannot afford to lese.— XN,
E, Farmer.

Fruits of all kiuds are easily preserved; as age
n'l: ﬁlimb«na:?-phll. a‘n: hrw."

We use most of the
“Baker,” or “Patter Holine™ jar, which is a
wide-monthed gquart bottle, with a tin or glass
cover and indis-rablber ring, and Leld by a half
oval clamp that is presesd down by tuming it
inte n hall screw awelling or ﬁ-jmhu s
the antside of e bottle neck, aro guick-
Iy pat an and taken off. Any gowl fonu of bot-
thes, thongh costing most at first, will in the end
be the cheapest, anthey will last fur many yeams,
with an occasional renew al of cheap mbber rings,
We seldom beeak more than two or three bottles
in & hunidred, in a vear's use.

Tur CooxiNg Vissei.~The best is the iron
porcelain kettles, now quite comnon, which are
very convenient for many ecooking vars,
They are iron vesscls enatzd in the § s with
I:ﬂmhin, or white carthen ware, glazed. One

ling five or sax quarts will answer. Wide
flat opes are preferable, O ror even brass
vessels, i well leaned, will ; or o tin pail or
pan can be nsed.

Tux SeGan.—For very nice preserved frmit
such as white pesches amd pears, the best refined
A sagar is desirable, and for all kinds, we think
sugar as good as the refined B sagar is the bost,
and even cheapest on the whole, For apple-
nance, put into cans for general family ase, U, or
the best light brown, will answer, Our rale is,
to s Just sugar eaough to it the different Kimds
of fruit for the table, Sowe families like more,
and some less; hones wo definite rule can be
given. For the sweetér fruite, strawborries,
praches, swert pears, hnckloberries, aud the like,
we use d to 6 ponmls of sugar to the gallon of
waler, or § to § Ih to the pint. For more aciil
fruitn, as cherries, llnlmnn. SOUCEr poedrs, currants,
erub apples, ete., alont 1ib, to the pint, more oe
less, aconnding to the acidity apd niponess.

Covmrxa Tk Frurr.—Three methods are used:
Saroe pilace the fruit in bottles with sugar aihiled,
put on the covers nearly tight, swt the lottles in
warm water, and heat to boiling, amld after time
in gdven to lest the fruit through, the covers
are fastened down closely. We profer, as being
mneh loss tronbiosome, to first cook the fruit in
the porvelain or tin vessel, and then dip it hot
into the jar, which must have been previously
warmed to prevint their breaking.  For the
nicest preserves, the fruit may be covked inn
syrap first, then dipped oot into the hot  jars,
avd a new syrup be filled fo bot. The cooking
syrap may be wrsd for several snocessive batches
of Truit, sl finally for poorer Kinds of fruit, or
making common spnee.  Forondinary rving,
the fruit and the syrup msed in coskiug i, may
be dipied togethor into the bottle, The amount
of eoobing is important,

Strawberries shoald eonk bt three or four
minntes before dipping them into the bottles,
which should be proviousiy all ready awl hot,
Wit this precantion they retain their nataral
forsn and flaver,

Peaches, being larger, require a little noe
time to lieat throvgh, lint when folly ripe, 5 te7
minutes is long enongl, snd the same is trwe of
well ripened peams, sspocially the Bartletts, amd
Virgaliens, which, by the way, make o most
delicious preserve,

QYuinees, god hanl pears  may eook 10 to 15
minutes, or mwore, for they should becowe temler.

The geuvral rale fur cooking is, to liave the

soft femits just heateld thmough te the contre, as
gquickly as may I after they go inta the syrap,
and then get them futo the bottles Dmmediately,
giving no time for the esanpe of the arma,
T Twmatoss, well ripened, are sealiled to wkin
them easiiy, then put into jast witer enongh te
rrv\- t buruing, awd carefnlly cooked § toa full
ponr, thns relacing their bulk materially, A
very little salt is added, bmt 0o sugar. They
ean be seasoned amd sugared when wanted for
ane.

Buemarn on Pie Prasxr.—Unt the stems in
small pieces, gs nsnal.  Cook with only » few
spoonsiiol of water to keep it from burning before
its own jniees ame at liberty,  Baodl 4 hour, or s,
or until remly for the table, amld bottle without
sgrar sulded.  This is execllent for winter aml
early spring nse as sance, amnd in making pies.
¢ b sl it vanions ways,  With crackers
a pie very closely resembling apple pie eau be
made.

Borrasi.—Have all neoded bottles, earks,
