II.w . Kill T.ar Trees, mad How Bala
Fr.it Fr.flta.ly.

Fruit growing in Kansas is a blessed fixed
fact. What man has planted ten or a dozen
trees in the corners of hts fence, and allowed the
calves to browse off the tops and bis horses to
stand and paw over the roots, will now look yon
In tbe face and pussilanimonsly say, raise
fruit in Kansaat

We say to all that are not posted already, that
the matter ia settled beyond a peradventure. It
is also a fact that your wives and children will
have fruit; and yon must pay the bill; bow much
easier, then, to grow your own fruit than be
obli"ed to pay from 2JiO to $3.00 for a bushel of
apples, and from $4.00 to $5.00 for a bushel of
peaches, and scarcely to be had for that.

Tbe writer is of opinion that nine out of ten of
tbe farmers in this country would be willing to
pay five hundred dollars to have a hundred
good beating peach trees on bis farm.

Look back fonr or five years, and see bow easi-

ly this might have been the ease with you; trees
could have been.and can yet be had for $15 per;
Iwm.lreil- - of the verv choicest varieties, budded
the cost of preparing the ground is trilling; and
sufficient vegetables can be raised on tbe same
land to more tbau pay for cultivating the trees.

Take an acre of good, dry, high land, plow it
deep, or snbsoil plow it, which is better; put on
s good coat of mannre, and then drag it thor-
oughly; mark off your land twenty feet each
way, and yon will have 110 squares; plant your
trees in the following manner: Trim up the tree
as Wgb as you desire; The future head should be
then cut off from one-thir-d to one-ha- lf tbelength
of all tbe remaining branches. See that the cen-

tre is well opened to admit the air and sunshine,
and see that your tree is evenly balanced.

Dig the bole large enough so that the roots
can all be straightened out; and if any roots are
bruised or broken, cut them off with a sharp
knife.

Set tbe tree in its place, and fill the hole about
half full of fine soil from the surface; then throw
in half a pail full of water to settle the soil
around tbe roots; then fill the hole, and raise
the ground several inches higberthan tbe ground
around, tread the soil down with your feet, and
the planting Is done. You have now arrived at
the point where nearly all planters fail; having
paidoot their money for trees, and planted them
in a proper manner, they seem to think their
work is done. Having planted your trees, place
around the tree and for a distance of four or five
feet beyond the body of tbe tree some chip ma-

nure, old tan bark, rotten sawdust, or the like,
about one foot deep or more. This keeps the
ground moist and of an even temperature, and
does away with the necessity of watering during
tbe summer. Winter-killin- g is a serious draw-
back, but the prevention is very simple and ea-

sy. In the first place you must begin in tbe
right way: about the 1st to the 10th of August,
go to your peach orchard prepared with a sharp
knife, cut off from d to one-ha- lf of all
the wod that has. grown during the spring and
summer. This will retard the growth, and cause
tbe wood to harden and" get ripe. Kiie wood
seldom if ever winter-kill- unless the tree ii oth-

erwise neglected. And it may here be said with
truth, as all who have taken an interest in fruit
growing in Kansas are aware, that peach trees
grow as fast in September, and even part of Oc-

tober, as they do at any time, thereby making a
large quantity of wood that never gets ripe.

In this latitude, where the changes during
winter are so very sudden, it is necessary to
protect peach trees from the heat, not the cold,
dnring winter. In January, we invariably have
a warm spell from ten to twelveor fifteen days;
peach trees, under the influence of tbe cheering
rays of the sun, begin to show signs of life; the
sap starts; the bnds swell; and from all appear-
ances, we will soon have spring. But alas! how
soon our hopes are blighted, and the trees stop
too. A sudden storm comes;' the bnds that a
few hours before looked so promising for fruit,
are frozen stiff and turn black, and the tree is
left in abont the same condition as anran sitting
in a enrreut of cold air while in a state of per-
spiration; both become stiffened, sick, perhaps
dio.

