The chain of evidence
was complete; apparently, no link was wauting.

He had twice Iwfore arraigned for petty
robbery, and playing tricks of confidence upon
the unwary. Through all, Godier adhered to
his statement jiertiiiacioitsly. The trial In ted
three days. On the thin! day he was adjudged
guilty.

ALEXANDRIA.

This city, situated on the Mediterranean,112
miles from Cairo, has cut a somewhat prominent
figure In history, ancient, as well as modern. It
was founded by the great Alexander, after the
destruction of Tyro, ;tfc! II. C. It was regularly
laid out and intersected by two main streets,
upwanl of 100 feet wide, rnnnlng from north to
south, aud from east to west. On the island of
Pharos a light-hou- of vast height was erected,
and this island itself was connected with the
main laud by a dyke, which divided the inner
from the ontcr harbor, and through which ves-

sels could pass by means of movable bridges.
The east end of tho town was called llnichium,
and here was the royal palaco of the Ptolemies,
Under them Alexandria was the great ceutre to
which the trade of Knrope and the 3Iediterra-nea- n

with Persia and the far Kcst converged.
It hail alwut 3UO,fl0t) free inhabitants, of various
nationalities, and became tho centre of univer-
sal learning. Here the schools of Grecian phi-

losophy, and especially the I'latonists, flour-
ished." Among its ornaments were its library
aud museum, an establishment in which schol-
ars were maintained at public cost. Its library
contained 100,000 volumes, at the death of
lto!cmy Philadelphia, and was rvaid to be the
largest "iu the world, prior to the invention of
printing; it afterwanls grew to 700,000 volumes.
In this city the criptnres were first made
known to the heathen by the Septnagint ver-

sion, and here Christianity early took root, al-

though the city soon became tho scene of rancor-
ous and nuchristian disputation and violence.
In no place wero religions conflicts more fre-

quent or more sanguinary. It also witnessed
luneh political strife, and fell permanently un-

der the iMwcr of the Koinansin SO It. V. Not-

withstanding the removal of many of the most
precious works of art to Koine, its greatness

till tho establishment of the Mat of
empire at Constantinople. Prom t!e rise of the
latter city, though still an important centre of
commerce, Alexandria, as a capital, began seri-

ously to decline. It fell into the bauds of the
Saracens, in A, P. f4i In IH4, Cairo was made
tho capital of Kgypt, and tho discovery of the
route to India and the East by the Cape of Good
Hoik?, completed the decay of Alexandria. At
present, tlie underground for the preser-
vation of the Nile water are the only perfect rel-

ics of the past.
3Iodern Alexandria is situated on the causc-iva- y

which tnico funned the communication be-

tween the mainland and the Pharos, and which,
by constant accumulation of sand and material,

'is now funned into a neck of land. There a ro
two forti, one at the extremity of an extensive
roadstead, west of the Pharos, iu which ships of
the line may He; the other, the modern fort, on
the west of the Pharos, is less advantageous.
Lake 3Iarcotis was dried up by the accumula-
tions of sand, but in Isll the ltritish army cut
through tho narrow strip which separated it
from the lake of Aboukir, aud let in the sea
ngaiii. Alexandria has, of late years, been
growing rapidly, and Is fast IccomiHg-"a-s popu
lous as it was in tho iiays oi antiquity, in ic7J,
H looked more like an Italian than an oriental
city. Tlie ruins of the ancient city, as well as
tho wretched habitations of the Arabs, are fast
disappearing. Large streets, well paved, and
lighted with gas are seen in European quarters,
and alionnd with line residences. The great
promenade of the Jlehemit Ali square, fonuerly
the square of tho Consuls, is the central and
most animated point in the city. Its popula-
tion, in 1870, was estimated at aud is
considerably larger mew. It included then,

Arabs, Copts, Tnrks, Persians, Americans,
and Jews, 23,000 Creeks, 2(1,01)0 Italians l.000

The release of 3Irs Abraham Lincoln; by

death. from the shadow of mental and physical
anliction, that for years encompassed her, sug-

gests some reference to the career of this remark-
able woman, who exercised peculiar induenco
over the miud of one of the most remarkable

.men of the century a man aud President not
readily innnencetl compeers, or me.
friendships of a lifetime.

