Thia
was the watchword, and so potent was it deem

Free
soil, free men, free speech, and a five press, were
popnlar utterances; and it was held to b a pro-

pitious omen, when the first Presidential nomi-

nee was named Fremont. The Rcpuhlican up-

It
is hoped that the necessary two-thir- cannot be
obtained iu this body to submit such an amend-
ment again. This would, at leat, potpoue the
enrne of such a crusadr two years longer.

A majority of the ticket is composed of good
men, who are not crazy fanatics; bnt they will
have to snflrr on account of the head of the tick-
et, and the platform. Rut there Is not much
doubt that the wlmlo ticket will he elected.
There is a feeling abroad in the State, with the
neeeesary elements, to defeat the Gorernor, If
properly handled. A live icdqendent Repub-
lican to head the ticket, with the nnited
support of all disaffected Republicans and
all opposition parties, would do it; bnt such op.
I option will not W secured. The Democrats
will reason, and correctly, that they have no in-

terest In assisting one Republican to defeat an-

other. Resides, they really imagine that they
have some sort of a chance to elect a man of their
own. They will meet at Emporia, resolve against
prohibition and snmptnary laws, in favor of
Gen. Jackson, the Virginia Resolutions 'ofTIs,
and the Iat war with England, and will nomi-

nate some Ronrbon Democrat who cannot get
the rot of one out ef ten of the disaffected
R'pnMicans.

A AEtV CATTLE DIHKAftU.

How Catwa are Drlng la Berks Coamtr, PaIeeple nlekeaed by Ihe Terrible Blench.

Reaiiixa, August 8. Persona who have just re-

turned from a tour of eighteen miles through North
Hcidlelicrg and Jefferson Townships, bring the most
alarming reports concerning the deaths of rattle
from a new and mysterious disease. Csttle have
been known to drop dead fifteen in inn tea after they
were first attacked. Two cowaof Harrison Ilaak
were drirrn into pasture early In the morning.
They wera apparentlywell, but in twanty minutes
tbey dropped dead. The rest of the herd commenced
bellowing and pawing the earth, and pranced about
the dssd carcasses that were rapidly swelling. Ia
a short time, six more of tbe same drove were dead.
The owner bad their bodies cs re folly limed, and
bnried in the woods. In this wsy, some thirty-fir- s

head of cattle perished on different adjoining farms.
Some died in the stable. One farmer found two'
rows dead in the barn-yar- Among the other losers
sre Levi Mover, Moses Sckaeffcr. John Snyder,
Henry Zerhe, Gabriel Lntc, Wm. L'mbcnbowcr, Jo
seph r.rnst, snd others.

When the csttle are first attacked, they refuse to
cat or drink. Tbey seem to he seixed with a chill,
and breathing liecotnes difficult. Sotee moan and
appear to be in great pais. In a short time they lie
down and die, in graat agony. Tbeir bodies are
swelled out of proportion, and a very fool ndoris
emitted. A hasty examination of one ef the bodies
showed th-i- t the blood ef the desd snimals tarns
completely black.

Benjamin Lutz, a veterinary surgeon, hss been
kept very busy for the past few days, and at present
is working day and night. He sajs the disease
starts in the head, and ho has become deathly sick
while boring tho horns of sick cattle. He sava that
tho cows are dying from tho appoplexr of the
spleen, and his opinion is concurred in by Drs. Ow-
ens and Collins, who are also busily engaged in the
work of attending to tnriotu herds now in quaran-
tine. Tim spleen of some of tha dead carcasses Is
found to ! quite, putrid. The bodies of dead snimsls
art very poisonous, aud one man has already died of
lockjaw and His name was Harri-
son JIaal. He undertook to akin a carcass fir its
hide and, also to perform a Some of
the lMiison of the animal icot into his srstem throuch

La wound on his hand, and in a few hours his entire
jeirm ai ixmoncu. 111s uimjj- anus anu nraos

became fearfully swollen and covered with blaek
blotches. Ho was then attacked with lock-ja- and
died in terrible agony. Two others who assisted
him narrowly escaped death. Their blotches were
liurned with eanstic Since then no attempts have
been madn to skin animals or examine them. Tbey
are buried in a harry, and Ihe balance of the herd
quarantine!. All hamyanis and ttaolea are being
thoroughly cleansed, and farmers are strictly quar
antining all tbeir cattle. The disease is contagious,
and said to le worse than rindcruett or tilraro--
pneumonia.
