Build Them,
Philadelphis Inquirer, (Rep.)
An esteemed New York contemporary,
which would oppose the ten command-
ments if it thonght they had originated
outside of the metropolis, says that “put-
ting aside the question of ‘free ships' the
bill that has been offered by Benator
Sewell, of New Jersey, and reported fo
the senate by Senator Cameron, of Penn
sylvania, is objectionable in that it pro-
poses special legislation in the interest of
a particular corporation,” to-wit, the
Pennsylvania Railroad company. All
which is sheer and arrant nonsense. The
Sewell bill, as a matter of fac!, is in the
interests of American commerce, It sim-
ply proposes to place American merchants
upon an equality with those of every
other nation by permitting them to buy
their chips where they are allowed to
buy every other possible thing, in the
cheapest market. If there is any ome
thing more desirable than another it is
that this counfry shall in some manner
recover its share of the European’trade
carried on in ships, and it is freely ad-
mitted that it cannot be recovered so
long as, according to the statement of
Mr. Roach, who knows as much of the
matter as any one, an American merchant
must pay forty per cent moreto build a-
steamship here than in England. If he
can buy his ships where the foreigners,
who have taken our commerce away from
us, can buy theirs, which is to say where
they are chenpest, he can compete with
foreigners; otherwise he cannot. As for
Senator Bewell's bill being in the sole in-
terets of the Pennsylvania Railroad com-
pany, that would be nothing against it if
1t were, but it is not; it is in all interests,
and, we confidently believe, in the inter-
$ of none more than in those of cur
remaining ards, which have
nothing to do duﬁi; the ocoun-
try has no ships outside of its coasters.
