Olive, eon of I. P. Olive, the cat-
tle man ont somnthwest of town, shot
David Harrison from the front, between
and litfle below the nipples, the ball
passing out of the body toward the back
part of the short ribs. Hurrison was sup-
posed to be mortally wounded. His
present condition is precarions,

He has been taken care of at
the Oakes House. Iie came from Texas
about ten months ago, and has been
working at Webster's ranch, up on the
Saline.
gion, Harrison is said to be about
twenty-one years old; Olive, about twen-

ty.

They had some words
at the barber shop. From there they
went to the street corner by Caddick’s
sgtore, and continued their quarrel.  The
sheriff was  appealed to to arrest them.

Theories concerning the facts as to the
shooting differ widely, Some think that
young Olive mennt to fire at another
man, and hit Harrison by accident.
Others think that murder was meant.

1t is snid that I P. Olive says that, in
thie event of Hurrison's death, he will not
asaist his son in escaping; that be would
prefer that the boy serve five years in the
penitentiary to being forever an outlaw.

The shenff etill has young Olive's re-
volver in his possession.
