THE. GREAT XXOOD

The Levee la Broken Again Causing; Great
Damage.

r St. Louis, "Mo., May 17. Advices fromMississippi river towns above here sav thatat 4:15 o'clock this morning a break occurredin the Sny levee at a point about two miles
utuuw mo uBuiuoai onage, and this was
followed at 6:45 by a larger and more seri-
ous one above the bridge a short distance.The wildest excitement prevailed at Han-
nibal as well as among the few farmers
who stubbornly remained in the bottome.
The 200 men who had been engaged all night
in the work of stopping seeps and placing
bags of sand on top of the levee to keep theriver back attempted to close the breaks butwithout success.

The more sensible farmers had removed
all their live stock to the bluffs, rax miles
distant, but not a few remained until the
moment of the calamity, consequently they
sustained serious losses. Hogs, cows and
horses could be seen 6wimmmi in th flnnd
until they came in contact with some obsta-
cle upon which their bodies vnnlri h
mangled.

The smaller houses in the bottoms are
wrecked. As yet no loss of human life is re-
ported.

The territory now covered with water is
orty-fiv- e miles long and six miles wide,wn o.uuo acres under cultivation.
The depth of the water is from ten to

twenty feet, consequent upon the breaking
of the levee, the river is receding rapidly.

The tenants state that if the ground gets
in favorable condition by the middle of
June they can raise late corn. The loss at
this writing is incalculable. The damage to
railroad property will be great. ,

From Keokuk word comes that v it i3
thought the worst was over, but avery heavy
rain set in there this morning, and as the
Des Moines river is rising rapidly, there is
no telling what the result will be.

The overflow is constantly increasing, I

covering more land every day and the water
is getting deeper, vast quantities of water
are pouring over the levee about a mile
north of Alexandria, which forms a switt
current that sweeDS throueh the town and
threatens to carry away a number of houses
whose foundations have been weakened by
the prolonged inundation. Many families
have abandoned their homes and sought
temporary quarters elsewhere.

On Monday Sny cart leve?, an enbank-me-nt

commencing just be'.ow Quincy and
extending south a distance of fifty-fo-

miles, gave way between Hannibal and
Louisiana, and the scenes enacted the day
previous were repeated and intensified.

Early In the week Alexandria levee, thirty
miles above Quincy, gave way, completely
flooding that thrifty city.

Yesterday crevices were made in New
iork levee at .East Hannibal, followed soon
after by another break a mile south and
last night the destruction in all levee dis-
tricts was complete, not an acre of ground
in this vast territory can escape the flood
and the loss of farming interests is simply
incalculable. Cattle and horses fairly
swarmed in many places and many were
drowned.

The river above and below the eitv i from
ten to fifteen miles broad, covering all the
farms on both sides and extending from
the bluffs on the Illinois side to the high
bluffs in Missouri.

The scene of desolation ' between Quincy
and Hannibal is simply terrible. What was,
a few days ago a fertile valley, with abund-
ant crops, is now a vast expanse of water,
deserted by every livine thins. The water is
pouring over the top of the levee, besides
rushing through breaks from three hundred
to four hundred yards wide, with irresistiblo
force.

On dry places of the embankment are
hundreds of cattle, horses, hogs, without
feed and no prospect of drink except where,
in danger of being swallowed up by the
floods. Far across on the opposite side of
the bluffs are gathered hundred? of men, wo-
men and children, in small groups, desti-
tute, suffering and despairing. They lookupon the ruin wrought, their farms laid
waste, property destroyed, homes almost
completely under water and furniture float-
ing. Many of them are utterly destitute,
have not sufficient clothing or shelter and
some are suffering for food, despite thebravery of more fortunate neighbors, who
are making every exertion to relieve their
immediate wants. Steps have been taken
to aid them, and the spirit of charity is al-
ready pouring its abundance to aid them
with every necessary of life.

Railroad communication to the west from
this city is entirely cut off, every road being
under water. In many localities tias and
rails, for a distance of many miles, have
been washed from the road bed bv th finnfl
'and are piled np along the embankment and
m ine wooas.

Bridges and culverts will ba carrfoi rmfc
and road beds will be tsricnsly dau nged.

In this city, factor ca and vtrthouses
along the river are seriously damaged.
Large buildings are being gradually under-
mined by the rushing waters, and unless the
flood subsides soon, the loss will be much
heavier than hitherto anticipated.

