PRACTICE.

In Martin vs. Barker, Secretary Yilas
decided that a distinction exists between
a protestant and a contestant. One who
initiates proceedings as a contestant may
in the course of subsequent proceeding?,
by complying with the law and regula-

tions, become a contestant, and secure
the rights accorded by the statute.

A party who objects to the allowance of
an entry, but declines to pay the costs of
a contest, is a protestant, and cannot as-

sert the right of a contestant

In U. S. V3. Large, Secretary Yilas de-

cided that a second filing will not be al-

lowed where title might have been ac-

quired by compliance with law in connec-

tion with the first filing. Abandonment
of a claim to avoid litigation will work
a forfeiture of the privilego
where it appears that tho person who
abandoned tho land had the superior
right.

TIPS ON MANY TOPICS.

Postage stsaps were invented by Bow-lan-d

Hiu, who was tho founder of the En-
glish postal system.

Castls Gai:d::x, ITcw York City, was
opened as an emigrant depot August 1, 1855,
the great infius of immigrants at that time
making the establishment of such u place
extremely necessary.

" Pcblick Occceeexces' vTCs the name
of tho Unit newspaper published in tho
United States. It was issued September
25, 1GQ0, by Benjamin Pierce, at Boston, ap-
pearing but ones, it bem:r immediately sup-
pressed by the Government.

The llrst furnace for the cremation in
America of the bodfcs of tho dead was
erected at "Washington, Pa., in 1S7T5, by Dr.
F. J. Le iloiiic, at a cost of $1,(300. The first
cremation (that of Baron do Palm) tookplaco
December G of the same year.

Tim Suez Canal was opened in 1SG9. It is
not yet fully completed, or rather i3

and has a depth of twenty-si- s

feet. It h3 been thirteen years in the
process of construction, and forty hours aro
required for the passage of a vessel.

' Cori'znun.vD" was tho term applied in
tho North at the beginning of tho re-
bellion to those who sympathized with tho
South. It was adopted in analogy to tho
serpant of that name which stings without
giving notice, and is very venomous.

"Tun permanent constitution of the Con-
federate States of America" was adopted
at Montgomery. Ala., March 11, 1SG1, was
ratified by Alabama, March 13; Georgia,
March 10; Louisiana, March 21; Tcsas,
March 25; Mississippi, March o0; South
Carolina, April 5, 1S01.

As is well Imown, tho art of skating is a
prehistoric one. In many parts of Europe
bones of domesticated animals have been
found which had been used as skates or as
runners of small sledges.

It is a
clumsy structure, almost entirely of wocd,
known as the llumago press, of which
many were still in use more than a century
later. Iron was suboiucnt!y used for
some of tho parts until the beginning of tho
present century. Printing machinery, now
brought to such a high degree of perfection,
wa3 a ago not much ahead o
Franklin's time.

A white squall is one which produces no
diminution of light. This furious and dan-
gerous gust appears in clear weather with-
out any other warning than the white foam
it occasions on the surface of the sea and a
very thin banc. It usually breaks upon a
vessel when she is totally unprepared for
such a strain upon her sanvas and conse-
quently proves one of the most dangerous
forms of tho sailor's existence. A black
squall 16 Lir less dangerous, as it is usually
preceded by an accumulation of dark clouds
and accompanied by heavy rain. Time is
thus given to trim sails and to avert pcriL

A common glass eye my bo had for ten
dollars, but they are not a good imitation
and do not last long. A first-clas- s eye costs
fifty dollars or even more. Tho best will
not last over ., j years, because tho secre-
tions in tho hohow of tho eye roughen tho
glass by chemical action, and this rough-
ness irritates tho flesh. Glass eyes arc all
made abroad, princip.uly. in Germany and
France, no factory having been started
here, although thero is a great demand for
them in this country. A skillful oculist
can put a glass eye into the cavity so that
very close observation is necessary to de-

tect it. Not only r.vc the size and color of
the natural eye counterfeited, but even tho
general expression.
