Touch the Springer Bill.

Lobbyists Had Been Too! Too! In
Their Endeavors to Convert Votes
for the Measure The Charges to
This Effect Quite IBoId and Not at
all Complimentary.

tTABHiSGTOif, D. C, March 23. It is not
generally known why no senator was 'wil-
ling to call up the Oklahoma bill after it
reached the calendar in that body. Day
after day went by and the boomers used
every influence, but there they stuck for
want of a friend. The reason can now be
stated. The senators had information, very
positive, as to the use of improper means
to push this measure. Senator Butler,
hinted at it once or twice in debate. 33ie
"bill, as it came from the house and Was re
ported back to the senate reserved for town
site purposes a mile wide along every mile
of railroad in the territory consructed or to
be laid out before the passage of the act and
excluded all these strips from actual settle
ment.

The senators received information that.

Lobbyists
who worked for the bill are showing their
shares, and are telling; queer things not at
all to the credit of certain congressmen. It
appears that besides the shares of stock scat-
tered in Washington there were some outside
corporations which expected to go into the
town site business when the Oklahoma bill
became a law.

Many will remember that there was a con-
vention at Baxter Springs last winter, at
which Thomas T. Crittenden, of
Kansas City, presided, and ringing resolu-
tions were adopted demanding the passage
of the Springer bill. One of the most vocif-
erous of the advocates of opening the terri-
tory was and now Pension
Agent George W. Glick of Kansas. Within
a few days there has been passed around in
Washington as a curiosity a specimen share
of stock in the Homestead and Town Site
company of Oklahoma. The par value of
the share is $5. Upon the certificates are

Important Provisions.
Washington, D. C, March 23. There are

some very interesting provisions in the law
to establish a court for the Indian Terri-
tory. St. Louis merchants have repeatedly
memorialized congress to establish some
civil jurisdiction over the territory in the in-
terest of business. The law does it. It
declares: "Shall luwe jurisdiction in all
civil cases between citizens of the United
States who are residents of the Indian Ter-
ritory, or between citizens of the United
States, or of any state or territory therein,
and any citizen of or person or persons re-
siding or found in the Indian territory,
and when the value of the thing in contro-
versy or money claimed shall amount to
$100 or more." This will" prevent debtors
in the territory from taking advantage of
their creditors on tho outside, as some of
them have frequently done. The only bar
To the court s jurisdiction is over "contro-
versies between persons of Indian blood
only." An important provision is that re-
lating to leases in the territory. The law pro-
vides "that nil laws having the effect to
prevent the Cherokee, Choctaw, Creek,
Chicasaw and Seminole nations or either of
them, from lawfully entering into leases or
contracts for mining coal for a" period not
exceeding ten years are hereby repealed:
and said court shall have jurisdiction over
all controversies arising out of said mining
leases or contracts, and of all questions 61
mining rights or invasions thereof where
tho amount involved exceeds the 6um of
$100." Considerable outside capital, some
from St. Louis, is invested in the territory
coal mines, and the above clause applies to to
it. The judge is empowered to employ a
clerk, to be paid by fees. The marshal is
authorized to appoint deputies. The court
will have "exclusive original jurisdiction
over all offences against the United States
committed within tho Indian Territory notpunishable by death or imprisonment atham labor." Capital and penal offences
must, as heretofore, go to courts outside theterritory.

All proceedings of the court must be in
the English language. Indians are qualified
to be jurors, except that where criminal
trials are held, and the defendant is a citizen
of the United States, the jurors must also
be citizens. of

England's Attitude Toward Samoa.
Losdos, March 23. A blue book on

affairs has been issued. It contains
356 dispatches, the dates ranging from April
29,1885, to February 28, 1889. The dis-

patches show that England has been through-
out in cordial accord with America and that
she declined to accede to Germany's request
for assistance and in the re-

storing of order in Samoa until she had
learned the American government's views
on the subject. On January 29 last Lord
Salisbury complained to Count Von Hatz-feld- t,

German ambassador at London, con-
cerning Prince Bismarck's statement in the
reichstag that in Samoa, Germany and En-
gland were advancing "hand in hand."
The British prime minister said that
the views of the two countries were identi
cal so far as the future government of Sa
moa was concerned, but not otherwise.

