As the figures of the new assessment
of the railroads of the state become ac-
cessible, so that they can be analyzed,
their peculiarity becomes more and
more apparent. For instance, there are
twenty-seven counties which get the
benefit of more than fifty per cent. of
the increase in the assessment, while
the balance is distributed among the
seventy -eight other counties. Wyan-
dotte county comes in for $435,286 of the
increase; Crawford $200.047; Sumner,
$279,657; Atchison, $257,673; Reno,
$250,213; Cloud, $141,470; Sedgwick,
$226,760; Shawnee, $200 461. Ellis
feounty has 82.05 miles of Union Pacific
track, whioch was last year assessed at
$288,174 27, and this year was increased
$8,600.61.

Of the fifty-five students enroiled at
the lateinstitute, thirty-seven presented
themselves as applicantsafor teacher’s
certificates. Three others, not enrolled,
also tried the examination which was
held at the school building last Friday
and Saturday. Of the entire forty, sev-
enteen were young and inexperienced,
the ades ru.nn,;:'g from 14 to 44. The
average age being 23 for tue entire class.
The twenty-three teachers of experience
report terms of service extending from
two months up to 100 meonths for the
veterans of the class. The average ex-
perience of the twenty-three is about
thirty-one months.

Of the entire number, ten are natives
of Iowa, nine of Illinois, five of Kansas,

Pennsylvania and Indiana, and one
each of Nebraska, Kentucky, Ohio and
Bohemia,

Twenty-five certificates were issued,
as follows: Two of the first grade, six of
the second grade and seventeen of the
third grade.
near failing it was thought best to grant
certificates only on conditions that the
applicants attend the October examina-
tion and attempt to raise theirstanding.
Even after issuing four conditional cer-
tificates we will not have enough teach-
ers to suggly all our schools until after
the October examinations,

The average standing of the whole
class ranges from 40 to 93 per cent. Our
most experienced teachers falling below
their usual grade. The law sets no
limit as to the requirements for a third
grade certificate except that the appli-
cant must pass on nine branches l:ut
the standard has been kept up in Trego
county during the past seven years at a
minimum of 40 and s general average
of 70 per cent. The standard has not
been raised, neither does the board
think it best to lower the grades in or-
der to supply a temporary deficiency
of teachers The Trego county standard
is 10 points lower than theé required
standard in eastern Kansas. Our expe-
rience here is just the same as that of
all other counties which have held ex-
aminations since January, or since the
formation of the new state board of edu-
eation and is due to the character of the
questions furnished by them. It isonly
justice to some applicants to say they
were writing for grades only and did not
expect to teach even if grahted certifi-
cates, The examining board would con-
gratulate them on the excellent standin
attained in comparison with experiences
teachers and are certain that their at
tendance at the Normal has been very
helpiul. We hope that you may perse-
vere, that you may be prepared to teach
when vou have reached the proper age
Prof. Rose voiced the sentiment of the
board when he said it was better for
prospective teachers and their pupils
that they should fail and be forced to
make better preparations.

The questions used at the last exami-
nation and the written answers may be
seen by those interested at the office of
the superints ndent,

sist certitied te wchers in securing schools
or district boards in getting teachers,
Distriet clerks will please report as soon
as a teacher is hired.

In some localities the quality of the
wheat is good, but-in a general way it is
reported poor. Chinch bugs and rust are
the cause. This accounts for the reduc-
tion in yield.

CORN.

From the assessors’ returns, we find
the area planted to corn last spring is
5,520,302 acres, which is 83,286 acres less
than that of last year. It is due, how-
ever, to say that thearea planted to corn
this year 18 considerably greater than
that reported by the assessors. At the
time the assessors gathered these statis-
tics, the farmers, generally, were unable
to tell how much wheat area, if any,
they would plow up to plant corn. At
a later date an effort will be made to as-
certain the increased area planted to
corn by reason of wheat area being
changed to corn area.

In eastern Kansas, corn generally,
promises as an abundant yield, the con-
dition being reported at 92 per cent.

In the cen Lrallx)belt, the early corn over
a large area was seriously sdamaged by
the intense heat and lack of sufficient
rainfall in the first half of Julv  Rains
coming the latter part of the month, the
damaged corn, our correspondents say,
has recovered to some extent, and the
later corn, uninjured, has been growing
very rapidly, and, if favorable condi-
tions continue, will produce & good crop,

In the gouthern counties of the cen-
tral belt, however, the entire crop was
too far advanced at the time of the hot
period to recover when more favorable
conditions prevailed, and the crop to a
large extrent is reported lost. The con-
dition for the belt is reported at 58 per
cent.

OATS.

The area sown to oats in the eastern
belt, as shown by assessors’ returns, is
836,720 acres. Average yield reported at
23.5 bushels per acre; total product for
belt, 19,622 G20 bushels.

The area returned by the assessors for
the central belt is 759,495 acres, Aver-
age yield reported at 23.5 bushels per
acre; total product for belt, 9,113940
bushels, making a total oats product for
the state of 28,776,891 bushels,

BARLEY AND FLAX,

The average yield of barley is reported
for the eastern belt at 19.5 bushels per
acre. For central belt, 9.6 bushels per
acre,

Flax is grown exclusively in the east-
ern belt and the average yield per acre
is reported at 8 bushels.

SORGHUM.

All varieties of the sorghum plant are
reported generally in fair condition
throughout.the state, the condition be-
ing reported at 72 per cent.

The crop in central and western Kan-
sas, which for a while was unpromising,
np\;‘igives indications of a fairly good
yielc

Grasses of all kinds are doing well,
The recent rains have assured a plentiiul
supply of prairie hay. A good erop of
clover ;lndlti:mrth_v hay has been secur-
ed during the month.
