Eirerybddgr’é
Mission

TEXT—Ye see how large a letter T have
written unto you with mine own hand.—
Gal. 6:1L

Few people realize how much Chris-
tian work can be accomplished by let-
ter writing. In
some cases a let-
ter is better even
than words, for it
can be read and
reread, and pon-
dered at ona's
leisure. Henry
Clay Trumbull
says that he was
led to Christ by &
personal appeal
from a friend iIn
a letter. What
preaching and the
ordinary forms of
church work had
not accomplished
3 for him was done
by a few sentences in a note. As he
reflected upon this he began to fealize
the importance of individual work for
individuals, and all his life long he en-
gaged in this form of effort.

A prominent business man in Wor-r
cester, Mass,, went to his pastor and |
sald that he would like to unite with
the church. When asked how long he
had been a Christian he replied that
he had taken the step only a few days
ago, end that he had been led to do
this at the request of a lady who had
written him on the subject. He sald
that sermons had not made much im-
pression on him, but that this letter
from a person whom he hardly knew |
appealed to him so strongly that he
could not resist it.

A little mission Sunday school in
Connecticut organized a home depart-
ment, One of the workers wrote to a
friend who was living in the forests of
Canada, fer from any church, and
asked if she would not like to Jjoin
their home department. The reply was
favorable and the literature was sent,
Scon the friend in Canada wrote say-
ing that she thought she could get
some of her neighbors to join the Con-
necticut school if she had the proper
literature. In a short time she suc-
ceeded in getting 25 more members, all
of whom became identified with the
little mission school in Connecticut,
three or four hundred miles away.

They were so pleased with their
work that after awhile they organized
& Sunday school of their own. Soon
they outgrew their accommodations
and raised money and built a chapel.
Then they said, “We ought to have a
Christian Endeavor society,” and soon
that, too, was organized. This went
on for a time, but the more they stud-
led the Bible the more hungry they
grew, and by and by they organized &
church and secured a pastor. And all
this came from one letter written by
an enterprising worker in a little
school several hundred miles away.

Why should mot Christians aim to
make their correspondence count for
the Master as well as their conversa-
tion? There might be some letters in
which it would not be advisable to in-
troduce the subject of religion, but on
the other hand if the subject were up-
permost in one's mind, opportunities
would frequently be found to say a
word for Christ, or drop a hint, or in-
close a leaflet. I know a business man
who was writing a letter one day when
he saw a tract on his table. He in-
closed it and mailed the letter with-
out much thought Then the devil

fool of yourself. What do you sup-
pose that man will think of you for
putting a tract in a business letter?”
Being a Christian, he lifted his heart
in prayer to God, saying, “Lord, did I
make 2 mistake?™

Back came the answer, “What is to
hinder you from putting a tract In
every letter you write?”

“By the grace of God I will,” he re-
plied, and for the remainder of his life
he followed this practice. He saw 20
much good coming from this kind of
effort that he finally withdrew from
business and devoted his life to writ-
ing letters and sending out Christian
literature of various kinds.

I know a lady who, to help a drink-
ing man, took him into her family as &
boarder. Soomn he committed some
misdemeanor and was sent to prison.
She did not forsake him in his dis-
grace, but remembering the Master's
words, “1 was sick and in prison and
ye visited me,” she endeavored to help
him by writing encouraging letters.
Soon other prisoners requested that
she write to them, and by degrees this
work incressed until finally she was
writing between two and three hun-
dred letters a year to the inmates of

SOWING AND REAPING (TEMPER-
ANCE LESSON.)

LESSON TEXT—Galatians &

GOLDEN TEXT—God is not mocked;
for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall
he also reap.—Gal &:%

We turn aside today to consider the
gecond temperance lesson for the
year. Paul's letter to the churches
of Galatia strongly contrasts law and
grace. It's key verse is ch. 2:16, and
i{ts most prominent word is “law.”
many claim verse cne of Chapter b
as its golden verse. This final chap-
ter is a most practical one and rich in
suggestion regarding our social rels-
tions. Let each member come pre-
pared to give a temperance applica-

| tion or to ask a temperance guestion.

