I will
state a fact relating to the planting of cu-

cumbers, which came nnder my observa-
tion, and which is worthy of beinjr known.
I shall at least give a further trial myself
ot its reality, though 1 cannot conceive
there is a doubt remaining on the subject.
Last spring, myself and a friend of mine
were planting cucumbers at th same
time. I was planting nine, as is nsual,
in gardens, by mixing a small portion of
stable manure wirn the earth, and raising
the hill an inch or two above the surface
of the ground. . Observing it, be jocosely
remarked," "Let me show yra how to
raise cucumbers." Never having much
luck ia rawing them, I cheerfully agreed
to his proposition. lie commenced by
making holes in the earth, at the distance
intended for the hills, that would hold
about a peck he then filled them with
dry leached ashes, covering tho ashes
with a very small quantity of earth. The
seeds were then planted on a level with
the surface of the ground. I was willing
to see the experiment tried, but had no
expectation of anything bat a loss of
scea, laoor ana soil, lint imagine my
astonishment, (notwithstanding a drier
seasoa was never known, and almost a
universal failure of garden vegetables,)
wnen i uenem vines reraai Kaoiy thrilty,
and as fine a crop of encumbers as any
one could wish to raise, and they contin-
ued to bear for an unusually long time.
I will not philosophize on the subject
but say to all, wry it, and instead of
throwing your ashes away, apply it where
it will be of use, and yon will reap a
rich reward. Ohio Farmer.

Preservatiox or Wheat from Wee-
vil. Numerous remedies have been pro-
posed to protect wheat from the ravages
of weevil, but the most of them have
been impracticable or too expensive. Mr.
Gail at in France, recommends the use
of tar, as a certain and economical agent
for their destruction. He says :

"The efficacy of tar in driving away
the weevil and preserving the grain, is
an incontestable fact. My father had, a
long time ago, his giananes, barns, and
the whole house infested with these in-

sects ; co much so that they penetrated
into all the chests among the linen. He
placed an open cask, impregnated with
tar, in the bam, and then in the grana-
ries at the end of some hours the wee-
vils were seen climbing along tho wall
by myriads, and flying in all directions
from the cask. On moving the tarred
vessel from place so place, the premises
were" in a few days completely cleared of
these troublesome and pernicious guests.
The agriculturist who wants to get rid of
weevils, may, as soon as he perceives
their presence, impregnate the surface of
some olil planks with tar, and then place
them as required in his granaries. Care
must be taken to renew the tar from time
to time in the course of tho year, to pre
vent the return ot the insects.

A Useful. Hist to Horticulturists.
If every horticulturist would reflect for

a moment on the natnro of fallen lewes.
which contain not only the vegetable mat
ter but the earthly salts, lime, potash, dec,
needed for the next season's growth, and
that, too, exactly in the proportion re
quired by the very plant from which they
ten nay more, it they would consider
that it is precisely in this way. by the
decomposition of these very fallen leaves
that nature enriches the soil, year alter
year, in her great forest; itVould scarcely
ocpossioie ior such a reiiei-ttn- horticul
turist to allow these leaves to be swept
away uy every wma that blows, and
finally lost altogether.

A wise horticulturist will dilieentlv
collect every week the leaves that fall un
der each tree, and, by dijrcinx them under

! the soil about the roots, where they will
decay and enrich that soil, prove in the
chenpest manner the best possible food
for that tree. In certain vineyards in
France the vines are kept in the highest
condition by simply burvinz at their roots
every leaf and branch that is pruned off
sucn vines, or that talis from them at the
end of the season.

Hams can be secured and sweetly pre-
served through summer by packing them
in cobs; first, a layer of cobs in the bot-
tom of the cask ; then hams and cobs,
nntil yon finish the whole. Be particu-
lar that they do not come in contact with
each other.

Unbroken cobs I would prefer, but
broken ones selected will answer. It
would be necessary to take them out once
in summer, and give them a dry rubbing.
Yonr cask should, stand upon a bench,
in a dry, cool cellar.

Having them packed in this way, the
cobs absorb the beat and air sufficient to
keep them fresh and fine. It has been
my practice more than ten years to treat
my hams in this way, and I never lost
one. Yon take them out perfectly clean,
not plastered, not ashod, not creased :
neither is there any chaff to be swept off.
Cask to be covered.

Oxe Wat to Keep Eogs. During a
long voyage to booth America, it was
noticed how fresh the eggs coatinued to
be.. The steward was called on for his
secret. He said that as he purchased bia
stock, he packed it down in small boxes
rasin boxes and afterwards, about once
a week, turned over every box but the
one out of which he was using. This was
alL Ine reason of his success is, that
by turning the esrtrs over, he kent the
yolks about the middle of the albumen.
If still the yolk will after a while find
its way through the white to the shell,
and when it does so, the egg will spoil.