From personal observation and trials made,
the writer is of the opiuion that this freezing
and thawinz of the roots. . connected with late
growth, is the principal, if not the only cause of
winter-h-uun-

The remedy, in connection with Angnst prun-
ing, is simple and easy. In the early winter,
when the ground is well frozen down to the
roots of tbe trees, take some dry manure or
straw, place it around the trees; and as far as
the roots will be likely to have run, cover three
or four inches deep; then put on about a foot or
fifteen inches of mauure that is damp. This will
keep tbe ground and roots frozen during the en-

tire winter; and when those warm spells come
on, no sap will start nji; no buds will swell, and
tbe tree will remain in perfect health. When
spring ojieiis, spread the mauure tbat'is around
your trees, over tbe ground, to provide for tbe
crop of the coming season. The writer baa, in
this manner, kept trees from growinguntil May.
Trees thus treated will well repay for the time
spent in protecting them from the effects of a
mild winter, and lale froils. Xow let us con-

sider the matter financially, and let facts and
figures speak for themselves:

Here we have from an outlay of $73.00 a pro-

fit in five years of the large sum of $1,676.40. We
might enlarge on tbe subject, bnt a word to the
wine is sufficient. Of course some fruit would lie
raised the second and third years, but that is
not taken into accouut.

The writer's object is to draw the attention of
our enterprising farmers to their own iutercsts
and the general good of the community.

WILD FL8WEBS IN GABDENS.

Lovely Blaaaama That! nf be tlmd far the
Jffcre Digging.

There are many real lovers of flowers who
have the first requisite for a garden the land
who let the surroundings of the honse fall into
neglect merely becanse they cannot afford to buy
plants vi ith which to ornament them. It is

in most parts of tbo country to make a
beautiful garden without the outlay of a dollar
for plants. Could the persons referred to visit
European gardens or even see Enropean cata-
logues, they would find that tbe common plants
around them are elsewhere highly valued. Aside
from the trees, there are many shrubs that may
find a place iu the garden, aud a host of herba-
ceous plants from which a proper selection will
keep a garden gay the whole growing seeson.

Take our common lilies, for example. Aside
from the far West, there are three common in
the States east of the Mississippi; two of them
are low, not over three feet high, and common
in meadows, while Ibe taller "Superb Lily," in
rich, swampy places, is six or eight feet'high,
and bears a pyramid of ten to thirty or more
flowers. If one should make a collection of these
natiro lilies, he would be snrprised at the great
variety they present among themselves, not only
in size and number of the flowers, bnt especially
in their coloring. One could make a collection
of these native lilies and by carefnl selection find
a great variety among them. So with many
otlier native plants, which will amply repay tbe
care that may be given to tbent, and one can
easily stock a garden from tbe woods and fields.

It is late now to take up most wild plants, but
it is well to mark all attractive specimens for fu
ture removal. For marking shrubs for removal
to the garden, it is well to carry in tne pocket
a piece of cotton cloth, and tie a strip to anv de
sirable plant. When the leaves have fallen, the
ends of the strip of cloth maybe seen at a long
distance, and indicate the plant. A mrriean Jg- -

Place for the Pig-St-

Desirable as it is to havo the pen within easy
reach from tbe kitchen, it isyet a barbarous cus
tom to nave it so near mat us noise and onen-siv- e

smells penetrate the house. Wheteteritis
there should be a good walk provided, for con-
venience iu carrying slops to it. Xor should it
lie too close to the bore stable. It is thought
that a horse-sta- ll next to a pen is pigs, and

to breeding sows. The only harm would
be to thehorse and his master, arising from the
fool smell of the hogs. Let the pig sty lie ar-
ranged on one side of tbe barn-yar- so as to al-

low the to be mixed with that of tbe
horse and cow, as they severally accumulate.
One apartment of the pen should open into he
yard, so as to allow the hogs to run out and
work over the burse manure, aud to feed on such
grain as they may fiud auiong it. The pig pcu
should, of course, have its sleeping room nell
provided with straw, and the whole establish-
ment should be kept clean. Rural Jmeriean.

In the Poultry Yard.
Tbe young chicks will thrive best when kept

clean and dry. Those hatched this month, if of
the beat breeds, usually begin to lay early iu tbe
fall, and if kept warm and well fed, will give a
supply of eggs through the winter. If the coops
are placed in, or adjoining the garden, to allow
the chicks to wander freely through it, tbey will
do little harm, nntil large enough to scratch up
the beds, and nibble at tbe plants, while they
will destroy many insects. Let them have an
abundance of pure water and wholesome food;
these, with good honsing from the wet and cold,
will secure health and profitable growth. See

"I have found the cnltivation of entrants to be
very profitable. By care and attention I y

increased the size of the bushes and the
quality of the fruit. My bushes now about six
or eight feet high and are remarkably thrifty.
The cause of this large growth, I attribute in a
peat measure to the fact that I have been in the
habit of pouring soap suds and chamber lyo
around their roots dnring the summer season, I
am satisfied from my own experience, and that
of some of my neighbors, that this treatment
W.U produce a most astonishing effect upon the
growth and product of the bushes, and would
advise others to give it a trial.