Her first acquaintance (1S39) with the illus-
trious man with whom her name was y

linked, led to his entire abandonment,
first an only time in his jiolitical career,

of those legislative duties he had sought at the
bauds of the people, and his compulsory flight
into another State, lest her continued prescuce
should drive him to distraction. It was not
through love of her that his friends feared his
suicide, and carefully kept out of his sight all
deadly weapons; and affection certainly did not
dictate his nWnce. from the ceremony, as first
appointed, that was to unite in marriage Abra-
ham Lincoln and 31a ry Todd. The fact is that
Lincoln was, as Charles Dickens once said of
himself, "very human." He was not above tbe
fancies and foibles of onlinary men.

Mrs. N. W. Edwards, sutar of 3Irs. Lincoln,
and at wjiose residence the marriage ceremony
was to have taken place, thus tersely certifies
31 r. Lincoln's lirt failure to respond:

'Lincoln and 3Iary were engaged ; everything
was ready aud prepared for the marriage, even
to the supper. 3Ir. Lincoln failed to meet his
engagement. Cause insanity.

Lincoln, after his court shin of 3Iary Todd aud
engagement, had fallen madly in love with 31i--

Edwards, her sister-in-la- He had been madly
in love liefore, and inconstant with other wo-
men. His first choice, Ann Hutledge, of New
Salem, had died, and he had scarcely recovered
his mental equilibrium, when he fell in love
witU 31iss Owens, a visitor to the same little
town, aud who, on account of the incompatibili-
ty of their natures refused him. She fou ml do-

mestic liappiness elsewhere, and her son is now
a leading citizen of this State.

Hut 31ary Todd was a determined woman, and
liefore she finally refuse! Stephen A. Douglas
a rival of Lincoln's in love, as iu politics she
had declared a choice between them in saying
that she would marry "the one that has the best
chance of Iteing President.' When Lincoln, on
account of his love for 3Iis Ed wants, was dis-

tracted lietwceu his inclination to choose the
newer preference and his duty to carry ont his
engagement to 3tiss Todd and tho "policy
match," as it was called, he was carried off to
Kentncky by his finn friend. Joshua F. Sicd,
aud kept in close necettsarily aban-
doning, for the time, his law practice, legisla-
tive duties, and all thoughts of immediate mar-
riage. 31eanwhlle, 3Iis Edwanls, having pie

iuusly rejected Douglas married a 3Ir. Strong.
Upon Lincoln return to Springfield, ''entirely
recovered- as his law partner, 3Ir. Heradnu,
chronicles it, he thought no more of suicide, and
wrote no more poems tor the Illinois Journal mi
that sad topic On the contrary, ho and 31is
Toild met clandestinely at tho residence of the
editor of that pajwr. (Simeon Francis,) renewed
their troth, and doubtless Iiccause (as 31 rs. Lin-

coln told her sister) "women ami men were un-
certain aud sliniery got married quick and
sudden mi ono or two hours' notice. Judge
3atheny says Lincoln remarked, "Jim, I shall
have to marry that girl," hut he added, senteu-tionsl-

"he looks as if he was goiu to the
slaughter."

The marriage was doubtless, as Wanl Lnmoa
insists "concocted and planned by the IMwards
family, "3trs Lincoln Wing a very willing sac-
rifice." The wedding took place- - November 4,
lc42, and the couple at once weue to Unrding
at four dollars a week at the hotel." 3Iis.s
Todd, it is chronicled, was "of aristocratic and
distinguished family," her father being Hon.
Koliert S. Todd, of Iexiugtou, Ky. She had
sisters alteady married, in SpridgfiVId, to Hon.
Ninian W. Edwanls, Dr. W. S. Wallace, and C
31. Smith. Hon. John T. Stewart was also a
family connection. 31 r. Liucoln had huniMy
rcferrcd to himself as sprung from possibly a
"nccond family of Virginia." The inarriago was
said to have opened the awful portals of "giMnl
society" to the future President, and he was
heartily congratulated upo-- i the distinguished
alliance. This he failed to appreciate, for when
it was subsequently urged against his Congres-
sional aspiratious, tliat ho now Itclouged to a

proud aud artMocralic family," (the Todds)
and was no longer a plain man of the iconic-- , lm
disposed of his new connections much ns Horace
Greeley once did, by remarking: "Well, that
sounds strange to me. I do not remember of but
one (Tmld) that ever came to see me, aud while
he was in town he was accused of stealing a
jewaharp This to 3Ir. Speed.