Last evening a mass meeting was held to
devise means for immediate relief of the
destitute sufferers from the flood. For thepast two or three days these helpless peopie

Heresy.

vSSfn? y --The BtntnlSouthern Presbyterian churchmet this morning. The announcement thatthe complaint of Rev. Dr. James Woodrowagainst the action of the synod of Geonriain sanctioning his removal from a theolog-ical institute, because of his ideas on evolu-tion, attracted a large gathering.
Rev. Dr. Smoot offered a resolution thatthe proposition adopted on Saturday, to ap-point a committee on temperance, wasmeant to formulate the views of the Aurchon the subject of temperance and not tonave any political prohibition effect.
Rev. Dr. Brooke wished the resolutionamended so as to refer to liquor at one andsame time and so made motion, the amend-ment was adopted, and the resolution asamended was adopted.
The order of the complaint of Dr.JameaWoodrow was then taken up, and it wasagreed to grant four honr in k .;
The record of the case from the synod ofGeorgia was then read, covering the entire

FJ0"11188 of condemnation in all about10,000 words. Rev. Dr. Woodrow then pre-
sented his case before the general assembly,

SABBATH OBSERVANCE.

Senator Blair Offers a Bill Looking to Ob-
servance of .ord's Day.

Washington, D. C, May 21. The bill in-
troduced by Senator Blair y for the ob-
servance of the Lord's day, provides that no
person or corporation shall perform, or au-
thorize to be performed, any secular work,
labor or business to the disturbance of
others, works of necessity, mercy and itt

excepted, nor shall any person en-
gage in any play, game, amusement or re
reation to the disturbance of others, on the
first day of the week, commonly known as
the Lord's day, in any place subject to the
exclusive jurisdiction of the United States.

It is made unlawful for any person or cor-
poration to receive pay for labor or service
rendered in violation of this provision.

Section 2 reads: No mails shall hereafter
be transported in times of peace, over any
land postal route, nor shall any mail matter
be collected, assorted, handled or delivered
during the first day of the week.

Provided, that whenever any letters shall
relate to a work of necessity, or mercy, or
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shall concern the health, life or decease of .
any person, and the fact shall be plainly
stated upon the face of the envelope,
the postmaster general shall provide
for the transportation of such letters
in packages separate from other mail matter
and shall make regulations for the delivery
thereof, the same having been received at
the place of destination before the first day
of the week, during such limited portion
of the day a shall suit the public conscience
and save interference with the due observ-
ance of the day, as one of worship &nd rest;
and provided further, that when there shall
have been an interruption in the due and
regular transmission of the mails, it shall
be lawful to so far examine the same, when
delivered, as to ascertain if there be such
matter therein for lawful delivery on the
first day of the week.

Section three declares to be unlawful the
prosecution of commerce between the states
and Indian tribes on Sunday and provides
that all persons violating the provisions
shall be liable to a fine of from $10 to
$1,000.

Section four prohibits all military and na-
val drills in time of peace except assemblies
for religious worship of persons In the mili-
tary service of the United States on the
Lords day.

An additional section provides that labor,
or service rendered on the first day of the
week in consequence of disaster or unavoid-
able delays in making the regular communi-
cation upon postal and transportation
routes, in the preservation of perishable and
exposed property, and the regular and nec-
essary transportation and delivery of arti-
cles of food in condition for healthy use and
such transportation for short distances from
one state into another as by local laws shall
be declare to be necessary for tho public
good, shall not be deemed violations of the
act but shall be construed, as far as possible,
as to secure to the whole people rest from
toil during the first day of the week.

THE DUNKABDS.

To-da- y the at-
tendance at the Dunkard conference at
North Manchester, was largely increased.
The sermon this morning was delivered by
Bev. John M. Mohler, of Lewistown, Pa.,
preceding which was an address of welcome
by Rev. J. J. Parrott, of North Man-
chester, who welcomed the breth-
ren in the name of the Christians
of the place, and the great state of Indiana.
The speaker referred with pride to the
growth of the little band who, in 1719, were
driven from Germany, and sought refuge in
the land of the free, America, and who now
boasted of a membership of 125,000. The
afternoon session opened at 0 o'clock to-

day, with an address by Elder Oliver Yoont,
of Tippecanoe, Ohio.

Bishop John L. Wise, of Conway
Springs. Kan., preached to 5,000 people,
from the text, "What Must I Do to be
Saved?"