The Topeka Land Office.
Washington, D. C, March 23. The secre

tary of the interior has decided not to revoke
Mr. Vilas' order consolidating the four land
districts in eastern Kansas. This order
which was one of the lat made by the retir-
ing secretary, consolidated the four land dis-
tricts of Independence, Wichita, Concordia
aid. lopeka. Ihe one Jaree district is to be
known as the Topeka district, and the land
office at Topeka was to transact the entire
business.

This makes the Topeka land office one of
the most important and remunerative in the
state, and there will doubtless be numerous
candidates for register and receiver.

The present rate is 3 cents per mde,
without regard to the number of persons
carried. Ihe privilege is extended over the
entire sjstem of the road east ofPittsbnrg
and Eric. The rate is tho same as that
allowed theatrical parties, and has hereto-
fore been restricted to that class of passen-
gers.

Pork Packing.
Cincinnati, O., March 23. Colonel Sid-

ney D. Maxwell, superintendent of tho
chamber of commerce, has submitted a de-

tailed statement of the pork packing in Cin-
cinnati for tho winter season 1888-- 9, from
wluch some ieculiar results appear. While
the aggregate number of hogs packed was
9,506 le&s than the preceding winter, the ag-
gregate gross weight showed an inccrease of
3,785,876 pounds, or an average increase per
head of 20.52 pounds. The increase in the
3 ield of lard was 1,293,133 pounds. The in-
crease in the cost compared with the preced-
ing season was $166,643.

Reid's Appointment.
Washington, D. C, March 22. It is

learned that tho nominatian of Mr. Beid as
minister to France was entirely unsolicited
by him or his friends. He w as not an appli-
cant for any place. It has been the inten-
tion of the president eer since the election
to tender him some important appointment
and this, it is understood, would have been
the mission to England but for the impres-
sion that the earnest advocacy of Home rule
for Ireland by the Tribune might render the
relations of Mr. Reid with the eovernment
of Lord Salisbury less cordial than would be
desirable.

THE GOLD EXCITEMENT.

Louis Huller Tells What He Knows
About of Cold.

Chicago, March 26. Louis Huller, the
Mexican concessionaire, who has been in
this city about two weeks, was found by a
reporter for a local paper, and, with much
interest, read a statement in a morning
paper that ho was confined in a Mexican pris-

on at the present time. He was also advised
for the first time that he had a startling story
to tell about the Lower California mining
bubble. Mr. Huller said he had a long 6tory,
but the statements about his connection with
the affair w ere ridiculous. He claimed, how-
ever, that the rush of fortune seekers to
Ijower California was not caused by the in-
ternational Laud company, and asserted
that the country was rich in mineral wealth.

"Why has it not been worked before,
then?" asked the reporter.

"Mining in tho Ensenada country necessi-
tates a vast amount of money, owing to the
lack of water, and it is not the best country
to live in."

' 'Are you connected with the land company
in any capacity now?"

"No; I resigned my position as director
about a year ago. Major George H. Sisson
and myself bought the lands and obtained
the consessions for ourselves in 1884. Tho
next year a corporate company from Hart-
ford, Conn., purchased our lands and all
rights for about $500,000. Sisson was made
the manager and I was the resident director.
We started a new town, Ensenada, located
on All Saints' bay, and built hotels and
stores. Then we began to boom the coun-
try, for, according to our contract with the
Mexican government, we were compelled to
colonize the lands. After we had started
Ensenada the eastern stockholders, most of
whom had never seen California, formed
some ideas regarding the policy of the com-
pany which conflicted with our plans, and
during the difficulty which followed Major
Sisson and myself resigned.

Referring to his recent arrest in Mexico,
Mr. Huller said it was made on a chargo of
bribery preferred by some members of the
English syndicate which now controls the
International company, but that he was

in two days.

Stanley Matthews.
Washington, D. C, March 25. Stanley

Matthews was born in Cincinnati, July 21,
1824. He graduated at Kenyon college in
1840, and began tho practice of law a few
years later in Maury county, Tennessee. He
returned to Cincinnati- - soon after and be-