I. “Bear Ye One Ancther’'s Burdens™
(¥v. 1-5). If a man trespass, be sur-
prised in a sin, be caught in the very
act, or surprised into committing &
gin, “ve which are spiritual” (literal-
lv, guided and governed by the spirit;
ch. ©:16-25) are to restore such a
one. This is to be done, not by cut-
ting off or casting aside the erring
one, but as a dislocated limb I8 re-
stored to its place, s0 we are to “re-
that one to his place as a be
liever: each believer being a member
of the body of Crnrist (I Cor. 12:13,
14, 27); one who falls into sin is a dis-
| loeated limb or member, and the

| stronger ones are to restore him to

| his proper place. This must be done,
however, not with any sense of ouar
own infallibility, but in meekness,
gentleness and with great tenderness.
Paul's reason
for this, “lest thou also be tempted”
should lay low the pride any of us
who have not fallen might feel (v. 1;
Math. 7:2.5; Jas=. 2:13). Instead of
exclaiming, “1 could never have done
any such act,” we ought rather to
say, “But for the grace of God I might
have done even worse than that.” (I
Cor. 10:13). The burdems (v. 2) or
weights which we are to bear are not
the unnecessary detalle of the Mosaic
law (Math. 23:4; Acts 15:10) but rath-
er they are the temptations, weak-
nesges and faflures of others. The
master “came not to be ministered
unto but to minister” and was “tempt-
ed in all points,” “touched with a feel-
ing of our infirmities” and in our thus
gharing with each other we but follow
in his steps (Ch. 6:4; John 13:34,
15:12; Romans 15:2). This is the “law
of Christ,” not onerous, not a grievous
burden, not necessarily an cobligation,
but a “law” because he, our “file lead-
er,” fully and perfectly exemplifies it
(Pnil, 2:58). It is chiefiy self-conceit
and spiritual pride (v. 2) which stands
in the way of gentle forbearance in
dealing with our erring brethers. Such
pride does not usually deceive others
(Jas. 1:22-24) and he who is so con-
trolled, “deceiveth himself.”

Il. “Whatsoever a Man Soweth™
vv. 6-8. While each must so bear his
burden, vet those who are taught are
to help those whe teach to bear their
burdens by contributing “in all good
things™ (Rom. 15:27: 1 Cor. 9:11-14).
Paul eounds & solemn warning to
those who refuse thus to help forward
the work of righteousness, those who
fail to support others and think that
their selfishness will accrue to their
advantage (v. 7). The natural world
has many illustrations of thia immut-
able law, Men may mock (sneer at)
this law, but find eventually that there
is no escape from its operation. This
law has many applications. The one
in the context is, first, a physical one
{v. 8), & most familiar one to us all.
The same s true spiritoally, and has
been repeatediy illustrated throughout
the history of the Christian church.
(IT Cor. 9:55; Prov. 11:24). In all
of our actions, physical, mental, moral,
social and spiritual, we reap what we
sow; like in kind, sown sparingly we
reap sparingly; sabundantly, znd we
reap in abundance.

1. “We Shall Reap, If We Faint
Not™ vv. 5-18. Paul now proceeds to
make the practical application. If we
act under the leadership of the Spirit
(See ch. 5:16-25), we =vold carnal
mindedness, and we are nZ to the
Spirit and of the Spirit (who is life
John 6:63; II Cor. 2:6), we shall reap
“life eternal,” i. e., life which is end-
tess in duration aud djvine in its es-
sence. There mus* be, however, per-
sistence, We must not withhold the
good seed nor refraic from sowing
it If we are to resp the reward sug
gested In verses nine and ten. If we
do so withhold, or should we sow
ought but the “good seed,” we wib
surely reap the awful bharvest sug
gested in verses 7 and 8. Tem
poral weariness or discouragement
will not excuse us for any negligence
Nor are we to be impatient, for “in
due season,” In God's time (I Tim
6:14, 15) we shail reap; not perhaps
fmmediately but the issue is certain