Parsxips. Some gardeners recommend
sowing parsnips as early in the season as
the condition of the ground wQl admit
We have, however, seen excellent crops
raised from seed sown after most other
vegetables were np, and when the roots
are intended for winter use, we are de-

cidedly of opinion that late sowing is, on
the whole, much the best- - The parsnip,
like the beet, requires a rich, deep, mel-
low, aad rather dry soil to insure the
complete perfection of all its many ad- -
mirable qualities ; and where the circnm-- 1

stances combine, it will, if assisted by a!
systematic cultivation, prove a remuner-
ating and bigly valuable product on the
farm.

How to Fiuuvr Grafs. A cor-
respondent of the Newark Daily

sayi :
"For several years past I hava suc-

ceeded in preserving Isabella crapes till
March. We have had the luxury of
having fresh grapes all thro the winter ;
and have fonnd them very useful and re-
freshing to the aick, especially to con-
sumptive people. W pick onr grapes
to preserve for the winter as we can, and
save them from the frost; gathering them
when they are perfectly dry, say in the
middle of a sunny day. We take a dry
box a common candle box is very con-
venient for the purpose first cover the
bottom with cotton batting. We then
pnt down a layer of grapes, one cluster
after another, as thick as they can well
lay. Care should be taken no broken
or green ones are in the clusters. If there
are. they will cause the olhers to mould
and decay. We then put down a layer
of cotton, till the box is full."

Chaxgi or Feed for Horses! The
kind of food for animals should be chang-
ed frequently. A horse long kept on
shorts, will be effected by a fever in his
legs and feet, producing a result similar
to founder Shorts, corn meal, or co
meal, should never be given except in a
mjiate with cut "nay or straw. This

. Scbsoiuxo vs. Drawing. There is
no doubt but a soil made deep and mel
low, will resist both drouth and deluge
better than a thin, hard soil. Thereason-i- s

obvious. If yon have two inches of
soil on a board or in a box, half an hour's
rain makes it complete rand, and a half
a day's sunshine will convert that nmd
into hard lamps, especially if the soil is
clay, or any considerable part clay. But
if instead of two inches it ia two feet, it
will take a long rain to wet it through,
and no part of it will be mod, nntil there
is water eiongh to make it all mud, and
then in drying, no part will be very dry
until the whole is dry. A deep mellow
soil will bear a large amount of rain with-
out destroying its loose porous character
to such a degree as to exclude the air--So

far as we have observed, a piece of
dry, gravelly aoil, if plowed deeply, will
stand a drouth better than wet clay soil
if plowed shallow, and underlaid by clay
or hard p&n.Luuurut and Uazetie.

.Soap for Kn.Liso Borers ix Trees.
S. S. Green, Esq., of East Cambridge,
has made an experiment with this article.
He has in his garden a fine white ash
tree,' which was full' of these worms, so
fatal to our fruit and ornamental trees.
He covered every place on the tree which
appeared to be wounded by them, with
common hard soap, nicely rubbed into
the places where the borers seemed to
have entered. During the late rains the
soap dissolved and penetrated to ' the
worm3, and foroed them out by scores
causing their death. We think this the
best remedy yet discovered for destroying
these nuisance to gardens and orchards.

Foon and Pa8Torb for Cows. In
the same animal, says Johnston in his
Lectures, the quantity of milk is known
to be greatly influenced by the kind of
food. J bis is best understood in the
neighborhood of large towns, where the
protit of tho dairyman is dependent upon
the quantity, rather than upon the quality
of his milk. Hence the value of high
succulent foods of the grass of irrigated
meadows of mashed and steamed food
of brewer's grain of turnips, potatoes,
and beets and of other similar vegetable
productions, which contain much water,
intimately mixed with nutritive matter,
and thns tend both to aid in the produc-
tion of milk, and to increase its quantity.

Potatoes Amoso Cors Th Bot.
All experiment in planting potatoes
among corn which has met oar eye, was
attended with good resnlts, aad acted, it
appears, as a preventive to the rot In
1850, a Massachusetts fanner planted
corn and potatoes in alternate rows,
that after the 1st of July 4he potatoes
were constantly shaded by the com. In
most other fields in the neighborhood
they decayed, and in his own where they
were not shsded ; bat here he hsd sound
potatoes, and a good crop. This fact is
worth remembrance.