To FEED the land before it is hungry, to give
it rest before it is weary, and to weed it before
it becomes foul, are the best evidences of ceod
firming.

Hydrophobia and ita Core.

Amonf the manr advances which the perm
thcurv ot fliscasn is now making, few could bo
more'intrrestins than that which iroaM enable
os to rope with tbe tmie maiaur njiiropuoDin,
justly dreaded from its fatality and nature; and
already we are beginning to get a glimpse of a
possible enre for the divase. M. l'astrur, the
pioneer and leader of this branch of practical
medicine, found that it was possible to "culti-
vate organism from the saliva of a boy vho had
died of hydrophobia, and that after this artificial
cnltivation the organism introduced into a rabbit
prodnced a disease which, tbongh rapidly fatal,
differed in its symptoms from those of true hy-

drophobia. M. Galtier. taking np the inquiry,
and acting on a principle which has been found
to hold good in another disease, viz., that the
effects of the vims differ considerably according
as it is introduced into the veins, and thus into
the circulation directly, or Into the tissne under-
neath tbe skin, and so directly; into circulation,
injected some hydrophobia virus into the veins
of a nnmber of sheep and goats. The effect was
no inconvenience to, or symptoms of disease in
the animals, and farther it was found that they
were now rendered protected against the action
of hydrophobic poison when recieved into the
body in the ordinary way, while other sheep and
goats not protected in like manner quickly suc-

cumb. Further experiments are now being made
by the same Trench veterinary surgeons to ascer-
tain if this injection of virus iuto tbe veins baa
any effect on the development of trne hydropo-bi-c

jioiaon communicated by tbe bites of animals.
There is another remedy which has of late years
been tried for hydrophobia, and it is said in
Germany with success, that is, the arrow poison
of the South American Indians, known as urari,
curari, or woorali. This substance has the effect
of preventing motion by paralyzing the nerves
which go to the muscles known as motor nerves,
and as one of the worst symptoms of hydropho-
bia Is interference with respiration by tbe respi-
ratory muscles being spasmodically contracted,
it seems likely that this substance, by rendering
the nerves le&s capable of conducting tbe im-
pulses which place the muscle in contraction,
might be of use, and there are several cases in
which this drag has been accredited with effec-

ting a cure. Land and Water.

Axo:mia. This is due to a deficiency of red
corpuscles in the blood.

Consumption. This perhaps is not actually
produced, but a latent taint is called Into active
exercise.

Theone (tubercular
meningitis) affects the coverings of the brain, and
is particularly due aside from defective ventil-
ation, etc. to intense mental activity. The
other attacks the lun?. and and is especially
due to impaired respiratory action, the result of
prolonged, sittings.

Contagious Diseases. These on being intro-
duced from abroad soon become epidemic Xo
pupil should be allowed to mingle among the
scnoiars lrom a Douse; iniecieu w ita smaiipox,
scarlet feer. dinbtheria. etc. Even children
affected with pulmonary consumption shonld be
separated lrom tne scnooi room.

Tainted meat, surrounded with it, ia sweetened.
Strewn over heaps of 'decomposed pelts or over
dead animals, charcoal prevents nnpleasant
odors. Foul water is purified by it. It is a great
disinfectant, and sweetens onensive air u piaceu
iu trays around apartments.

It is so pornu that it absorbes and condenses
grease rapidly. Oue cubic inch of charcoal will
absorb a hundred inches of gateons ammonia.
Charcoal forms an excellent poultice fur wounds
and sores. In cases of proud fl?ih it is invaluable.

It gives no disagreeable odor, corrodes no met-

al, hurts nn texture, injures no color, is a simple
and safe sweetener and disinfectant.

A teaspoonfnl of charcoal in half a glass of
water often relieves sick headache. It absorbs
the gases and relieves the distended stomach,
pressing against the nerves which extend from
the stomach to the head. ZUica (X. V.) Jumal.

A Sew Treatment ofTetasus. The foreign
medical journal pnbliah in full the views of Dr.
Itia on tetanus, aud bis new treatment f the
same.

tially of an exaggerated reflex irritability of the
spinal cord, which may be indifferently cansed
by traumatisms, toxic Influences, or
rheumatic action.