Indeed, he encountered his great st itoiitical
opposition from his connections by marriage.
They held back for years expression of the ad-
vanced views on the slavery question that he
was privately known to entcitain. Iu fact,
most of them gravitated into Demo-
crats, and some arc known as
yet. One of the Todds was a Confederate off-

icer during tho war, aud another connection of
the family was nioro than suspected of lieiug a
party to what was called the "Chicago conspira-cyhaviu- g

for its object the release of the Keb--

prisoners at Camp Douglas and the simulta-
neous attack by Confederate forces on Chicago,
St. Louis and Louisville, and the burning of
those cities,

31rs. Lincoln herself was no tyro in politics,,
either iu Springfield or at the White House.
She objected to the acceptance by her husbaud
of the Territorial fioemcrshipof Oregon, ten-
dered hiin by Fillmore, and when he was an-
nounced as a Legislative candidate by Dr. Wm.
Jayne, she caused the announcement to be
stricken out of the parly organ, aud having
withdrawn him, he did not, of course, enter the
campaign.

Jlr. Lincoln's famous
speech, which took the advanced ground

that "this Government can not permanently en-
dure half slave and half free," created the most
bitter opposition among his conservative con-
nections by marriage. They even championed
Douglas in his controversy at the time with
Lincoln, lint that same speech, delivered

tbe Kepublican State Convention of 18.V,
put 31r. Liucoln in the line of the Presidential
succession, and arrayed him on substantially
tho same platform as Wm. IL Seward, the chief
comjietitor for the same honor.

It was 3Irs. Lincoln's sharp pen, Larnon says,
that indited the personal attack on Gen. James
Shields, which her affianced assumed respons-
ibility for to the extent of agreeing to accept a
challenge, aud hastening to the dueling ground
selected in the State. Ilut the tlifliculty was
adjusted without resort to the broadswords
brought ou the field.

That 31 r. and 31 rs Lincoln were not happy in
their domestic relations was well known to the
friends of both, and the principals found cause
to regret that 3Iary Todd hail Iient him to her
will ami ruled him, for a time, as she ruled
everylmdy. Their marriage was a misfortune,
and both knew and understood it. He became
asfldatidabatracted man, but was ever kind
and efTcctlonate to his devoted r, his
wife and children. Hnsbaud and wife never
quarreled, but their incompatibility and Infelic-
ity was discussed by other tongnes, and not
always with justice to cither. 31 r. Hcnulon
summarizes their married lifn thti: "All that I
know ennobles lioth." They had four children',
of whom Eddie, Willie and Thomas (Tad)

With 3Irs. Lincoln's life .since the assassina-
tion of her husband, the public is tolerably fa-

miliar. Her reason lecanie clouded, at least to
the extent of peculiar hallucinations The re-

straint of law was onco thrown around hcr,.a
commission da Junatico luqnireudo at Chicago
adjudging her insane. The time .pent In seclu-
sion improved her physically aud mentally, aud
while still needing watchful care, to prevent
display of her peculiarities iu purchasing large
stocks of imneeevsary good, when restored to
her friends, aud still oppressed with the hallu-
cination that she was poverty-stricke- n when
really comfortable iu this world's goods and
destined to die a pan per, she liad not greatly,
or at least dangerously, aided until recently.
Her life, however, was m all respects a sad one
to herself and to those connected with her by
ties of consanguinity. To the people at large,
her condition presented itself as calling for
charitable sympathy, and that was never with-
held. Her release came in her Ctth year, sur-
rounded by loving relatives and acquaintances
The estate she leaves, exclusive, of course, of
her life interest only, is considerable.