came engaged in movements,
beingin 1849 assistant editor of tho Cincin-
nati Herald, the first daily news-
paper in that city. He became judge of the
court of common pleas of Hamilton county
in iooi, and state senator m 1855 and 1858.
In 1861 he was United Sthtes attorney for the
southern district of Ohio. In March 1861. he
was commissioned lieutenant colonel of the
Xwenty-thir- d Ohio regiment and served in
West Virginia, participating in the battlos of
Rich Mountain and Carnifex's Ferry. In
October of the same year he became colonel
of the Fifty-seven- th regiment, and in that
capacity commanded a brigade in the army
of the Cumberland, and was engaged at
at Dobb's Ferry, Murfreesboro, Chickamauga
and Lookout Mountain. He resigned from
the army in 1863 to become judge of the
superior court of Cincinnati, and was presi-
dential elector on the Lincoln and Johnson
ticket in 1864 and on the Grant and Colfax
ticket in 1868. In 1884 he was a delegate
from the Presbytery of Cincinnati to the
general assembly of the Presbyterian church
in Newark, N. J., and as one of the commit-
tee on bills and resolutions, reported the
resolutions that were adopted by the assem-
bly on the subject of slavery. He was de-
feated as republican candidate for congress
in 1876, and was one of the counsel before the
electoral college commission, opening the
argument in behalf of the republican electors
in the Oregon case. In March 1877 he was
elected United States senator in place of
Hon. John Sherman, who resigned, and in
1881 he was appointed an associate justice of
the United States supreme court.

The Australian Wheat Crop.
San Francisco, March 26. Advices from

Sydney announce that the Australian wheat
crop has fallen short of the estimated pro-
duct for ihe season, and that the stocks are
being firmly held owing to the probability
of ihe imposition of protective tariff by the
colonial ROverment at Melbourne, and the
receipts to date are over 50.000 haus shnrt.
The reports from South Australia show the
crops to be below the previously estimated;
last month's estimate of four bushels to the
acre has been reduced to three and one-ten- th

bushels. The total yield amounts to 62,000,-00- 0
bushels from an area of 2.000,000 acres,

more than one-fif- th of which is not worth
reaping. The total surplus for exporting
will be less than 2,000,000 bushels as com-
pared with 10,500,000 bushels for last season.
The wheat shipments from the Pacific coast
ports alone this seascn to the colonies promise
to exceed in quantity those of any previous
years. Three vessels have already been char-
tered at this port to load wheat for Sidney
and to carry 5,000 tons. The steamship Zea-land-

wmch sails for Sidney, Aprils, has
been engaged to carry over 100 tons, making
a total of 200,000 bushels ini eight.

The Land Commissioner.
Washington, D. C, March 26. The fight

for the position of commissioner of the gen
eral land office continues active and interest-
ing. There are three candidates now in the
field, Chillcor, of Colorado;

Stone, of Iowa, and
Calkins, of Indiana. It was reported

that the president had determined to appoint
Mr. Calkins, because their seemed to be no
other way of settling the fight between the
other candidates. The president stated to
Senator Teller, however, that the matter had
not been settled, and that Mr. Calkins would
not be appointed. Chilcott has
the backing of the senators from Minnesota,
Nebraska, Colorado and Kansas, and Sena-
tor Higgins, of Delaware. Secretary Noble
is said to favor the appointment of Governor
Stone.

Wanamaker's Methods.
Washington, D. C, March 25. Postmas-

ter General Wanamaker has issued an order
directing all clerks in tke office of the first
assistant postmaster general and such as
may be required from the other bureaus of
tho department, until otherwise directed, to
begin work at 8:30 o'clock a. m. instead of
9 o'clock as heretofore, and remain at their
desks until 6 o'clock p. m. instead of &

o'clock. This increase of hours is made for
the purpose of facilitating the dispatch of
applications and preparation of papers for
action in the office of the first assistant post-
master general. The clerks in tho dead letter
office are also required to work from 8:30 a.
m. until 6 p. m., until the work now in arrears
in that division is brought up.

The Montreal Consulship.
Washington, D. C.,March 26. Mr. C. O.

Shepherd, of Mount Morris, N. Y., is here,
and is bringing all the influence he can com-
mand to bear on the state department for
the Montreal consulship. This is the place
for which Charles Pope, of St. Louis, has
been endorsed by the four Missouri republi-
can congressmen. Mr. Shepherd has the ad-
vantage of knowing the lopes. He was con-
sul to Bradford, England, under President
Arthur, and before that he was consul gen-
eral to Yokohama. Four years ago Presi-
dent Cleveland removed Mr. Shepherd for
his "excessively offensive partisanship." This
partisanshipconsisted of frequent trips from
the consulship to this country to take part in
political campaigns.

Still at the Round Up.
Wichita, Kan., March 26. WA. Radford,

arriving from Oklahoma, states that
Scout Carson iq still engaged in rounding up
the boomers. Ho has, however changed his
base of operations to the bouth part of the
country. The officer states that he has new
and strict orders that he will onforce with
severity, and that every boomer will be com-
pelled to leave. Thoso in concealment, as
well as those who have returned to Oklahoma
City after the withdrawal of troops, are badly
frightened, and seem not to know how to act.
Mr. Radford thinks that the situation is very
critical, and advises all persons to remain
out of the country, as there certainly will bo
trouble if the president does not soon act.

A Terrible Accident.
Indianapolis, Ind., March 26. The Journal

dent occurred a few miles west of that city,
in which the wife and eldest daughter of
Aaron York, a wealthy fanner, were killed,
and, besides, other members of the family
injured, but not fatally. York had been
blasting stumps on his farm, using dynamite
for the purpose. He placed several sticks in
the stove to dry and stepped outside for a
few minutes. The sticks exploded with the
above result and also entirely wrecking tho
house. York escaped uninjured.

CORPORAL r TAMER
The New Commissioner of

Pensions.

He Believes That Veterans and their
Widows Should be Aided by Offi-
cials In Securing-- Lawful Proofs
Rather Than be Met With Techni-
calities.

Washington, D. C, March 27. Corporal
Tanner, the newly appointed commissioner
'of pensions, when asked what policy he
would pursue in dealing with the affairs of
the bureau, said: "I can best answer that
by quoting one of General Harrison's

made during the last campaign. He
said: 'Gentlemen, it is no time to use the
apothecary's scales when you come to weigh
the services of the men who saved this na-
tion.' It seems to me that that is a pretty
good motto for the people of the United
States to adopt. If I were asked to define
my ideas on the pension question in a sen-
tence, I should unhesitatingly reply: 'A
pension for every surviving soldier who
needs one; and no soldier's widow, father or
mother should be in want.' I am going to
taxe hold of this mighty machine, and 1 kb
not fool enough to think I have nothing to
learn."

"Are you in favor of an increase in the sol-di-

pensions?"
'I tell you, frankly, I am opposed to these

$1, $2 and $3 a month pensions. If you are
going to give, a man anything, give him
enough that he may realize he is getting
something. If there is an old soldier who
has got a claim that you are satisfied is a
good one and he has not quite proved it, my
policy is to assist him to secure the proof.
You may say that I am opposed to the knock-
ing out of soldiers' claims because of a tech-
nical short coming."

Minors Who Enlist and Desert.
Washington, D. C, March 27. The adju-

tant general of the army has published for
the information of the army a recent deci-

sion by a United States court, in Michigan,
touching the status of minors who enlist and
afterward desert from the army. In the
case at issue the soldier enlisted when a
minor, although pretending that he was of
age, and afterward deserted. He war arrested
and court martialed. While the proceedings
of the court were awaiting review the father
of the minor sued out a writ of habeas corpus.
The United States court declined to issue the
writ, holding that a minor soldier of the
army in confinement under a charge of de-
sertion could not be discharged from mili-
tary service by the court until he had been
released from such confinement. It was also
held that a minor's contract of enlistment is
not void, but voidable. If he is over 16 years
of age he can be discharged only upon the
application of his parents or guardian.

Candor of the President.
'ashtngton, D. C, March 27. The presi-

dent is causing a great deal of annoyance
and chagrin among the politicians here b
his candor in describing the kind of men he
wants and the kind of men he does not want.
He is listening attentively to what the office
seekers say, but s all the time looking over
their heads among tho people. To a delega-
tion who presented the name of a candidate
for an office and urged his appointment on
account of his poverty, the president said:
"You must not come here to ask me to make
an appointment for any such reason. I can-
not give an office to this man simply because
he is poor. While I smpathize with him,
and while I have seen the time when I would
have liked to have any office that has a good
salary, I don't think it is good policy to use
such arguments to secure appointments in
the public service."

Cresham Had a Pledge.
Washington, D. C, March 27. Just

President Harrison left Indianapolis it
was learned from an unquestionably reliable
source that while in that city trying some
cases, Judge Gresham 6pent an evening with
President Harrison; that all differences
which had existed between the two had been
settled, and that an understanding had been
reached, under which Judge Gresham would
be tendered the first vacancy on the supremo
bench. There is very good authority for the
statement that the arrangement made at
Iudianapolis still stands, and that Judge
Gresham will succeed the late Judgo
Matthews.
